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TEACHING READING TO YOUNG LEARNERS
Основним завданням даної статті є аналіз формування навичок читання на уроках англійської мови в початковій школі. На основі вивченої методичної літератури розкрити сутність читання: виявити вікові особливості учнів, проаналізувати труднощі, що перешкоджають оволодінню технікою читання, запропонувати рекомендований комплекс завдань та текстів для читання на початковому етапі.
Teaching reading, should remember that the attention of younger pupils unstable, easily distracted: the volume of its small, dispensability is lower than that of older students. 
It is difficult for children to control their attention, dominated by involuntary attention, depending on the external features of the object (luminance, intensity, unusual, novelty, dynamic nature), and the degree of interest in the project, the motivations of activities aimed at the object. Students' attention is largely depends on the availability of educational material. Students enthusiastically work on that it may be difficult, but doable, that shows they reached some achievements. It is easier for younger students to focus on activities with a visual thinking than conceptual. This feature is recommended to use in the classroom, alternating between mental activity with the practical one (drawing, diagrams, doing projects etc.) [2, с. 18]
 During teaching reading a special load placed on memory. Visualization like a branch of memory primary school students is manifested in the fact that children cope even with such difficult memorization techniques, as the correlation, the dividing of the text into parts, if a teacher uses some handouts at the lesson, for example, the illustrations. Younger students use the pictures as means of facilitating memorization. [2, с. 27]
Pictionary is a form of visual communication. Pictures are used instead of words to define target vocabulary. This dictionary is very helpful to younger children before they are able to read. [3 с.54].  If we use pictures and context to talk about key words this helps learners guess the printed words. Hearing the word, understanding the general sense of the text gives clues which help learners decode and read a new word when they first see it in print. This makes them active participants and allows them to contribute to class knowledge which makes them feel clever and boasts they confidence.  [4, с. 76]
In junior high it is advisable to rely on involuntary memory. Involuntary memory is improved when memorizing the material to be emotionally colored, served in imaginative, emotional way, as these types of memory are genetically primary. The material should be varied. The main condition for the development of memory is an exercise (memory is the most coached cognitive process). Success depends on the memory and motivation. Creating a lesson of motivation store is one of the tricks of memory.. [2, с. 53]
Perception is a complex psychological process that is not limited only to the sensory cognition, but also is associated with memory, thinking and speech. Perception of junior high school students moves from fused to meaningful, categorical reflection of things, events and phenomena in their causal links. The growth of intelligence is manifested in the growth of logical reasoning, the ability to distinguish the important from the unimportant. The children develop planning, concentration, and their speech becomes better. 

Thus, methodologically sound approach to learning and using knowledge of psychology helps the teacher to achieve good results in practice. Education junior high school students is more like a game where the children sing, draw, play and learn at the same time to communicate in a foreign language. Simple and attractive book with interesting pictures can make children want to read.. [5, с. 8]

Using of nursery rhymes and songs for which little children who speaks foreign language as their native tongue is helpful in reading and other mental activities.

Including of children's English-language literature publishers «Cambridge», «Heinemann», «Macmillan» in the learning process allows to introduce children to English-speaking environment and situation characters in the book, makes it possible to enjoy reading, which increases the interest in the study of language, encourages children to independent oral and written statements, develops their creativity.  
According to my experience I divide the process of teaching reading into two steps:

· Firstly, learn to read words and short sentences during their presentation. Listen to the audio recording, then read silently and then aloud. 

·  Secondly, teacher should offer words, sentences, short texts on which children respond to questions on the general understanding of the text and find the requested information. The teacher shouldn’t ask learners to read until children understand the words, sentences, text.
The first level of learning is reading simple words and sentences 

Get used to the letter
Draw and color the letters.
 To start with, the child needs to be seen the teacher draws, then he will have the opportunity to observe a sequence of actions, and a teacher - comment, like, "Let's draw the letter" Q ". See, that's a circle and a small tail at the bottom." Drawings can be large, and small. The same letter can be drawn in different ways, "Let's draw a thin letter B... Now let's draw a fat B... Now let's draw a beautiful letter B..." You can draw letters with dots, wavy lines, strokes. You can ask a pupil to look for the letter, which paints a teacher, in a written alphabet in the book, in the written word. When a child will remember the alphabet song, you need to teach him how to "calculate" the title of the letter written by the alphabet and songs: the child calls the letter and shows each of them in the alphabet comes to the unknown, calls her, if he knew, and stopped.

In parallel with the way the teacher with the child draws the letters, they can look at, to help the child understand what elements each icon consists of. You can ask your child to draw the letter and explain how to draw it. It may look like this: "First you draw a stick... then a wand... and then a wand... more." It is necessary for the child to explain to himself how to draw the letter. Speaking aloud organizes his thoughts and helps him. You can also ask the child what the letter looks like, but you cannot get in the way of his fantasies, even when comparisons seem unlikely or even unthinkable. The letter "B" it may seem like an inverted flying bird, if you remove the wand from the letter.” It is important to remember the brightest and most successful comparison, they will be clues, when you want to help children remember the shapes of letters.
 Exercises for starting reading are the following:
· The child looks at the written letters in the incorrect order and puts them in alphabetical order or in reverse alphabetical. It is important that the child is called the letter aloud.

· The teacher puts the alphabet with minor errors, and the child, calling the letter aloud, comparing the order that turned out at you from the right, finds an error.
· The teacher shows the letter, the child computes its name and call the word where  such a letter is 
· Demonstrate to children with a familiar picture vocabulary, ask a question for each picture “What is this”?
·  Ball starts with "b". It's "b" / b / for ball. Can you draw a "b" like this? Prescribe the letter in the air with the children. Thus work with the rest of vocabulary.
· Then attach all the pictures on the board and let the children guess the letter drawn in the air and call a word with which it begin. Repeat two or three times.
· Then invite some children to draw letters in the air for the rest of the children so that they guessed the letter and called the word.
·  Write on the board the initial letters of words, ask children to put them together with pictures
· Ask the children to think of other words that they know that begin with those letters. The game can be carried out in pairs, the children draw each other on the back and guess the letters. The game is an active interest and increases the motivation of students to the study of letters and sounds of the alphabet.
For successful learning teacher should use funtime. It is very interesting to read short stories about adventures of a real boys and girls. “Petryk’s Adventures in the English Alphabet Kingdom.” written by T. Pakhomova is the way to learn entertaining.  

Silent drilling is other successful type of work with L1 learners. Teachers should encourage learners to drill the words silently changing emotions: happy, sad, angry, surprised. 

Substitution drills is another classroom technique used to practice new language. It involves the teacher first modeling a word and the learners repeating it. [6] Then the teacher substitutes one or more key words, or changes the prompt and learners say a new word or structure: 

Example: 

T: This is a ball.

L: A ball

T: B-b-ball. Big ball

L: Big ball

There are many different modern methods and tools to learn foreign languages but most attention should be paid on motivation according the situation, perception, feedback.

Need to take care of while reading to children correctly pronounce sounds in words and read sentences with correct intonation. To cope with this task well help rhyme or chants. The  tutorial  «Family and friends 1" OXFORD UNIVERSITY PRESS (Julie Pen. Family and friends1. Class book.  M.: Oxford University Press; 2009 ) reading words and grammatical structures.
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
