Чтение оригинальной художественной литературы на изучаемом языке способствует развитию устной речи, обогащает словарный запас, знакомит с культурой и литературой страны изучаемого языка, развивает аналитическое мышление. Поэтому уроки домашнего чтения необходимы в учебном процессе. Эти уроки бесспорно ценны: во-первых, потому, что учащийся соприкасается с современным живым языком, а не условно-учебным; во-вторых, есть возможность высказать свое мнение и дать оценку произведению, героям и ситуациям. Но чтобы чтение было увлекательным и в то же время развивающим речевые навыки, необходимо проводить работу над текстом, как перед чтением отрывка, так и после, чтобы помочь учащимся понять текст и активизировать новые языковые явления. 
По месту и времени чтения — это вне​классное, домашнее чтение. Итак, главное назначение домашнего чтения — получение информации из текстов на иностран​ном языке. Вместе с этим систематическое и планомерное домашнее чтение является важ​ным источником и средством увеличения лекси​ческого запаса и развития навыков устной ре​чи учащихся.
Домаш​нее чтение позволяет учащимся уже в школе приобщиться к чтению на иностранном язы​ке как к реальной речевой деятельности.
Следует подчеркнуть, что при любом подходе к организации домашнего чтения, последнее должно быть не только постоянным и обиль​ным, легким, но и беспереводным, содержащим интересную информацию и оказывающим вос​питательное воздействие.

Пригодность текстов или их частей для рече​вой практики может определяться такими, на​пример, критериями: 

1) яркой и занимательной фабулой текста или отрывка;

2) эмоциональностью и образностью изло​жения;

3) актуальностью материала;

4) тематической близостью предмета изложения к жизненному опыту и интересам учащихся;

5) возможностью столкновения точек зрения и суждений, дающих повод для дискуссий;

6) возможностью различных ситуативных трансформаций содержательной стороны тек​ста или отрывка.
7) воспитательная ценность. Отбирать текст необходимо с позиций того, какие нравственные проблемы поднимаются в них, как они решаются, близки ли они старшеклассникам.

Chris Culshaw - Children's Author
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Chris was born in Carlisle in 1943, the youngest of seven children. His family moved to Southport when he was 11. He left home at 18 to work at Pilkington’s glass factory in St Helens, when he realised that wasn’t what a wanted to do for the rest of his life He trained as a maths and physics teacher. He taught in Liverpool for 5 years, got married, returned to university to do a psychology degree, before coming north to work at Morecambe High School as SEN co-ordinator where he remained for over 20 years.
Since retiring from classroom teaching in 1997, he has published over 250 titles for use in schools with OUP, Harper-Collins and Nelson, and also worked as a tutor in HMP Lancaster Castle and in mental health promotion with Connexions, the young persons’ advice and information service, in Blackpool.

I was in the same form as Claire Parks. I was her friend for a while, until my father heard what she got up to at school. Then he wouldn't let me _ go around with her. He said she was "a bad influence".

I'll never forget the first time I saw her. She came to our school half-way through the summer term. Our form tutor, Mrs Bates, introduced her to the class. "This is Claire Parks. She's feeling rather nervous. This is a big school and Claire's bound to feel a little lost for a few days. So make sure you look after her, 4B."

Nervous? A little lost? Look after her? It was soon very obvious that Claire Parks could look. after herself, thank you very much.

The next day when Mrs Bates told her that she must wear a tie for school, Claire Parks said, "I can't wear a tie Miss, I'm allergic to ties."

Mrs Bates, twenty-five years a teacher, had never heard that one before. She said firmly, "I want to see you in a tie tomorrow, Claire. A rule is a rule."

"But it's true miss, honest miss. If I wear a tie I break out in spots."

Mrs Bates smiled, a thin frosty smile. "Claire, make sure you're properly dressed tomorrow. A rule is a rule." 

But Claire Parks believed that rules were made to be broken and the next day she came to school without a tie again. So Mrs Bates handed her the spare tie she kept in her top drawer. Her voice was like ice cracking. "Wear this one today. Let me have it back tomorrow - when you come in your own tie."

Claire put on the tie and went off to her first lesson. When Mrs Bates saw her at morning break her face, arms and legs were covered in large red spots. "I told you I was allergic to ties, miss," she said with a grin.

Mrs Bates stared at her with her ice-blue eyes. She ran a finger as cold as an icicle down Claire's cheek. "I see you're not allergic to lipstick! Wash it off. Right now!" Her voice was straight out of Antarctica.

This was only the beginning of the battle. During the next few weeks Claire wore a tie every day. But always in a way that made blizzards blow in Mrs Bates'  tidy mind.

Claire turned the tie inside out. She starched it so it stuck out from her throat like one of the blades of  Boudicea's chariot wheels. Claire wore it round her waist, like a belt. Round her ankle like a snake-bite bandage. Round her wrist like a watch strap. Round her head like a freedom fighter.

On sports day the last event was always the Invitation Mile, a race between teachers and pupils. Mrs Bates was a very keen runner and always won this race.

The race was nearly over and she was in the lead, as usual. Suddenly, a girl, a naked girl, ran on to the track and sprinted in front of her. It was Claire Parks. She wasn't actually naked we discovered later. She was wearing a very revealing flesh-coloured body stocking, so she looked as naed as the day she was born. As she ran bare-footed towards the finishing tape I could see that she was wearing a school tie. She ran straight through the tape, down the school drive, jumped onto the back of her boyfriend's motorbike and roared away.
