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Актуальність та сутність досвіду

      Сучасному інформаційному високотехнологічному суспільству потрібна людина, що не лише володіє певною сумою знань, умінь і навичок, а що важливіше, вміє самостійно здобувати й використовувати на практиці ці знання, спілкуватися й співпрацювати з людьми, адаптуватися до нових обставин, знаходити шляхи розв’язання різнопланових життєвих ситуацій.

      Процеси міжкультурної  інтеграції на національному та міжнародному рівнях обумовили упровадження  нових ефективних технологій викладання англійської мови. Мова виступає засобом пізнання картини світу,  прилучення до цінностей, створених іншими народами. Значно змінився соціально-культурний аспект вивчення іноземних мов, англійської зокрема.
      Геополітичні, комунікаційні та технологічні перетворення в сучасному суспільстві підвищили потребу у вивченні іноземних мов. Пріоритетну значимість  набуло навчання мови як засобу спілкування. Саме тому найбільш актуальними стали  інтерактивні та особистісно зорієнтовані технології, однією з яких є технологія мовного портфоліо.  
       28-29 квітня 2010 року  вмісті  Чернівці  Міністерством  освіти та науки  України  в рамках проекту Ради  Европи «Мовна освіта в демократичному суспільстві» було проведено науково-практичний семінар на тему «Роль Європейського Мовного Портфоліо у розвитку лінгвістичного та між культурного досвіду учня».Для участі в роботі семінару було запрошено  національного експерта проекту ,автора підручників англійскої мови  О.Карп’юк ,національного координатора проекту О.Я.Коваленко,методистів інститутів післядипломної педагогічної  освіти, регіональних  координаторів  проекту.

      Слід відзначити, що на то час ідея використання портфоліо була не нова. Перший МовнийПортфоліо було розробленов 90-х роках в Швейцарії, Германії та Франції і вони пройшли пілотування в 15 країнах –членах Ради Європи і довели свою ефективність на практиці. Цейдосвід  підтверджує позитивний вплив на процес навчання іноземним мовам. Що до вчителя ,то інформація, зібрана    по ученівському портфоліо ,дозволить більш ефективно планувати своїуроки, визначати цілі,  успішніше взаємодіяти з  учнями та їх батьками.

     В пілотному проекті ЄМП задіяно п’ять областей Чернівецькая, Одеська, Харьківська , Тернопільська та Донецька. Я приймала участь у роботі  семінару від Донецької областї як регіональний координатор учнівського портфоліо. Проект української моделі ЄМП для учнів 12-17 років направлено на розвиток навичок  самостійно вчитись, критично мислити, спілкуватися  на іноземній  мові.
     Метою  роботи  над проблемою було визна чення способів  та прийомів  використання учнівського мовного портфоліо (УМП) в практиці викладання англійської мови, його ефективності у формуванні стійкого інтересу учнів до вивчення предмету та організації їхньої самоосвітньої роботи.  
Досвід роботи над проблемою довів, що впровадження УМП допомагає досягти таких цілей:
· освітньої: дозволяє учню стати активним учасником процесу навчання і таким чином підвищує його мотивацію до вивчення англійської мови;
· розвиваючої: розвиває навички організації самоосвітньої діяльності та визначення шляхів раціонального вдосконалення власних умінь на основі саморефлексії;
· педагогічної: дозволяє учителю об’єктивно оцінювати рівень навчальних досягнень кожного учня, підвищувати їхню мотивацію в освітньому процесі, вносити корективи у процес навчання;
· соціальної: сприяє підвищенню інтересу батьків до навчального процесу, розвиває соціальну мобільність учнів.
      Співпраця учня та учителя з створення мовного портфоліо базується на принципах:
· позитивності – доброзичлива допомога, постійний прогрес;
· цілісності розвитку та навчання -  важливі всі етапи та досягнення в житті;
· самоаналізу та саморозвитку – самопізнання  в процесі якісного аналізу результатів.
     Досвід підтверджує  унікальні можливості  методу мовного  порфоліо для розвитку ключових компетентностей та навичок саморефлексії учнів. Використання  УМП дозволяє зробити процес іншомовного навчання більш прозорим та   усвідомленим для учнів, допомагаючи їм розвивати здатність до самоаналізу, самооцінювання та самокорекції, таким чином надаючи їм можливість брати на себе відповідальність за власне навчання.
Теоретична база
     Зміст поняття «портфоліо» науковці визначають по-різному. Як вважають  учені, це «нагромаджувальнаоцінка», виражена у формі комплекту документів, що засвідчують індивідуальні досягнення учня. За І.Юдиною: «Портфоліо – це спосіб фіксації, нагромадження й оцінювання індивідуальних досягнень учнів».
     Таким чином  портфоліо–метод формування в учнів вміння аналізувати й оцінювати процес власного розвитку, організації їхньої навчальної діяльності, інструмент самооцінки, самостійної , пізнавальної, творчої праці учня, рефлексії його власної діяльності (Додаток №.1 с.24)

     Портфоліо –цеколекція робіт, яка всебічно демонструє не тільки навчальні успіхи, але й зусилля, затрачені на їх досягнення, та відображає  прогрес  у знаннях і вміннях учня порівняно з його попередніми результатами.
     У найзагальнішому розумінні  ЄМП  являє собою форму і процес організації (колекціюнування, добір та аналіз) зразків і продуктів навчально-пізнавальної діяльності  учня, а також відповідних інформаційних матеріалів із зовнішніх джерел (однокласників, вчителів, батьків, тестових центрів, громадських організацій, тощо), призначених для наступного аналізу, усебічного кількісного і якісного оцінювання рівня навченості даного учня та подальшої корекції процесу навчання (Додаток №2с.27).
     Основна проблема, з якоюстикаються вчителі, є відсутність в учнів мотивації. Деякі вчителі вирішують цю проблему за рахунок стимулюючих видів навчальноїдіяльності та добору цікавих матеріалів для проведення уроків. Але цього буває недостатньо, адже повинна бути створена певна система спільної діяльності учня та вчителя, яка буде розподіляти відповідальність за процес навчання між ними. В умовах традиційної освітньої системи учень залишається відстороненим від процесу оцінювання, і мотиваційна функція оцінки поступається контрольній. Саме створення ЄМПдопоможе учням осмислити результати своєї діяльності і дасть змогу педагогу залучити їх до поставлення нових цілей, реально покаже  прогрес в   навчанні. На перший план виносяться досягнення (те, що учень знає і вміє з певної теми чи розділу), і перевага віддається самооцінці, щопідвищує мотивацію,  активність і самостійність, формує загально навчальні вміння: цілевизначення, планування організації діяльності та  саморефлексію.Євро
      Науковці та вчителі-практики одностайні в тому, що  ЄМП –це засіб автентичного оцінювання, а його використання дозволяє зробити процес іншомовного навчання прозорішим для учнів. Зарубіжний і вітчизняний досвід використання ЄМП свідчить про те, що введення Європейського учнівського мовного портфеля в процес вивчення іноземних мов   сприятиме оволодінню учнем прийомами самостійної роботи з мовою, стратегіями  навчання, ефективному й раціональному розв’язанню поставлених навчальних завдань, і, таким чином, формуванню в нього навичок самоосвіти, які дозволили б самостійно удосконалювати отримані в школі знання однієї іноземної мови і в разі потреби засвоїти другу або третю іноземну мову відповідно до рівня власних потреб.
Мовний портфель виконує важливі педагогічні функції:
· діагностичну(фіксує прогрес у навчанні за певний період);
· цілевизначення(допомагає виробляти вміння ставити цілі 
        та контролюватиїх досягнення);
· мотиваційну (заохочує учнів і вчителів до 
        систематичної  роботи);
· змістову(охоплює весь зміст вивченого матеріалу);
· розвивальну(забезпечує неперервність процесу навчання 
                   і розвитку   з року в рік);
· рейтингову(демонструє рівень сформованих вмінь 
         і   навичок).
          Щодо видів портфоліо, то  науковцівиділяють три: 
- портфоліо документації (оцінне чи робоче) - це роботи, зібрані протягом всього періоду навчання, які засвідчують навчальний процес учня;
- портфоліо процесу – це матеріали, які демонструють вироблення в учня загально навчальних і предметних умінь, відображають його рефлексію навчального процесу;
- портфоліо показове (презентаційне), яке містить найкращі роботи та письмовий аналіз учнем змісту портфоліо.
Робочий та оціночний портфоліо можна назвати найпоширенішими. В нього учень вкладає всі продукти своєї навчальної діяльності, а наприкінці семестру чи навчального року разом з учителем, аналізують зміст і добирають матеріали, які можуть засвідчити зростання рівня вмінь та навичок.
Основною метою портфоліо є:
· створення мотивації навчальної діяльності;
· розвиток пізнавальних навичок;
· розвиток об’єктивної самооцінки творчих здібностей;
· розвиток уміння самостійно  конструювати свої знання;
· розвиток уміння орієнтуватися в інформаційному просторі;
· розвиток уміння  планувати свою діяльність;
· формування організаційних навичок.

· власника портфоліо,   рівень  володіння  мовою впродовж усього процесу навчання, зафіксовані в таблицях самооцінки учнів та оцінки учителів, результати ДПА та ЗНО;   
· сертифікати й дипломи, що підтверджують   навчальні досягнення учня у вивченні мови; 
· міжкультурний досвід спілкування та вивчення ІМ, де подається    у різних ситуаціях, контакти з носіями мови, відвідування мовних курсів.

Робота з мовним Портфоліо
На основі аналізу отриманих результатів роботи обласної творчої групи та результатів апробування мовних Портфоліо та співпраця з Оксаною Карп’юк, національним координатором ЄМП, пропонується напрацьовані шляхи впровадження цього інструмента в викладанні.

Як вчителю починати роботу з ЄМП?

Дуже важлим є знайомство з матеріалами методичного посібника «Школа майбутнього: Європейське мовне Портфоліо» та Стратегією «ШЕСТИ КРОКІВ»

Крок 1. Формування навичок рефлексії. Спонукати учнів до роздумів:

· Яким учнем щодо вивчення мови я є? (Позитивні та негативні риси.)

· Яким є моє учіння? (Я вивчив, я можу, я невпорався, я не розумію…)

· Якими є мої уроки? (Найбільше подобаються, найцікавіші, не подобаються, найнуднішим є…)

· Що я можу проявити іноземною мовою в середовищі носіїв мови? (Думати позитивно, починаючи з твердження «Я можу…».)

Крок 2. Знайомство з ЄМП.

Ознайомити учнів із завданнями і функціями ЄМП, використовуючи:

· презентацію компонентів;

· підкреслення цінності європейських рівневих шкал;

· показ зразка ЄМП і способу зазначення прогресу.

Спонукати учнів до:

· роздумів про те, в яких ситуаціях можна продемонструвати ЄМП;

· співставлення своїх умінь із дескрипторами Загальноєвропейської стандартизованої шкали самооцінки;

· обміну ідеями про те, як покращити своє навчання з іноземної мови.

· співставляти рівні й дескриптори із навчальними матеріалами;

· використовувати дескриптори для підсумку досягнень і визначення індивідуальних навчальних цілей.

Крок 4. Формування навичок і розвиток умінь планування учнями власної навчальної діяльності. Заохотити учнів до:

· роздумів над різними видами навчальної діяльності з іноземної мови;

· аргументованого вибору ефективних видів навчальної діяльності;

· створення власних навчальних матеріалів у парах, групах, індивідуально;

· співвідносити види діяльності з уміннями, описаними в дескрипторах;

· регулярно поповнювати створений банк видів навчальної діяльності.

Крок 5. Поступове впровадження самооцінювання. Навчати учнів оцінювати:

· свою роботу в парах із послідуючим коментарем учителя;

· роботу один одного усно в парах;

· свою роботу індивідуально у розмові з учителем про свої досягнення;

· свою роботу у вигляді письмових рефлексивних заміток про те, чим і як добре вони оволоділи із наступним письмовим коментарем учителя;
· письмову роботу один одного в парах із виправленнями перед послідуючим оцінюванням робіт;
· у групі складати список критеріїв оцінювання якості виконання того чи іншого завдання;

· спостерігати й розмірковувати над попереднім власним учінням і прогресом у досягненні вміння, описаного в дескрипторі;

· регулярно вдаватися до короткого самооцінювання.

Крок 6. Підтримка учнівської роботи з ЄМП. Заохочувати учнів до:

· класних та групових дискусій про краще використання ЄМП;

· інтерв’ю з тими учнями, які успішно використовують ЄМП;

· виготовлення постерів із найкращими ідеями і пропозиціями;

· міжнародних контактів і міжкультурних проектів та відображення цього досвіду в ЄМП;

· створення виставок з матеріалів учнівських ЄМП;

· підготовки проектів з представлення результатів свого навчання;

· перетворення ЄМП на об’єкт власної проектної роботи і її презентації перед громадськістю (учнями інших класів, учителями, батьками тощо). 
          Проаналізувавши досвід вчителів, працюючих з  ЄМП можна сказати , що спрощується процедура впровадження європейських стандартів оцінювання учнів, в тому числі під час формуючого чи підсумкового тестування, які здійснюються відповідно до Загальноєвропейських рівневих стандартів. Просунувшись повільно, але впевнено на проміжному етапі, учень виявляє нові цілі й нові перспективи.

         Дуже важливим є створення на уроці території успіху. Вміння вчителя зробити урок цікавим і незабутнім та спонукати учнів до самоаналізу їх досягнень допоможеть тестові завдання, які створені мною самостійно та можуть бути використовані вчителями  на уроках англійської мови для розвитку навичків аудіювання (Додаток № 1 с.32), читання (Додаток № 2 с.39), граматики (Додаток №4 с. 103), говоріння  (Додаток №5 с.119).Пропоную також тести в форматі ДПА та ЗНО( Додаток №3 с.69) та методичний посібник по фразовим дієсловам (Додаток №6с.125).
     Підходи до створення "портфеля" можуть бути різними залежно від етапу навчання, рівня володіння предметом, термінів його створення, віку учнів тощо.

     Учні вчаться об'єктивно оцінювати свої можливості, знаходити способи подолання труднощів, визначати шляхи досягнення вищих результатів; їхня навчальна діяльність і відповідальність за свою працю стають все більш усвідомленими.

      Робота з портфоліо розвиває у дітей такі навички як 
· вміння аналізувати виконану роботу,
· можливістьбачити власні успіхи й розуміти причини невдач,
· можливість  свідомо ставитись до вивчення мови,
· вміння чітко визначати цілі і шукати способи їх вирішення.
       Дуже важливим чинником є те, що батьки й незалежні експерти беруть активну участь у цьому процесі: це дає можливість створити цілісну картину об'єктивного просування учня в тій чи іншій галузі знань.
       Портфоліо ведеться весь час, поки учні вивчають предмет. Так, вони самі можуть порівняти свій рівень знань у різних класах, згадати вивчене, порівняти свої інтереси в різному віці, простежити зростання рівня знань. Цей метод розкриває можливість диференційованого підходу до навчання, бо кожен, хто веде портфоліо, сам обирає рівень складності матеріалу. Пріоритетом цього методу є надання учневі можливості проявляти творчість, розвивати свої інтереси, вивчаючи іноземну мову.
       В умовах уведення профільного навчання ідея мовного портфеля є особливо актуальною, оскільки цей документ стає незамінним помічником для тих, хто вирішив пов'язати свою професійну діяльність із вивченням іноземних мов. Його перспективність абсолютно очевидна. Упровадження мовного портфеля в практику викладання іноземних мов у нашій країні істотно вплине на підвищення якості їхвивчення. 
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 Висновки
Таким чином, основна мета Європейського мовного портфоліо полягає в тому, щоб на основі зібраної учнем  інформації про власну успішність і зразків учнівських робіт продемонструвати  ступінь сформованості  мовних та мовленнєвих умінь і навичок на даний момент та якісне зростання в навчанні предмета.

Оскільки використання мовного портфеля у вивченні іноземної мови підсилює ситуацію успіху в навчальній діяльності, а систематичне поетапне заповнення мовного портфеля реалізує ідею безперервності освіти, мовний портфель створює передумови для вдосконалення знань дітей і самостійного вивчення ними англійської мови.

Cranes

Cranes are large birds with long legs and necks. In Japan and other East Asian cultures, they represent luck and long life. Japanese tradition says a person who folds one thousand paper cranes gets the right to make a wish. Some schoolchildren in the United States have been folding cranes. They want to show they care about the victims of the March eleventh earthquake and tsunami in Japan. Almost forty Japanese-American students attend Somerville Elementary School in Ridgewood, New Jersey. But all five hundred twenty-five students at the school have heard about the disasters. So they have decorated their school with paper origami cranes. Their wish is for a speedy recovery for the Japanese people.Art teacher Samantha Stankiewicz says the activity gave students a way to express empathy for victims.She says, "For children, the folding of the cranes has been a really positive way for them to feel like they're actively engaged."One boy said, "The crane is a symbol of hope, so we try to have a lot of hope for those people in Japan." And a girl at the school said, "It makes me feel really happy that everyone's caring for another country." And that care was not just in the form of paper cranes. The school principal, Lorna Oates-Santos, says children at Somerville Elementary raised about two thousand dollars for disaster relief agencies. 
   The two agencies they chose were the American Red Cross and Save the Children.The school also has a television club that produces weekly programs on different subjects. Fourth-grade teacher Gabrielle King is the director of the club, and says the students were involved in the school's efforts. "When the earthquake happened," she says, "the children wanted to know what they could do to inform other students and raise awareness for the people in Japan." So they decided to do a show on the earthquake and to also make the origami cranes.Some American children have shown their feelings for the victims in Japan in other ways. Yasuhisa Kawamura is Japan's deputy consul general in New York. He says one young girl brought a painting she had made to the consulate. The painting showed the two countries, Japan and the United States, shaking hands over the ocean, and saying "We are with you." FOOD PRICES IN THE WORLD

Food prices continue to rise, threatening to push more people into poverty and hunger. Experts have been urging increased efforts around the world to increase agricultural productivity. A new report by the United Nations Food and Agriculture Organization says one of the best ways would be to remove the barriers women farmers face that male farmers do not. Women farmers are often less productive than men, but there are good reasons for that, says Agnes Quisumbing. She is an economist with the International Food Policy Research Institute. She says women farmers have fewer resources than male farmers. The new FAO report says women make up forty-three percent of the world's farmers. But only about ten to twenty percent of them own the land they farm. Without owning land, it is harder for them to get credit to buy inputs such as better seeds and fertilizers. In many countries, women are half as likely as men to use fertilizers to increase the amount of crops. In addition, Ms. Quisumbing says many of the world's women are raising their children at the same time they are farming. 
The FAO report says helping women farmers could increase agricultural output in the developing world by as much as four percent. This in turn could reduce the number of undernourished people by as much as seventeen percent. Ms. Quisumbing says just helping women farmers have the same resources that male farmers have would do a lot to improve agricultural productivity and reduce hunger and malnutrition.Ms. Quisumbing helped write the FAO report. She says the report does not try to gain sympathy. It makes the case for women farmers based on business reasons.She says governments should support programs that help women farmers. These include financial support to help them buy better seeds and fertilizers. But she says policies in many countries also need to change. She says many laws discriminate against women in the areas of property, labor force and marriage. Ms. Quisumbing says studies show that women are more likely than men to spend money on food, health and educating their children. And that means a better future for the next generation. In late August, 1987, three unsuspecting fishermen made an astounding discovery. The men were fishing near Houma, Louisi​ana, off land owned by the Louisiana Land and Exploration Company when they uncov​ered a nest that held 18 white alligators and numerous normal-colored brothers. Even more remarkable was the fact that these white alligators had blue eyes.

Audubon Zoo authorities determined that the white alligators were a never before seer genetic mutation of the American alligator. This extremely rare mutation, called leucism is similar to albinism, but even more rare-While albinos have white skin and pinkish-yellow eyes, white leucistic animals have pigmented eyes. And although the nest area has been closely watched since these were found, no additional whites have been seen.

 Why have leucistic alligators never been seen before? First of all, this mutation is very rare, so there are few born. Second, mother gators guard babies for awhile, but babies are on their own at a very young age. The 8  to 10-inch white baby alligator is easily spot​ted by enemies in the dark-colored swamp. Its normal-colored siblings, with their yellow and black stripes blend with their surround​ings and gain safety. More whites may have been born, but they probably fell victim to their enemies.

The captive alligators became easier to distinguish from one another over time since as they grew they varied in size and colora​tion. At six years of age, the smallest of the white alligators measured five feet in length and weighed about 50-60 pounds. The larg​est was as long as eight feet with a weight of 250 pounds. Each alligator is also distin​guished by dark spots and black areas around its head and neck. Everyone who has worked with these unusual creatures agrees that their temperament is very different from that of normal, slow-moving and easy-going alligators. The whites are more feisty and volatile, much like crocodiles.

The general public has become more aware of the existence of these unusual specimens through television appearances and zoo displays. The Louisiana Land and Exploration Company cares for fourteen of the gators at their alligator farm. They do​nated the other four to the Audubon Institute. Of those four, two are on display at the Audubon Zoo and two can be seen at the Audubon's Aquarium of the Americas. The alligators are also on loan to other zoos and aquariums in the United States and even Japan.  People all over the world are able to observe and learn about these remarkable, white mysteries of the swamp.

About 43 million Americans have physical or mental disabilities, and millions more suffer from diseases such as diabetes or asthma. But that doesn't seem to prevent some from doing what they want to do, such as playing sports! Many disabled individuals excel in the sports of their choice.
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Jim Abbott was born without a right hand. Jim's dream as a child was to play baseball in the major leagues. As a boy, he developed his own system for catching the bell and throwing it back. After catching with his left hand, he would cradle  the ball and glove in me crook of his right arm , slip his left hand out of the glove, and immediately grab the ball and throw it. Then Jim would quickly slide his left hand back in the glove so he would be ready to field the ball again. His hours of practice and positive attitude have paid off. He played baseball for the Univer​sity of Michigan, for the U. S. in the 1987 Pan Am Games, and in the 1988 Summer Olym​pics. His dream of playing major league baseball was fulfilled in 1989, when ha joined the California Angels. Then, as a Yankee pitcher in 1993, he threw a no-hitter against the Cleveland Indians!
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Curtis Pride, in his first season as a left fielder for the Montreal Expos, hit a two-run double that helped the Expos beat the Phila​delphia Phillies. When given a five-minute ovation by the fans, Curtis could not hear the crowd because he was born 95 percent deaf. His statistics prove that his hearing is not a handicap on the playing field. In 119 minor league games, he stole 50 bases, hit .329 ,with 21 home runs and 61 RBIs. He believes that anyone can be successful if they pat their mind to it-Tracy MacLeod played basketball with an artificial leg for the women's team at Bran​don University, in Manitoba, Canada. Tracybroke her leg during a basketball game in 1993. After developing circulation problems, doctors operated nine times, but were even​tually forced to amputate below the knee. Shocked, angry, but determined, she not only learned to walk on her prosthesis, but to play basketball. Just 8 ½  weeks after the amputa​tion, she showed up for practice and made her college team. Her motto was, "Just as long as I try," Her superior attitude enabled her to average 4.9 points, 1.9 rebounds, and 12 minutes playing time per  game.[image: image68.jpg]



Disabled athletes have affected the world of sports for over a hundred years. William Hoy. a deaf baseball player who played in the mid-1980s, asked his third-base coach to use arm signals to tell him what the umpire had called whenever he was at bat Just ten years later, most umpires were using arm signals for all of their calls. Paul Hubbard, a quarter​back in the 1890s for Gallaudet, a college for the deaf is credited with using the huddle for the first time. He used it to prevent deaf opponents from stealing the hand signals he used to call plays. The huddle was quickly adopted by every team, whether deaf or not.

Famous athletes with disabilities have become heroes and positive role models for many, disabled or not. Some do not consider themselves handicapped because they still accomplish the goals that they set for them​selves. Undoubtedly, people who are physi​cally or mentally challenged must work harder than most everyone else. But that doesn't stop them from chasing their dreams and becoming the best that they can be  !

Cast in Concrete

My family was returning from a vacation in northern Wisconsin when we passed through the small town of Phillips. The town was barely a speck on the highway map. We had already passed through the town when Dad suddenly pulled the car over to the side of the road. We all knew what that meant; he had seen some roadside attraction and we all were going to be subjected to yet another "slice of American pie." Sure enough, he turned the car around.

The sign announced the "eleventh marvel of the world." "Great! Come on kids, let's see what this is all about," encouraged Dad. My two brother and I, escorted by Dad, stepped out into the 16-acre county park to view three and a half acres of whimsical sculpture. Wisconsin Concrete Park is home to over 200 hand-crafted, concrete statues and creations, all bigger than life . The statues were cre​atively decorated with old beer bottles and shards of colorful glass. This was truly a marvel.

The welcome sign to the park informed us that this was the creation and the original homestead of Fred Smith, a creative, ener​getic man who during his life worked as a farmer, lumberjack, musician, tavern owner, and finally sculptor.

We learned that Smith's creations are called "grassroots art." Grassroots artists seldom have any formal art training, but rather, search for their own personal expres​sion of an art form. Much of grassroots art is created by older retired people and is done for their own satisfaction, Fred Smith sought to create a world of his own, apart from the cultural norms.

He succeeded in creating something new and awe-inspiring. The glass glittered brightly on an eight-horse Budweiser team and wagon .  Whole, but empty bottles pro​truded from the necks of the horses to sug​gest braided manes. We saw other elegant animals as well: a moose, an elk   and his first piece, a large antlered deer jumping over a log.
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A statue of lumberjack legend Paul Bunyan stood over twenty feet tall. Hundreds of red, shiny reflectors adorned Bunyan's hunting jacket. Farther into the perk, Fred Smith's patriotism was evident in his cre​ations of the Statue of Liberty, an American bald eagle, Abe and Wary Lincoln, and the raising of the flag at Iwo Jima. The afternoon sun played spectacularly over the statuary made with the colored glass.

At the exit gate of the park, there was a sign asking for donations to preserve Fred Smith's surprisingly fragile art I threw in my loose change. Smith never charged admis​sion and never sold any of his works of art. He established his stone park to meet his need to express himself, and for the enjoy​ment of others. We did enjoy our impulsive stop at this little "slice of American pie."

Task 9
Life on a Sub
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Life on a nuclear submarine can be chal​lenging and exciting. Sailors are trained to handle enemy attacks or spy on installations, but their biggest concern is space! Every inch of space in a submarine is used, twice if possible.

The U.S.S. Memphis, a last attack sub, is 33 feet wide and slightly longer than a foot​ball field. Besides the crew of 133, the sub must carry a variety of weapons, computers,  navigation and communications gear, and a nuclear reactor. Because it still has to be speedy enough to be called "fast-attack/ all the excess weight is "designed out”. Some areas of the sub serve "double-duty." The dining room, or crew's mess, also serves as the movie theater. The chairs have oxygen masks stored between their legs. On long voyages, the head, or restroom, also doubles as a storage area for food.

Bedrooms might better be called sleeping capsules. An officer's bedroom, about the size of a walk-in closet, is shared by three people who consider  themselves lucky to have so much room. The enlisted men's sleeping quarters are shared by nine sailors-Each curtained bunk is only inches from the sailor in the bunk above; not enough room to roll over! The sailors keep their personal gear in small lockers called  puka  holes, and their clothes in bunk pans stowed beneath their narrow mattresses. With such close quarters, it is extremely important to be polite.

Being a sub sailor is a unique challenge. In contrast, 3,000 sailors are aboard an aircraft carrier, and each crewman is a specialist. But because there is such a small crew on a submarine, each person is highly trained in a variety of jobs. Many young sailors enjoy submarining because there's always the possibility that even they may be entrusted with steering the S750-million sub.

The purpose of a submarine is two-fold. During a war, a fast-attack sub, using torpe​does, missiles, and mines, is used to attack enemy ships or other subs, in times of peace, submerged subs spy on other ships by listening to ship traffic and monitoring radio transmissions, They also sneak up close to shorelines to spy on military installa​tions.

Because of the stealth required, everyone on board must be quiet- Even the slamming of a door could give away a sub's location in a battle. For that reason, most of the gear is mounted on rubber, and "Think Quiet" signs are found everywhere,Bubbleheads, as submariners are some​times called, find that they don't mind a month at a time of cramped living. Potential sub crewmen are tested by psychologists to ensure that they do not have claustrophobia, the fear of enclosed places. Giving up space is a small price to pay for the intrigue and chance to run a nuclear submarine.

On the Edge
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Biking, hiking, skiing, boating, and surfing are just a few of the sports that are being taken to their limits and beyond. Daredevils, often athletes who have outgrown typical sports challenges, are taking part in danger​ous competitions just for the fun and thrill of it. These wild, crazy exploits are known as extreme sports.

Extreme sport com petitions include a wide variety of events. Mountain biking is the most popular. Bikers may navigate down steep, winding mountain trails at speeds faster than many people would be able to drive a car down those same trails. A street luger will ride a wheeled sled down a steep hill feet first, Some extreme athletes choose sky surfing, a combination of parachuting and surfing, In addition, extreme skiing, snowboarding , and back-country endurance racing are gaining in popularity.

The extreme athlete may seem crazy when you consider how life-threatening these events are. Big-wave surfers are towed by Jet Skis several miles from the coast. There they catch waves on their surfboards often as high as 25 feet. 

Mark Foo lost his life during a big-wave surfing competition in California. An extreme skier was killed while conducting a pre-competition route-scouting session. In an extreme race called the Eco-Challenge, several competitors were sent to the hospital. Although no one died, at least six people had life-threatening problems such as dehydration and extensional rhab , a condition in which the body begins to digest its own muscle tissue.

Because of the danger, the World Extreme Skiing championships now screen contes​tants carefully. Not just anyone car enter; entrants must complete an application form that questions experience and training.                                                                                                                                       
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For  instance, extreme skiers must have moun​taineering experience and avalanche train​ing.

Why would athletes choose to compete in such obviously dangerous sports? They are driven by the thrill. They love the speed and challenge. Some like the power of doing something few others have done before them. Also, as extreme sporting events become more organized, they are becoming more lucrative. Equipment makers want the public 10 see their products being put to the test by these incredible athletes. When ESPN broadcast the Extreme Games, they easily acquired major sponsorships. The athletes take the money because it's there, but most have other, more personal reasons for get​ting into these sports-According to many athletes, participating in a sport may be addictive. But in no other sport does the addiction and love for the competition lead so directly to possible serious injury or death. In order to compete, extreme athletes must practice diligently and develop a healthy respect for their sport.

Remarkable Rooms
You may find more comfortable surround​ings, but it would be hard to find more unique overnight stays than in these four loony lodgings.
The firs! hotel is the Jules' Undersea Lodge, named after Jules Verne who authored Twenty Thousand Leagues Under the Sea. This two-room lodge is anchored to the floor of a lagoon in Key Largo, Florida, Once an underwater mobile research lab, it was converted to a hotel in 1986, Because its entrance can only be reached by diving 30 feet under the water, guests may pack only the necessities that fit in one small, water​proof suitcase. Guests enjoy watching fish swim by the hotel windows. The television plays only videos with a water theme, such as The Little Mermaid and Splash. The hotel has room service and its own chef. If you choose to order out for pizza, it is delivered in water-tight containers by hotel employees.
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If an underwater adventure is not appeal​ing, perhaps staying at the Ariau Jungle Tower Hotel in Brazil would be more entic​ing. AH of the 138 rooms in this spacious hotel are built on stilts and brush the tree-tops of the Amazon rainforest. One room tops a 15O-foot tree that sits on the banks of the Rio Negro and can be reached only by boat. For fun, guests have the option of swimming in the pool, playing in the game room, or for the brave at heart, searching for alligators or fishing for piranhas. When in your room, you will be entertained by mon​keys swinging past your windows. Guests enjoy food of all kinds at this tropical retreat.

.
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For the budget-minded traveler who only wants a place to sleep, a capsule hotel in Tokyo is the place to go. These rooms re​semble microwave ovens from the outside.Just large enough for one person, the inside  in three feet wide, three feet high and six and a half feet long. These rooms provide an inexpensive night of sleep for Japanese commuters who miss their train home to the suburbs. Each capsule has a small television set and radio. Although room service is not provided, vending machines in the lobby sell snacks.

The Ice Hotel in Jukkasjarvi (you-kas-YER-vee), Sweden, is made entirely from 3,000 tons of ice and snow. None of the rooms is heated. Even the beds in each of the hotel's ten rooms are frozen solid. Task 14

Underwater sleuth
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Robed Ballard encounters much danger in his job as detective.  He is not the usual kind of detective you are familiar with. He looks for clues in the oceans and seeks scientific adventure with other oceanographers.
Exciting scientific discovery is waiting for the curious on the ocean floor. Ballard was the first to dive to the Mid-Ocean Ridge, the world's longest mountain range which runs 36,000 miles across the floors of the Atlantic, Pacific, and Indian Oceans. In 1977r he made his greatest discovery near the Galapagos Islands. Diving 8,000 feet below the sea, Ballard discovered cracks  or hydrothermal vents, which spewed hot mineral water. In complete darkness, giant worms and clams fed on the minerals. His discovery repre​sented the deepest eco-system ever found.
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Ballard specializes in finding and exploring shipwrecks- In 1985, he spent months bounc​ing sound waves off the Atlantic Ocean floor until he found the famous Titanic. A remote-control camera spotted the 46,000-ton wreck that had been buried under water for 73 years, His published photographs of the broken ship made him famous. Also in the Atlantic, he found the Bismarck, a German battleship sunk in World War II. He also explored the British luxury liner, the Lusitania ,sunk by the Germans during World War I, In the Mediterranean, he located the remains of several ancient Roman boats.

But danger lurks beneath these deep bod​ies of water.  On one dive, 9.000 feet down in the Atlantic Ocean. Ballard nearly lost his life when his oxygen mask failed to operate. His crew was probing an underwater mountain when fire spontaneously broke out, filling the craft with smoke. A frantic Ballard cried for help; luckily another scientist was able to turn on Ballard's mask for him. Another time, Ballard crashed his submersible craft into an underwater volcano. He skillfully piloted the damaged craft to the surface, quite shaken by the experience. Because of the dangers, he prefers to send down remote-control robots to explore the deepest waters.
Ballard likes to share his knowledge with others. He began the Jason Project which connects students with live broadcasts of scientific explorations. Students are able to ask questions and operate an underwater probe by remote control. In addition, Ballard acts as a consultant for a weekly television series about a submarine crew in the 21st century Ballard is pleased that through his accomplishments and programs, he is helping to debunk the notion that scientists and engineers are nerds
The earth's surface is nearly 75 percent water, yet less than one percent of that area has been explored. Ballard feels that the oceans are the "true frontier" and has proven himself to be a master explorer.

The Rio Grande

         Although not the longest river in America, the Rio Grande is one of the most important. But, unlike other significant rivers, it is not used for shipping. In fact, oceangoing ships cannot navigate the waters. No, what makes the Rio Grande so important is its location. Since 1846, it has been the official border of Texas and Mexico.
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               The Rio Grande is either the fourth or fifth longest river system in North America. It all depends on how it is measured. Because the  river twists so much, it occasionally changes course. And these course shifts can cause it to be longer or 

shorter. At its last official measure, the Rio Grande clocked in at 1,896 miles. The river starts in Colorado  and extends downward to the Gulf of Mexico.

       Downward is the best way of describing it too. Not only does the river extend south, but it also starts in the mountains and gets lower and lower in elevation as it extends to the Gulf. 

        Its name is Spanish for the “Big River,” but the Rio Grande is actually known as Rio Bravo in Mexico. “Bravo” translates as “furious,” so the name makes sense. Because of its twists and turns, it certainly does seem to be angrier than most rivers!

              The Rio Grande today is mostly used as a source of drinking water. Sadly, much of the water has been drained from the river. Parts of the river are almost dry! This is because people use more water from the river than the river can get back from rain and other sources. Experts are working to correct this, though, with hopes of restoring the river to its past strength. Today, the river is important as a source of water for Texans and Mexicans. More important, it is a symbol of cooperation between two nations. Though borders like the Rio Grande separate nations, they are also shared spaces. The Rio Grande is therefore a symbol of friendship and peace between two peoples.

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GOLD FEVER
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Something gold was sparkling at the bot​tom of the miner's pan. After searching all over the world, Robert Henderson finally found gold in northwest Canada, in 1896. One of the first to find gold, he staked his claim at the site, naming it Gold Bottom. Days later when another prospector, George Washington Carmack, struck it rich at nearby Rabbit Creek, history had indeed been made—the gold rush had begun!

News of gold traveled across the United States and Canada, and people from all over caught "gold fever." Leaving their families, thousands of gold-seekers joined what became known as the "great stampede/' Visions of quick riches lured the stampeders to the goldfields in the Klondike region of Canada's Yukon Territory.

Freezing temperatures, starvation, and the rugged Chilkoot Pass were enemies of the optimistic prospectors. Because starvation was a major hazard, the Canadian North West Mounted Police ordered that each person should bring along a year's supply of provisions. Some carried as much as 2,500 pounds of food, equipment, and clothing. Without a horse, a prospector would haul about 65 pounds at a time, set it down and go back for the next snow-covered load. He or she would walk thousands of miles back and forth over the Pass. Many discarded items littering the trail were testament to the exhaustion of the men and women.

The prospectors struggled through snow and ice. In 1898, an avalanche buried 70 miners. Ten survived the cascading ice and snow. Other gold-seekers lost noses, fingers, hands or feet to frostbite. Just a brief stop in the freezing wind could be fatal. According to historians, of the 100,000 men and some women who set out seeking gold in the Klondike, only 30,000 to 40,000 actually reached their destination.

Skagway, Alaska was a critical stopping place for gold seekers. Within days of the first gold discovery the town was in chaos. So many thieves, pickpockets, gamblers and swindlers invaded Skagway that it was known as "the roughest place in the world." Other mining towns quickly cropped up in the area. In Dawson, the Klondike's capital, 500 houses were built in six months. When food and supplies became scarce, prices soared sky high. Sled dogs, selling at $350 a piece, soon became unavailable, and miners had to settle for tired old horses.

Reaching the Yukon Territory became easier when the railroad was completed in 1899, but by then the stampede was over. In three short years all the streams had been claimed. For the miner who had struck it rich all the hassles were worthwhile. About $5 million in gold was mined in just two months after the first claims were made, and by 1904, $100 million in gold had been mined from the region. Controversial pesticides killing wild birds as well as bees

Declining numbers of starlings and tree sparrows in the Netherlands linked to chemical used to protect crops from insects 
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  Controversial pesticides blamed for the loss of bee colonies may also be having much wider environmental effects and damaging wild bird populations, research has shown. Scientists in the Netherlands linked declines in farmland bird species, such as starlings and tree sparrows, with a neonicotinoid chemical used to protect crops from insect pests. Nine of the bird species studied fed exclusively on insects, and all relied on insects to feed their young. The findings, published in the journal Nature, suggest that the harmful environmental effects of neonicotinoids go far beyond their alleged impact on bees. They echo the claims made in Rachel Carson's influential book Silent Spring, published in 1962, which led to a nationwide ban on the pesticide DDT in the US. Silent Spring, which brought fears about the environmental hazards of indiscriminate pesticide use to the attention of the American public, focused mainly on the fate of birds. The Dutch scientists showed that local bird populations were significantly lower in areas where there was more water contamination by the pesticide imidacloprid. All but one of the species studied, which also included the mistle thrush, yellow wagtail and Eurasian skylark, were affected between 2003 and 2010. Six populations saw significant declines of 3.5% a year in areas where surface water concentrations of imidacloprid were higher than around 20 nanograms per litre. The evidence points to a depletion of the birds' primary food source – insects – rather than any direct effect due to ingestion of the chemical. Imidacloprid is one of three neonicotinoids affected by a two year Europe-wide ban that came into force last December amid controversy about their impact on bee populations. But the ban, imposed to protect bees, only applies to flowering crops and those sown in the spring and summer. The chemicals continue to be used on other major crops such as winter wheat and barley, and sugar beet, and neonicotinoids can still legally be sprayed on garden and park plants. The authors of the new study, led by Dr Caspar Hallmann from Radboud University in Nijmegen, concluded in their paper: ''Our results on the decline of bird populations suggest that neonicotinoids pose an even greater risk than has been anticipated. ''Cascading trophic (food web) effects deserve more attention in research on the ecosystem effects of this class of insecticides and must be taken into account in future legislation.'' Neonicotinoids are usually applied as ''seed dressings'' to arable crops. Seeds are coated with the chemical so that it is absorbed and spread through the tissues of the growing plant. All parts of the plant then become toxic to insect pests feeding on it. But during sowing, a little of the chemical is lost as dust that blows away to be deposited on other vegetation. Some also leaches into the soil and is washed into waterways. The fear is that by these indirect routes the pesticides can affect aquatic insects and non-targeted plants eaten by beetles, grasshoppers and caterpillars. These invertebrates provide food not only for birds but also some mammals such as shrews and bats. While accepting the EU ban, the UK government's position – supported by the National Farmers Union – is that it does not accept its scientific foundation. Conservationists have been alarmed by a fall in wild bird populations in the UK. Since 2003, there has been a 13% decline in numbers of British farmland birds, according to Government figures released in October last year. Although the rate of decline has slowed in recent years, there are half as many farmland birds today as there were 40 years ago. Farmland birds are said to be suffering from the removal of hedges and trees that provide them with habitats as well as the loss of prey. Dr David Gibbons, head of the Centre for Conservation Science at the Royal Society for the Protection of Birds (RSPB), said: "This elegant and important study provides worrying evidence of negative impacts of neonicotinoid insecticides on birds. "Usage of these pesticides has been particularly high in some parts of the Netherlands and it is unclear whether impacts on birds are likely elsewhere, including in Britain, but it remains a real possibility. "Monitoring of neonicotinoid pollution in UK soils and waterways is urgently required, as is research into the effects of these insecticides on wildlife. In the meantime, the ban on neonicotinoid use on flowering crops should remain until these chemicals are proven safe for pollinating insects." A Defra spokesperson said: "Pesticide use across Europe is tightly regulated to protect the environment and public health – they are a safe, effective and economical means of managing crops. "We continue to review evidence on neonicotinoids."

Britain still hasn't learned the lessons of the Somerset floods

Climate change makes more extreme weather events inevitable - and we are not yet adequately prepared, says the author of a new Government report 
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No one can say with confidence whether or not the coming winter will bring floods on the same scale as the last. The weather does not allow us the luxury of such predictability this far in advance. What we can say is that the risks of severe flooding and other extreme weather events are likely to rise in the coming years. The climate is changing because of the carbon dioxide that we have pumped into the air over the last 250 years, and that does not come without consequences. More extreme events, more often: this is what the climate models indicate. The issue is what we are going to do about it. The destruction wrought last winter should focus our minds on reducing the risks that climate change poses to our citizens, communities and businesses. It should also provide a wake-up call over the benefits of acting. If it hadn’t been for past investment in flood defences, and improved flood forecasting and emergency planning, the impacts of the severe weather would have been much worse. 

Despite the pain of the winter, and the injection of £270 million to put right the damage done to flood defences, three-quarters of our flood defence structures are not being maintained at an ideal level. Hundreds of new flood protection projects won’t be delivered until 2019 at the earliest.  This winter’s floods made a deep impression on our psyche, but has this translated into action to better protect people in the future? In early December last year, we experienced the largest tidal surge in 60 years, and 18,000 people had to be evacuated from low-lying areas along the east coast. The government has not commissioned a review to learn the lessons arising from this significant event. We are putting up buildings at a faster rate in areas of high flood risk than elsewhere: in Sedgemoor District Council in the Somerset Levels, for instance, 900 new homes in areas at a significant risk of flooding have been built this century. While intensive farming is making the land less able to absorb water and more likely to erode silt into rivers. This will increase the need for dredging. We are paving over permeable surfaces in towns and cities – the proportion of paved area in gardens leaped from 28 per cent to 48 per cent in 10 years – creating run-off problems and overwhelming drains in heavy rainstorms.

 Flooding is not the only risk increased by climate change. Paradoxically, many parts of England, especially in the south and east, may not have enough water to meet future demand in the coming decades. Heatwaves are likely to become more common, so we ought to begin to adapt buildings in preparation. Instead, we find that many buildings where vulnerable people live, including hospitals and care homes as well as typical modern homes, were built for yesterday’s climate and are already difficult to keep cool.

 Climate change impacts, including an increased risk of flooding, and sea level rise, are inevitable as a result of greenhouse gases that we have already put into the atmosphere. The first choice we face is whether we do more to protect ourselves against them, or suffer the consequences – which will almost certainly be more expensive as well as more disruptive. As a statutory adviser, our committee is making a number of recommendations that can reduce the risks that lie ahead. Regulations to avoid new development causing surface water flooding, as recommended in the Pitt Review, should be introduced without delay. Councils should publish statutory flood risk management plans and strategies, and enforce regulations to prevent more gardens being lost to hard surfacing. New policies to begin to address the risks from overheating buildings should be introduced, to promote cost-effective measures such as better ventilation, shading and insulation. A new standard should be introduced to ensure that new buildings are designed with the higher temperatures of the future in mind. All of these measures are simple and could in principle be pursued straight away. But we cannot counter climate impacts just by adapting. The second choice before us is whether we allow climate risks to escalate by continuing to emit greenhouse gases, or whether we follow the path of reducing our emissions and encouraging other countries towards the same goal. 

The 2008 Climate Change Act, with its legally binding targets on emissions, was a powerful statement of UK leadership, but we are far from alone. More than 500 pieces of legislation related to climate change have been introduced in 66 countries, which between them account for 88 per cent of the world’s greenhouse gas emissions. The actions of other countries reduce our future risk, just as our actions reduce theirs. The precise impacts of climate change on the UK are impossible to predict with certainty, but this is not an excuse for inaction. Preparing for impacts while continuing to reduce emissions is the sensible, pragmatic choice: adaptation and mitigation going hand in hand to safeguard public health and protect the economy, as the United Nations' Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change recommended earlier this year.   

In the summer next year, the ASC will be reporting to Parliament on whether progress is being made, and crucially, whether the action being taken is making a difference. We will not be able to prevent altogether the climate changing and the resulting impacts. But we can become more resilient and reduce the costs and consequences.

Pupils 'should get lessons in manners and punctuality'

All schools should stage compulsory lessons in good manners, punctuality and tidiness amid fears pupils are failing to develop “character”, according to a leading headmaster. 
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 Classes in personal development should be given as much prominence as qualifications in traditional academic subjects as part of the school timetable, it is claimed. Anthony Seldon, the Master of Wellington College, Berkshire, says that tuition in “character education” is needed to prepare young people for the workplace and university. The best state and independent schools place a strong emphasis on the development of old fashioned values, he says. But DrSeldon warns that the “development of the child” has been sidelined in too many schools because of the need to hit exam targets and climb official league tables. In a speech next week, he will call for a General Certificate of Character Education (GCCE) to be introduced in all British secondary schools to give students a grounding in good manners, self-control, responsibility, punctuality, kindness and tidiness. The comments come amid continuing concerns over the number of children leaving school lacking the basic skills needed for their future life. According to figures, around a million 16- to-24-year-olds – almost one-in-five – are currently without a job or college course. Many companies claim they are being forced to give school-leavers crash courses in employment skills to bring them up to scratch. Delivering Birmingham University’s annual Priestley Lecture, Dr. Seldon will say that character development is the vital missing link in the Government’s education policy. “Schools are rightly emphasizing exam results and academic attainment,” he will say. “They need also to emphasize the development of good character, which is essential for the smooth running of schools, for future employability, for higher education and for good citizenship.” Dr. Seldon, who pioneered the development of “happiness lessons” at Wellington and has been a strong critic of exam-driven schooling, says a number of top state schools in Britain and the US are now focusing on personal development as much as exam preparation. But he will warn that it is still a minority pursuit, insisting that too many schools are obsessed with “teaching to the test”. “It used to be the case that the public schools emphasised the development of character,” he says. “Now the best state schools are leading the way. “They are teaching their students character – good manners, self-control, self-reliance, responsibility, punctuality, determination, resilience, appreciation, kindness and tidiness. The impact is dramatic. “The Government wants to build on a big society. But they are not doing enough to build capacity amongst young people when they are at school. "The emphasis has tilted too far to exam preparation and too far away from developing the child.” The comments will be made in a speech at the university’s School of Education on Wednesday, January 23. It follows a speech by the Prince of Wales last year, when he said that schools should provide more team games, outdoor activities and practical workshops to help pupils develop a strong character. He said teachers should educate the "whole person" instead of just focusing on narrow academic disciplines.

Career Planning: Finding Your Calling and Living it Out

When I first met Marisa, she had a highly successful career by any objective measure.  She worked as a product manager at a Fortune 500 company, was pulling down a six-figure salary, and was next in line for a promotion.  She had a very nice house in a very nice neighborhood, and already was sitting on a substantial nest egg, despite being only in her late 30s. (1)________. It sounded like the outcome of an ideal career plan. There was just one problem:  Marisa was miserable.  She could hardly get out of bed and go into work anymore.  She hated her job. She loved the trappings of the job, sure—the prestige, the pay, the benefits package.  (2)_____________. Marisa felt trapped. I asked her: “If money was no object and you could do whatever you want, what would that be?” She paused, and silently reflected, before almost longingly replying: “I want to find my calling.”What is a calling?
Some people think about their work as “just a job,” little more than a means to a paycheck, or a way to pass the time.  Others view their work as pathway to power, prestige, and wealth—a way to satisfy strong needs for achievement.  People who view their work as a calling are different.  They appreciate being able to earn a living, and they want to be successful, sure. (3)_________. People with a calling feel a kind of transcendent summons, a sense of being compelled or drawn not just to a certain type of work, but to approach their work in a purpose-driven way. Researchers in psychology and other social sciences have begun to seriously study what it means to have a calling, and what difference it makes. (4)____________. What have we learned?  First of all, we’ve learned that a sense of calling is surprisingly prevalent—in most samples, anywhere from one-third to two-thirds of participants across a wide range of occupations indicate that they think of their work as a calling.  Second, we’ve learned that people with a calling tend to be better off than those who think of their work in other ways.  For example, people with callings are more confident in making career decisions, more committed to their jobs and organizations, more intrinsically motivated and engaged, and more satisfied with their jobs. (5)____________. The news is not all good; some people with callings are vulnerable to workaholism, or exploitation by unscrupulous employers.  Still, the weight of the evidence suggests that on balance, viewing work as a calling is usually associated with nontrivial benefits, both in terms of career development progress but also general well-being.

How can you discern your calling?For many people (like Marisa) who are unhappy with their work, or who lack a clear sense of direction, the question “How do I discern my calling?” is front-and-center.  What steps can you take to figure out what your calling is?  The approach that some people take is to wish for a sign, something that reveals the path forward unmistakably.  The “hope and wait approach” is rarely successful, though, if the waiting is a passive type of waiting. (6)_____________. This process is best summarized in four steps:

1. Understand how you’re unique. What are your “gifts,” broadly defined?  Your particular set of gifts make you different from other people—well-suited for some types of work, and not as well-suited for others.  By gifts, I mean interests, values, personality traits, abilities.  You can identify your gifts through introspection, by paying attention to your past experiences, or seeking feedback from people who know you well. (7) _______________.  The job Zoology VIP (values, interests, and personality) assessments are just one example of reliable and valid measurement tools that can help you understand what you enjoy, what is most important to you in work environment, and how you tend to behave in ways that make you different from other people.

2. Understand opportunities in the world of work. Given how you are unique, gifted differently than other people, which career paths are most likely to provide you with satisfaction and meaning?  When embarking on a career that fits you well, you will feel like a fish swimming with the current instead of against it.  The job will seem natural, invigorating, exciting, meaningful. What opportunities will allow you to use your gifts to make a meaningful difference?  One place to explore different career paths is the U.S. Department of Labor’s Occupational Information Network, or O*NET.  This site provides detailed information for more than 1000 job titles, including the interests and values that characterize people who are happily employed within each job. (8)_________________. The job Zoology VIP assessment portal uses an algorithm to match you to possible good-fitting jobs based on your scores, but anyone can search occupations in the O*NET on their own at no charge.  Once you find a career path that looks promising, conducting an informational interview with someone in that line of work is an excellent way to get more detailed information about what life is like in that job.

3. Identify an optimal fit.  Once you have a clearer sense of your gifts, and have examined possible good-fitting career paths, the next step is to choose an option to pursue.  (9)___________. When that is the case, it may feel like a problem, but it’s a very good problem to have, because it means you have multiple options that could work well.  Which one is the “right” one?  Quite possibly all of them are; you have the freedom to choose with the comfort of knowing there is no obvious wrong choice.

4. Seek support. Career decisions are best made in community, not in isolation.  Research evidence supports this. Career counseling interventions that focus on enlisting encouragement and support from important others in the lives of job-seekers are substantially more effective than those that don’t do this.  One option to consider is to invite three to five people in your life—people who you trust, who have your best interests in mind, and who know you well—to serve on a “personal board of directors.” (10)______________. Keeping in close contact with them during your career decision-making process will bolster your confidence and help ensure that you are considering your options from all angles, without blinders.

Best method for brushing teeth revealed

Scrub up and down for two minutes or round in circles after every meal – different advice on how to brush your teeth is confusing adults and children alike, experts said as they outlined the best method 
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   Researchers found a myriad of different brushing techniques from dentists and toothpaste companies which has led to confusion among patients and said the simply scrub is the best method. From a young age children are taught how to remove food debris and plaque from their teeth but even dentists disagree on the best technique, it has been found. A study discovered five different methods in dental textbooks, research papers and manuals from the toothpaste industry, with equally differing advice on how often to brush teeth and for how long. Now experts have said, forget fancy little circles, jiggling the toothbrush along the gum line or elegant downward sweeping motions, the best method is simply to scrub back and forth. Aubrey Sheiham, Emeritus Professor of Dental Public Health at University College London, senior author of the study, said: “Brush gently with a simple horizontal scrubbing motion, with the brush at a forty-five degree angle to get to the dental plaque.  “To avoid brushing too hard, hold the brush with a pencil grip rather than a fist. This simple method is perfectly effective at keeping your gums healthy. The study, published in the British Dental Journal, criticised the lack of consistency in advice, particularly that children are commonly taught a different method to adults. Prof Sheiham added: “The public needs to have sound information on the best method to brush their teeth. “If people hear one thing from a dental association, another from a toothbrush company and something else from their dentist, no wonder they are confused about how to brush. In this study we found an unacceptably inconsistent array of advice from different sources. “Dental associations need to be consistent about what method to recommend, based on how effective the method is. Most worryingly, the methods recommended by dental associations are not the same as the best ones mentioned in dental textbooks. There is no evidence to suggest that complicated techniques are any better than a simple gentle scrub.” The study also found some advice to three times a day, but most recommended twice and the most commonly the advice was to brush for two minutes. Brushing for two minutes twice a day with fluoride toothpaste is best, he added, and try to brush before breakfast to avoid damaging teeth. Prof Sheiham said: “There is little point in brushing after eating sweets or sugary drinks to prevent tooth decay. It takes bacteria from food about two minutes to start producing acid, so if you brush your teeth a few minutes after eating sugary foods, the acid will have damaged the enamel.” Lead author Dr John Wainwright, who carried out the study at UCL and a practising dentist said: "The wide range of recommendations we found is likely due to the lack of strong evidence suggesting that one method is conclusively better than another. “I advise my patients to focus their brushing on areas where plaque is most likely to collect – the biting surfaces and where the teeth and gums meet – and to use a gentle scrubbing motion. All too frequently I am asked why the method I am describing differs from how previous dentists have taught them in the past. “What I feel we need is better research into what the easiest to learn, most effective and safest way to brush is. The current situation where not just individual dentists, but different dental organisations worldwide are all issuing different brushing guidelines isn't just confusing – it's undermining faith and trust in the profession as a whole. "For something most people do twice a day, you would expect dentists to send a clearer, more unified message to their patients on how to brush their teeth.” He said the purpose of the research was not to identify the best method but to highlight that there are many techniques  advocated and encourage dental experts for form a consensus.

Translated letter provides first-hand account of the "unforgettable scenes where horror mixed with sublime heroism" as the Titanic sank 
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A harrowing first-hand account of the moment theTitanicsank has been uncovered in a letter purportedly from a French maid who survived the disaster. The letter, written in French and dated 8 August 1955 – more than 43 years since the  Titanic sank in the North Atlantic Ocean on her maiden voyage – is from a French woman called Rose Amelie Icard. It describes scenes of "horror" and "sublime heroism" as passengers tried to escape the sinking vessel. Miss Icard is believed to have been a maid to a wealthy American passenger called Martha Stone, the widow of the president of Canadian telephone company Bell Cie.

 They boarded the Titanic as first class passengers in Southampton as they made their way back to the United States after a long period of travelling. The pair escaped the sinking passenger ship in a lifeboat and were rescued by the Carpathia before being taken to New York. It is thought she wrote the letter to the daughter of another woman whose mother also survived the disaster. The letter, written in blue ink, is addressed to a woman believed to be called Madame Ausein, although the name is slightly unclear and no one of that name appears in the list of survivors. The letter emerged after a user of the online community Reddit requested help in translating a set of letters written by Miss Icard that he bought at an auction around two years ago.

Although it has yet to be authenticated, if real, it provides a vivid first hand account of the night the Titanic sunk. In the letter, Miss Icard tells how even 43 years after the tragedy on 15 April 1912, she still had nightmares about that night. She wrote: "Towards eleven o'clock Mrs. Stone and I went to bed. Three quarters of an hour later, as the liner was cruising at full speed, a terrifying shock threw us out of bed. "We were intending to find out what was happening, when a passing officer told us 'It is nothing, return to your cabin.' I answered 'Listen to that loud noise, it sounds like water is flowing into the ship.' "Upon our return to the cabin I saw that our female neighbour from across the passageway had gone back to bed. "Her daughter arrived in a panic, yelling 'Mama, quick quick, get up it's very serious.' "I helped Mrs. Stone to dress, she took her lifebelt and told me 'come quickly. I was trembling, and still in my dressing gown, I took a coat, my lifebelt, and followed her on deck." Miss Icard describes how she managed to get her travel blanket and fur coat which she had left on her lounge chair earlier in the day and how they helped protect her from the bitter arctic cold. She also tells how she narrowly escaped being trapped below deck after trying to go back to her cabin to retrieve her mistress's jewellery. She added: "We felt beneath our feet the deck lean towards the depths. I went back belowdecks to retrieve the jewels of Mrs. Stone but fortunately, I choose the wrong stairwell and returned to the deck halfway there. "Fortunately for me, for I would have never come back up again. "At this moment we witnessed unforgettable scenes where horror mixed with the most sublime heroism. Women, still in evening gowns, some just out of bed, barely clothed, dishevelled, distraught, scrambled for the boats. "Commander Smith yelled, "Women and children first". Firm and calm, in the throng, officers and sailors were taking the women and children by the arm and directing them towards the lifeboats." She also details heart-rending scenes on board as wives were put aboard lifeboats, leaving their husbands on board to die with the sinking vessel. Miss Icard wrote: "Near me were two handsome elderly people, Mr. and Mrs. Straus, proprietors of the great store Macy's of New York. She refused to go into the boat after having helped in her maid. "She put her arms around the neck of her husband, telling him: 'We have been married 50 years, we have never left each other, I want to die with you.' "Semi-conscious, in a neighbouring boat was put the young wife of the millionaire J. Jacob Astor, returning from their honeymoon voyage she was 20 years old, him 50. She latches on to him, he was obliged to push her away with force." She added: "There had been sublime gestures, a stranger undid his safety belt to give it to an old woman who couldn’t find a spot in any boat, and told her 'You’ll pray for me'. "The millionaire Benjamin Guggenheim after having helped the rescue of women and children got dressed, a rose at his buttonhole, to die." At one point the crew sаng a hymn to help lift the passengers spirits before the lifeboats were lowered. Those lucky enough to be in one of the lifeboats were then asked to row quickly to get clear of the sinking Titanic. Miss Icard also describes how she discovered a young man hiding in the bottom of the lifeboat where he had stowed away and the horror as the Titanic slipped beneath waves.She said: "I took the oars and rowed with so much energy that my hands were bleeding and my wrists were paralysed, because we had to hurry to escape the huge chasm that was going to be opened when the Titanic would sink. "It was at this moment that I noticed that someone was hidden underneath me. I didn’t have the strength to reveal his presence. I’ve never known who the man who saved his own life this way was. 

"Suddenly, there was darkness, whole and inscrutable, shouts, horrible yells, rose in the middle of the creaks of the boat, then that was it. Sometimes, 43 years after the tragedy, I still dream about it." Miss Icard was one of just 745 people who survived out of 2,229 passengers and crew who were on board the Titanic. She was eventually rescued by the Carpathia the next day, but perhaps the most vivid image is the serene calm she describes during sunrise the morning after the disaster. She said: "After that night of terror, at first light, before the arrival of the Carpathia which would collect us dazed, completely exhausted, our boat and some others went back to the scene of the tragedy. "The waters were calm and bare, and nothing could suggest that the sea giant was engulfed there. Alone, in front of us, two cathedrals of ice which were pinkening under the first sunlight offered a spectacle of rare beauty." It is thought that Miss Icard wrote this letter in 1955 from her home in Grenoble after being encouraged by her family to record her memories of the tragedy. She eventually died in July 1964 and was the longest living French survivor of the disaster. 

Her letters were sold at auction around two years ago and the Reddit user claims to have bought them before seeking help to have them translated. He said: "I've had them for close to 2 years now sitting in the same spot as I've procrastinated on getting them translated then framed along with her passport. "I actually bought them at an auction and this is the first time they were ever let go by the family. "Her family begged her to write the letters before she died or forgot much, reluctantly they put them up for auction and I won the bid." By Poppy Danby
