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Introduction
Our nation faces serious questions in regards to our educational system. The purpose of these recommendations is to provide you with perspective on the key issues to consider—as a policymaker, as state leader, as a district or school administrator—to ensure that you are planning for the future and building strategies that will solidify the success of our students, not only in school and work, but in life.
The 21st century skills are a set of abilities that students need to develop in order to succeed in the information age. These skills have always been important for students, though they are particularly important in our information-based economy. To hold information-age jobs, though, students also need to think deeply about issues, solve problems creatively, work in teams, communicate clearly in many media, learn ever-changing technologies, and deal with a flood of information. The rapid changes in our world require students to be flexible, to take the initiative and lead when necessary, and to produce something new and useful. The Partnership for 21st Century Skills lists three types:
Learning and innovation skills increasingly are being recognized as the skills that separate students who are prepared for increasingly complex life and work environments in the 21st century, and those who are not. A focus on creativity, critical thinking, communication and collaboration is essential to prepare students for the future.
Information, Media and Technology Skills. Today we live in a technology and media-suffused environment with: 1) access to an abundance of information, 2) rapid changes in technology tools, and 3) the ability to collaborate and make individual contributions on an unprecedented scale. To be effective in the 21st century, citizens and workers must be able to create, evaluate, and effectively utilize information, media, and technology.
Life and Career Skills. Today's students need to develop thinking skills, content knowledge, and social and emotional competencies to navigate complex life and work environments.

Every 21st century skills implementation requires the development of key academic subject knowledge and understanding among all students. Those who can think critically and communicate effectively must build on a base of key academic subject knowledge. Within the context of key knowledge instruction, students must also learn the essential skills for success in today’s world, such as critical thinking, problem solving, communication and collaboration.
The elements described below are the critical systems necessary to ensure student mastery of 21st century skills. 21st century standards, assessments, curriculum, instruction, professional development and learning environments must be aligned to produce a support system that produces 21st century outcomes for today’s students.
21st Century Standards
· Focus on 21st century skills, content knowledge and expertise
· Build understanding across and among key subjects as well as 21st century interdisciplinary themes
· Emphasize deep understanding rather than shallow knowledge
· Engage students with the real world data, tools and experts they will encounter in college, on the job, and in life; students learn best when actively engaged in solving meaningful problems
· Allow for multiple measures of mastery

















Chapter I
5 Steps for Bringing Your Classroom into the 21st Century
Set up Learning Stations
Independent learning stations are a great way to engage students and give them freedom and ownership in their education. Set a few desks around the perimeter of your classroom. At each desk, set up a learning activity that students can do on their own. For example, you might have a CD player and a listening textbook that they can work with at one station. You might have a grammar exercise at another desk. At still another you might have a vocabulary game. And of course, have a reading nook with a classroom library available, too. Give your students freedom to choose what activity they work on during designated free work periods. They’ll get out from behind their desks, move around the classroom, and gain a little more ownership in their education – perfect for today’s postmodern generation.
Create Gathering Places
You’re an English teacher, so you know how important communication is for students of the English language. We talk about communicative classrooms, as we should. But have you thought about how your classroom setup can contribute to conversation in your class? You’ll see it happen when you create gathering places in your classroom. Think about your living room or the cushy chairs in a coffee shop. When you are comfortable and facing your friends, conversation flows. You can set something up like this in your classroom. Think about the seating you have available. Are there comfy chairs? Is there natural lighting? If you can, give your classroom a living room like feel by setting up soft seats, simple tables, and lamps. Create conversation areas for students to do group work. Make it feel like they’ve accepted an invitation rather than fulfilling an obligation when they come into your class. Even if you can’t bring in outside furniture, consider setting your student desks up to create a larger tables rather than rows and columns. When your student are comfortable and they feel like they are in a homey environment, they will ready to communicate comfortably with each other.
Have a Classroom Technology Wish list
Is your classroom high-tech? If you are lucky, you might already have computers, a television and DVD player, student tablets, and other high tech devices. But if you don’t, you shouldn’t despair at the school budget. Consider setting up a technology wish list for your class. You might be surprised at what friends, students, and others are willing to contribute to your classroom. Particularly if you aren’t set on having the newest generation of today’s high-tech gadgets, your friends who wait in line for the newest iPhone might gladly donate older computers, tablets, kindles, and other items. But they won’t pass them along if they don’t know you are looking for them. If you have a classroom blog or website, keep a running list of donations you are looking for. You may find that one person’s clutter is just what you need to bring your classroom into today’s world of technology.
Give Your Students a Voice on the Wall
In some ways, teaching in the postmodern era is more like facilitating than instructing.  It does not mean not to  have information to give your students. Not by any means.  The  part of our jobs today is to encourage our students to contribute to their own learning. You can do that by setting aside a space or two on the wall for your students to help each other learn. One of popular  ways to do this is a classroom Good reads wall. If you are on Good reads, you know that on your account you can keep a list of books that you have read along with reviews for each of them. If you choose to review those books, your review become public to anyone else with an account. If your students are at the point where they are reading books in English, encourage them to rate and review any books they have read for the rest of the class. When students finish a book, print out a picture of the cover and then give them a 5x8 index card on which to write a short book review. They should write the title of the book on the top of the card, give it a rating of one to five stars, and write a few sentences to say why they either liked the book or didn’t like it. On your Goodreads wall, post the book cover and then put the review index card near it. Then when other students are looking for a book to read, they can check out the reviews of their classmates and either choose one of the books on your wall or a new one. When other students write reviews on the same books, post their index cards near the book cover on the wall, too. As the school year continues, your Goodreads wall will grow and students will share their ideas about what they have read when they write and read book reviews.
Create a Flexible Classroom
No matter what you decide to do with your classroom arrangement, you will get the best results from your interior decorating when you have furniture that moves around easily. Being able to arrange and rearrange the furniture in your room will not only allow you to change things up throughout the school year. It will also let you try different arrangements and find out what works best for your particular class. So choose simple tables over heavy desks. Use chairs that are separate from tables rather than all in one units. We can’t always choose what furniture we have in our rooms, but you can make suggestions when it’s time to get new pieces or add what you want piece by piece. Keep your classroom decorating goals in mind and work toward them little by little. Over time, you will have the room you want and the one that connects best with your students.

1. BLIND/DEAF/TASTE/DUMP EXPERIENCE
The students spend one hour either "blind" or "deaf" in a safe situation of their choosing and then they write. Note: This assignment should be done individually, and not as a group, because the group experience lessens its value in strengthening perceptions.

This assignment helps students recognize a sense of style in writing, which most of them have, but may not be aware of it. It focuses on four or more story genres. Begin with a general genre such as adventure. Then go on to romance, science fiction, western, mystery, etc.

3. [image: Image result for creativity]"THREE MINUTE" WRITING CYCLES

The students sit in a circle, each having sufficient writing paper and their names on the first sheet. When the instructor says, 'Begin' they begin writing a story starting with the phrase "It was a dark and stormy night." [The teacher should instruct the class not to write about anyone in the class or in the school.] After 3 minutes, the teacher instructs them to pass the story to the person on their right/left. The next student adds to the story for 3+[?] minutes and passes it on, and so forth. The instructor keeps track of the time periods, adjusting them for the "speed" of the class but 3 ½ minutes is generally best. *The instructor joins in the writing. As the time for a conclusion draws near, the instructor announces that the next writer will begin to finish up the story and the one after that will conclude the story. (The class may be told that this will happen so that they can mentally prepare for finishing a story although they won't know which one.)

6. Literature Circles
"In literature circles, small groups of students gather together to discuss a piece of literature in depth. The discussion is guided by students' response to what they have read. You may hear talk about events and characters in the book, the author's craft, or personal experiences related to the story." 
How do teachers do it? 
· Select members for the Literature Circles (discussion groups). 
· Assign roles for the members of each circle. 
· Select circle meeting dates. 
· Help students prepare for their roles in their circle. 
· Act as a facilitator for the circles. 

Roles 
To structure the discussion in a literature circle, it is best at least initially to assign roles to members of the group. Roles should be exchanged after each discussion so students experience a range of tasks over the course of the literature circle. There are many variations on these roles. 
Many teachers have produced handouts for students outlining the roles in a literature circle. These are some of the most useful:
Discussion Facilitator 
[image: ]This role involves developing a list of questions that the group might discuss about the section of the novel to be discussed for that meeting. Questions should be designed to promote lively conversation and insights about the book; they should be open-ended and should not be "yes/no" questions. A student with this task asks these questions to the group to prompt discussion; overall, the job is to keep the group talking and on-task. Questions that a student might ask could be: "What was going through your mind when you read this passage?" or "How did the main character change as a result of this incident?"

Locator
This role involves locating a few significant passages of text that are thought-provoking, funny, interesting, disturbing, or powerful. The quotations are copied down with properly cited page numbers. A student with this task can read the passages out loud him/herself or ask other group members to read as well. Commentary and discussion will be generated from these passages. and also draw a part of the scene that locates where the person took place
Illustrator 
As the term implies, this job entails drawing, sketching, or painting a picture, portrait or scene relating to the appropriate section of the novel. Collages from magazines, images from the internet, and other media can also be used. The student with this role then shares the artwork with the group, explaining the passage(s) that relate to the art. Often students who do not like to write do very well with this role. The pictures usually generate interesting group conversations.
Connector 
This role involves locating several significant passages in the novel and connecting these passages to real life. The connections might relate to school, friends or family, home, the community, or they might relate to movies, celebrities, the media etc. Students should also feel free to connect incidents or characters with other books that they have read. Of all the roles, this role is often the most personal in its focus.
Summarizer 
[image: ]This role involves preparing a brief summary of the reading that was assigned for that day's meeting. The summary should include the main ideas or events to remember, major characters, symbols or other significant highlights of the passage. Good summarizers are important to literature circles, as they can help their peers see the overall picture (DaLie, 2001). Also include important events.

Vocabulary Enricher 
Also called the Word Master or Word Wizard, this role is to record important words for that day's reading. Words that are unusual, unknown, or that stand out in some way are usually chosen by the student. Their page number and definition is also recorded. Often students do not see this role as particularly stimulating; however, it can be a role suited to students who are still developing confidence in English classes or textual analysis.
Travel Tracer 
This role involves recording where the major shifts in action or location take place in the novel for the reading section. Keeping track of shifts in place, time, and characters helps students keep track of important shifts in the novel. Artistic students also are drawn to this role, as artwork can be incorporated into this role as well. The student's role is to describe each setting in detail, using words or maps that illustrate the action.
Investigator 
This role includes investigative work where background information needs to be found on any topic relating to the book. Historical, geographical, cultural, musical or other information that would help readers connect to the novel is often researched and shared with the group. The research is informal in nature, providing small bits of information in order that others can better understand the novel.
Figurative Language Finder 
This role includes identification of various types of figurative language, including but not limited to simile, metaphor, personification, hyperbole, and idiom. This may lead to discussion about the author's craft - why the author chose to use those particular words or phrases, and whether or not they were effective. This in-context identification can be more relevant and memorable than isolated instruction by the teacher of these types of tools.
The teacher will determine what roles should be used depending upon the age and ability of the students as well as the reading selections.

[image: Image result for critical thinking][image: Image result for creativity][image: Related image]Creativity begins with generating ideas, speculating and creating new associations. As a warm-up or focusing activity play ‘Connect’. Ask a student to suggest a word. You say a word that is related to that word e.g. if the word is ‘football’ you might say ‘goal’. The next child then says a word connected with the previous word eg ‘goal’, ‘net’ and so on. Players take turns. They are allowed thinking time, but can be challenged by any other player to explain the connection between their word and the previous word.
10. Mystery objects

Creativity involves developing ideas through suggesting hypotheses (‘What if …?’) and applying imagination. This activity encourages children to develop ideas that are original and have a purpose, which is to improve or add value to something. It encourages children to ask themselves the creative question: ‘How can this be improved?’
Show a box that contains an unfamiliar or interesting ‘mystery object’ (or a picture of an object). Without showing or saying what it is, describe the object’s appearance (or ask a child to). Ask children to try to visualize what is described, to hypothesise what it might be and then ask questions to try to identify the object. The child who identifies the object must also describe it. Show the object and ask children to reflect on the description given and their ability to visualize it. Discuss what it was made for, and its possible uses. Ask for suggestions of how it might be improved. Encourage creative suggestions.

Creativity involves expanding existing knowledge. This is done through building on existing ideas or thinking of new ideas. Creative thinking will involve both visual and verbal thinking, children thinking by themselves and with others.

1. Drill the phrases, check any new lexis (such as fiddle, which is another word for a violin) and try to elicit meanings with guided questions, e.g.: do you think fit as a fiddle has a good/bad meaning? Do you think it means healthy or unhealthy?
Have students try the cloze activity, reminding them it is challenging and that you will read out the answers at the end. Again, have them try individually, then in pairs, then change partners and share their ideas. 
1. Elicit an example dialogue, then have Ss practice some of their own role-plays. This is only recommended for stronger classes, as using idioms can be rather difficult.  
This worksheet explores topics such us youth, music and urban tribes. It contains lots of	exercises	to	work	with	young		students.	In the first part, students will explore different music styles and they will learn to express preference, likes and dislikes. In the second part, they will reflect about adolescence and teenage problems. Conclusion
21st century skills comprise skills, abilities, and learning dispositions that have been identified as being required for success in 21st century society and workplaces by educators, business leaders, academics, and governmental agencies. This is part of a growing international movement focusing on the skills required for students to master in preparation for success in a rapidly changing, digital society. Many of these skills are also associated with deeper learning, which is based on mastering skills such as analytic reasoning, complex problem solving, and teamwork. These skills differ from traditional academic skills in that they are not primarily content knowledge-based. 
The skills and competencies that are generally considered "21st Century skills" are varied but share some common themes. They are based on the premise that effective learning, or deeper learning, a set of student educational outcomes including acquisition of robust core academic content, higher-order thinking skills, and learning dispositions. This pedagogy involves creating, working with others, analyzing, and presenting and sharing both the learning experience and the learned knowledge or wisdom, including to peers and mentors as well as teachers. This contrasts with more traditional learning methodology that involves learning by rote and regurgitating info/knowledge back to the teacher for a grade. The skills are geared towards students and workers to foster engagement; seeking, forging, and facilitating connections to knowledge, ideas, peers, instructors, and wider audiences; creating/producing; and presenting/publishing. The classification or grouping has been undertaken to encourage and promote pedagogies that facilitate deeper learning through both traditional instruction as well as active learning, project-based learning, problem based learning, and others.
Collaborative learning environments have fostered flexibility in furniture and classroom layout. Literacy with, and access to, digital technology has impacted the design of furniture and fixed components as students and teachers use tablets, interactive whiteboards and interactive projectors. Classroom sizes have grown to accommodate a variety of furniture arrangements and grouping, many of which are less space-efficient than traditional configurations of desks in rows. The rapid changes in our world require students to be flexible, to take the initiative and lead when necessary, and to produce something new and useful.
Now, these skills represent just the starting point on the path towards mastering 21st-century skills. Competencies describe how students approach complex challenges. For example, critical thinking is the ability to identify, analyse and evaluate situations, ideas and information in order to formulate responses to problems. Creativity is the ability to imagine and devise innovative new ways of addressing problems, answering questions or expressing meaning through the application, synthesis or repurposing of knowledge. Communication and collaboration involve working in coordination with others to convey information or tackle problems. 
Character qualities describe how students approach their changing environment. Amid rapidly changing markets, character qualities such as persistence and adaptability ensure greater resilience and success in the face of obstacles. 
Curiosity and initiative serve as starting points for discovering new concepts and ideas.
 Leadership and social and cultural awareness involve constructive interactions with others in socially, ethically and culturally appropriate ways.
Competencies such as these are essential to the 21st-century workforce, where being able to critically evaluate and convey knowledge, as well as work well with a team, has become the norm.
