В статті обгрунтовані виклики сучасного викладання іноземної мови, показані сучасні підходи оцінювання для навчання, в минулому залишилось оцінювання навчання, йде мова про зростання стандартів викладання іноземної мови, з’явилися нові форми і методи самооцінювання і взаємооцінювання.
Оцінювання для навчання – це процес пошука і інтерпретації доказів, які використовують учні і вчителі, щоб знати на якому етапі навчання вони знаходяться, що їм треба, щоб йти далі,  і як краще це зробити.
Assessment for learning is the process of seeking and interpreting evidence for use by learners and their teachers to decide where they are, where they need to go and how the best to get there. 
A teacher’s planning should provide opportunities for both student  and teacher  to obtain and use information about progress learners  towards learning goals. It also has to be flexible to respond to initial and emerging ideas and skills. Planning should include strategies to ensure that learners understand the goals they are pursuing and the criteria that will be applied in assessing their work. . How learners will receive feedback, how they will be helped to make further progress should also be planned.
Assessment for learning should focus on how the students learn, be recognised as a central practice,  be regarded as professional skill of teacher, has emotional and sensitive impact, should take account of the importance learner`s motivation, constructive guidance how to improve, develop learners capacity for self-assessment, learners become self-managing.
                               What is  formative assessment?
Formative assessment is a planned, ongoing process used by students and teachers during learning and teaching to elicit and use evidence of student learning to improve student understanding of intended disciplinary learning outcomes and support students to become self -directed learners.
The formative assessment cycle asks teachers and students to consider three essential questions:
1. Where is the learner going?
2. Where is the learner now?
3. What’s next in the learning journey?
Responding to these questions involves integrating and embedding the following practices in a collaborative and respectful classroom environment:
•Clarifying learning goals and success criteria
• Eliciting and analyzing evidence of student thinking
• Engaging in self-assessment and peer feedback
• Providing actionable feedback
• Using evidence and feedback

                                                     Building independent learners.
Learning from home is a new experience. Teachers and families are collaborating
together on how students learn, blending video conference class meetings with
online supplemental practice, worksheets, and learning created and driven by
parents. In this process, the only person who witnesses a student’s learning from
beginning to end is the students  themselves. While some students may take on the
level of independence and ownership of learning necessary to succeed outside a
classroom, other students may not be ready to learn in a self-directed way
Sometimes called “assessment for learning,” formative assessment asks students to reflect onwhat they have learned, understand their learning in relation to their peers,and proactively raise lingering questions or ongoing learning needs. In a highly formative classroom, students may self-assess their knowledge on a new topic,get feedback on a project from peers, and journal or discuss what they hope to learn next.
The return of students to school  is a key opportunity to build independence for
students who have begun that process and use formative assessment to better
understand the barriers to independence for others. Using formative assessment,
teachers can create multiple, clear opportunities for students to understand
what they should be ready to learn and the steps they will take to get there.
While these values are critical in classrooms under any circumstances, they are
particularly important when students may spend less of their learning time in
schools with their teachers than ever before. Given the unpredictable nature
of the school year to come, it is more important than ever to take early and
frequent opportunities to build students’ skills.
                                     Keeping learning centre.
Effective formative assessment shows these two aims need not conflict with one another. Using formative assessment allows educators to integrate attention to students as people with up-to-the-minute understandings of what students are ready to know next. The flexibility of those strategies is critical as short- and  long-term periods of interrupted  learning .

                                             1 Kahoot.
Kahoot is a utility that allows teachers to create quizzes and surveys, and then send themto students. This delivery and response system has a lot of great features. These include the ability embed pictures and videos into the questions. Teachers may allow students an unlimited amount of time to respond to questions, or they may set a time limit on each create an account. Instead, the teacher simply provides a pin number that the student will use to access the survey or quiz. Kahoot works on any device that supports a web browser. Socrative works excellently both for students working on their own or for students who are collaborating with one another. Socrative offers several different ways for instructors to engage their students. There are space races in which students can compete in teams or as individuals to answer questions as quickly and accurately as possible. Polls allow instructors to receive student feedback. Formative assessments can be created ahead of time and delivered when needed, or teachers can have students questions to answer on the fly. In addition to intuitive interfaces on the studentsâ€™ end and the teacher dashboard, Socrative has rich reporting features that allows teachers to accurately assess where students are succeeding and where they need extra help. Socrative is accessible via the web and works on any web enabled device.

                                3 Infuse Learning.
Infuse learning is (was!) an excellent student response system for teachers who must support students with a variety of learning styles. With infusion a teacher can create questions, quizzes and writing prompts and send them to students who are participating in virtual classrooms or in an online learning program. What makes Infuse Learning unique is that it allows the teacher to give the student multiple response options. For example, a student can be given the option to type a written response, select from a range of choices, answer true or false, or they can respond with a picture or diagram. Infuse Learning is free and can be used on any device that can access the internet

                                               4 Verso.

This is a free utility that teachers can use to create virtual classrooms. Verso works with the teacher  Google Drive account. This means that links, files, videos, images, and documents from the instructor  Google Drive can be added to the Verso classroom for students to access. Students who enter the classroom will be shown new items that have been added to the classroom since their last visit. One of the best features of Verso is that students do not need to leave the Verso environment to access any of the materials. Even videos can be viewed directly from the classroom. Verso is an excellent system for self-paced learning. Students can progress through the various materials at their own pace via the student dashboard.
                                       Assessment Reflection.
This post-assessment reflection is completed first by the individual student and then shared in a small group. Provide a list of questions so learners can reflect on their assessment experience. The questions provide insight into both learning the content and learning tactics.
Remember, the primary benefit of formative assessment is the power to quickly incorporate student feedback into your lesson in progress or for the very next day. Consider this when making updates to your tried-and-true formative checks. Decide which updates are worth the time and additional effort, and which are best reserved for on-site learning. Try new ideas with your colleagues or grade-level teams, and share what clicks for you and your students.
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
