Граматичні вірші на уроках англійської мови

Граматичні вірші – чудовий інструмент для розминки (warm-up) на уроках англійської мови. Вони допомагають легко й весело повторювати граматичні конструкції, покращують запам’ятовування і створюють невимушену атмосферу на уроці. 
Як використовувати граматичні вірші на уроках?
1. Читання та повторення: Прочитайте вірш разом з учнями, поясніть граматичні конструкції. Потім учні можуть повторювати за вами.
2. Рухливі активності: Додайте жести або рухи, щоб учні легше запам’ятовували вірші.
3. Творчі завдання: Запропонуйте учням придумати власний вірш на задану граматичну тему.
4. Розминка: Використовуйте вірш на початку уроку як warm-up для налаштування на тему.

I walked to school, I saw my friend,
We laughed and played until the end.
She danced so well, he sang so loud,
We won the game and felt so proud.

Yesterday I went to town,
Bought a shirt, it was brown.
Met my friend, we had a chat,
A lovely day, imagine that!

Future Simple

Tomorrow’s bright, I will explore,
I’ll read new books and learn much more.
We’ll fly to Mars, we’ll touch the sky,
The future’s ours – let’s dream and try!

Tomorrow will be sunny,
I’ll play outside – so funny!
I won’t stay home, I’ll see my friends,
A perfect day that never ends.


Modal Verbs

You can run fast, you must be kind,
You should explore, expand your mind.
I may go out, or might just stay,
We mustn't fight, let’s work and play.

You can sing, you can dance,
You must try, take a chance!
You should study every day,
And success will come your way.
