Розвиток граматичних навичок 
як важливий елемент інтегрованого підходу до викладання англійської мови
Сьогодні в Україні  існують сприятливі демократичні умови для успішного навчання іноземних мов. Вчителі можуть обирати  ті підручники та навчальні посібники,  які, на їхню думку, будуть найбільш ефективними в навчанні іншомовного спілкування.

Одним з актуальних питань теорії та практики навчання іноземної мови є проблема підвищення ефективності формування граматичних навичок мовлення.

Державні освітні стандарти з іноземної мови чітко визначають  мету навчання іноземної мови: розвиток здібностей учнів використовувати іноземну мову як інструмент у діалозі культур і цивілізацій сучасного світу, що передбачає взаємопов’язаний, комунікативний і соціокультурний розвиток учнів засобами іноземної мови для підготовки їх для міжкультурного спілкування  в різноманітних сферах життєдіяльності. Це означає, що учні мають одержати відповідні мовні знання, й у них необхідно сформувати конкретні мовленнєві навички. Без оволодіння мовним матеріалом неможливе формування мовленнєвих умінь. 
Навчання граматики іноземної мови є одним з найважливіших напрямів підготовки учнів до здійснення успішної іншомовної діяльності.
Граматика – це система об'єктивно діючих правил щодо утворення словоформ і сполучення слів у реченні, які організовують мовлення. Оскільки мова є засобом відображення дійсності, то граматика відображає об'єктивні відношення і зв’язки між предметами і явищами навколишнього світу.
У навчанні граматики принципове значення має кінцева мета, яку ми ставимо перед учнями: знати граматику чи володіти нею, вивчити правила будови мови чи оволодіти ними?

Для того щоб знати граматику, досить звернутися до якогось авторитетного видання, прочитати його і по можливості запам’ятати, що там написано. Оволодіти ж граматикою означає навчитись застосувати відповідні правила на практиці. Одних знань тут не достатньо. Володіння правилами передбачає практичну діяльність, і лише через діяльність їх можна засвоїти.

У методиці навчання іноземної мови під граматикою розуміють предмет, за допомогою якого засвоюють правила будови мови.
Основною метою навчання граматики іноземної мови є формування в учнів граматичних мовних навичок, як одного з важливих компонентів мовних умінь в галузі говоріння, читання, аудіювання і письма. У зв’язку з цим суттєве значення має питання відбору граматичного матеріалу, достатнього для реалізації комунікативних цілей навчання в межах, передбачених програмою.
Результативність навчання граматики мови,  що вивчається, значною мірою залежить і від  темпу її вивчення. Однак, граматичний матеріал досить швидко забувається. Тому, під час вивчення  граматичних явищ особливу увагу звертаю на мимовільне запам’ятовування у процесі зацікавленого використання   різноманітних навчальних завдань.Труднощі в навчанні граматики іноземної мови пов’язані з необхідністю систематичного матеріалу, послідовного вивчення граматичного матеріалу й гострою потребою достатньої граматичної підготовки учнів до успішного розв’язування поточних навчальних завдань. Працюючи за підручником О.Карпюк, хочу зазначити, що поданий граматичний матеріал відповідає програмі. Але у підручниках недостатня кількість граматичних вправ на закріплення вивченого матеріалу. З метою покращення та урізноманітнення методів роботи з навчання граматики я розробила тренувальні граматичні вправи до підручників О.Карпюк  для учнів 8 та 9-х класів. Подані граматичні вправи представлені у тій послідовності, як поданий граматичний матеріал у підручниках. 
Вправи цікаві  за своєю різноманітністю й укладені з урахуванням принципів доступності, системності та посильності. З їх допомогою вчитель матиме можливість здійснювати індивідуальний підхід до учнів, значною мірою урізноманітнити методи роботи на уроці, організувати самостійну роботу учнів. Даний матеріал може слугувати основою для розробки роздавальних карток, контрольних та тестових завдань. На мою думку, подані вправи дадуть можливість краще  засвоїти учням граматичний  матеріал. В кінці пропоную для учнів 9-х класів різноманітні граматичні вправи на засвоєння вивченого матеріалу у попередніх класах. Такі вправи допоможуть їх краще підготуватися до іспиту.
Багато хто вважає граматику важкою, нудною та нецікавою. Хочу посперечатися та спростувати  цю точку зору. Я намагалась підібрати  граматичні вправи так, щоб вони були доступними не лише для сильніших учнів, а й для слабших, подаючи вправи у максимально простій формі. Упорядковані граматичні вправи, безумовно, будуть хорошим матеріалом для вчителів та позбавить  їх  - і без цього завантажених роботою – від пошуку додаткового граматичного матеріалу для уроків англійської мови у 8-9 класах.
