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This is a skipping game. 

Two players, one at each end of the rope. 

"Two little dickie birds sittin' on the wall" the two players jump in 
"One named Peter, one named Paul" each player waves at their name 
"Fly away, Peter, fly away, Paul" the player exits the rope as name is called 
"Don't you come back 'till your birthday's called" 
"January, February...December" the player returns when their month is called 
"Now fly away, fly away, fly away all" players both exit the rope.

A, B, C,... etc. (say the alphabet until skipper messes up on a letter.)
(Name a name that begins with that letter)
Name, Name, would you come to tea?
Yes, no, maybe so  (skip until lands on one)
Name, name, would you marry me?
Yes, no, maybe so (skip until...)
How many children did we have?  1,2,3,4,5,6,..etc.

"I like coffee, I like tea, I like (name of next person in line) to come in with me." Then the two jump together, the second person saying the rhyme. When the rhyme is done, the first person runs out, and the new person comes in and jumps with the second person.
