Introduction.

Good day. Glad to see you. Today we’re going to study a very important topic “Driving safely”. Very often our lives depend on safety features. That is why we should treat it responsible and careful not to become the participants of the accident. The motto of our lesson is “Drive safe, stay alive”.

Warm-up:

Let’s find out: why do accidents happen on roads?  Give your associations to the word “accident”  
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So, accidents happen because of a lot of factors. Now I want you to make three groups. Your task is to make a list of rules for 1) bad drivers, 2) danger in the car and 3)pedestrians- using the following words and word-combinations:

1) concentrate, too fast, a mobile phone, get angry, park on corners

2) no lights, many people in the car, seat belt

3) run across the road, be seen, concentrate, look, in a safe place, walk on the road.

Checking home-task

Our home-task for today was to write comments to the given car features. You could choose three of them: price, size, interior features, performance, exterior, brand loyalty, fuel consumption. One of you presents his comments and the rest must guess what they mean.

Factsheets:

The side impact protection system

· It protects the heads of the driver and passengers in a car crash[image: image20.jpg]



· Main parts: sensors, airbags, seat-moving mechanism

· Seat-moving mechanism is located below the seats, the airbags are above the side windows

· When sensors detect  an impact, they activate the airbags

· The seat is moved away from the impact danger
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Sensors can detect exact location of passengers

Traction control

· Prevents tyres from skidding on slippery surfaces

· Sensors are mounted on drive wheels

· System automatically presses the brake to those wheels

· System also reduces engine power to wheels that are slipping
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Night-vision assist

· Allows driver to see people, animals or trees in the dark

· Operates up to 350 metres ahead

· Uses thermal-imaging cameras

· Cameras are mounted on front of a car at bottom

· Camera detects objects

· Image is shown on display on dashboard

Rear obstacle warning system
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Alerts driver to unseen objects behind the vehicle when reversing

· Sensors and rear-view camera

· Sensors in rear bumper

· Camera in rear window

· Sensors detect presence of nearby objects

· Light signal that object is near

· Light changes to show distance to the object

Smart adaptive cruise control

· It maintains a safe distance between your car and the vehicle in front of you
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Three technologies: lasers, radar, sensors
· Main component is a laser sensor
· Laser on the front of the vehicle, in the windscreen
· Automatically system, much faster than the driver
· Sensor activates the brakes
· Reduces the chances of serious accident 
GPS navigation system

· Plans routs and warns driver about traffic jams

· Practical for business people

· Reduces accidents

· Avoids traffic jams

· Saves people time and money

· It won’t help the driver in a country with no GPS system

Traffic signal assistant

· Audible signal tells the driver about traffic regulations: speed limits, parking, overtaking

· Drivers who obey rules

· Prevents accidents

· Saves drivers’ money on speeding fines

· Business people don’t like to be told what to do

Virtual passenger voice application

· Wakes up drowsy drivers with a loud greeting 
· Prevents accidents

· Located in a headrest

· Drivers have a false sense of security

· It’s embarrassing if there are other passengers


Airbags 

· New type of occupant protection- side airbags

· Door-mounted side airbags

· Begins deploying within 5-6 milliseconds

· Not always save lives

· Kill people in the wrong position

Anti-lock braking system (ABS)

· Allows the wheels maintain contact with the road while braking

· Avoids uncontrolled skidding

· Principles of threshold braking

· Electronically controls the front-to-rear brakes

· Wheels impossible to lock

· In a case of fault a warning light illuminates on the instrument panel

· Detects the situation and takes suitable action

Seat belt

· Vehicle safety device

· Secures the occupant against harmful movement

· Located in the seat

· Reduces the likelihood of death or serious injury

· Reduces force of impacts

· Prevents passengers from falling out

· Not always saves lives

                        Tips for tough driving situations

     Weather can affect how your car operates on the road.  For a new driver, changes in weather or even the time of day can provide unique challenges as a variety of driving conditions are experienced for the first time. Here are some tips to keep in mind before you face unfamiliar driving situation.

For night driving, rain, snow and any less than optimal driving conditions:

· Make sure driving lights are on, but don’t use high beams which increase glare

· Slow down

· Increase following distance-the space between you and the car ahead of you

· As always, avoid distractions and stay focused on the road

· Never use cruise control when roads are slick

· Know that anti-lock brakes and four-wheel drive will not help you stop faster, they simply help you maintain control of the car while you are braking

· Steer in the direction you want to go if you begin to skid

· Scrape your entire  windshield and windows, and brush snow from the hood, trunk and lights

        In severe lightning, high winds, blinding rain or snow:

· Pull of the road, turn off your engine  and stay in your car

· Turn on your emergency  flashers

· Don’t park under trees or in low lying areas prone to flooding

· Don’t touch metal objects, such as door handles, radio controls or the steering wheel if lightning is present

· Beware of black ice. This practically invisible ice forms on bridges and underpasses and in shaded areas. If you detect black ice, slowly and gently steer, brake or downshift. Sudden movements can cause the car to spin.

· Be extra cautious around cars with frost- or snow-covered windows, chances are higher that these drivers can’t see you.
