   Students, you saw the film and now you are ready to do the exercises and make sure that you have got all the information correctly.

     You have to complete the sentences. Look at our screen. There are the words that you need to use. Let’s read them and translate: durable, comfortable, conventional trousers,Jacob Davis, a staple in wardrobes, a local woodcutter, to patent it, Levi Strauss, Levi’s, denim.

1) Why do we wear  jeans?

They are durable, comfortable and easy to wear. 

They also last longer than conventional trousers.

2)The classic symbol of the American West is now a staple in wardrobes for men and women around the world. Today half the world is wear them.

3)Who invented jeans and when?

In the 19th century a Nevada tailor called Jacob Davis was asked to make apair of sturdy trousers for a local  woodcutter.

4) Davis realized the potential of his product but couldn’t afford to patent it. He wrote to the San Francisco merchant, Levi Strauss,
for help.

5) In 1873, Levi’s, as the patented trousers became known.

6) Levi Strauss found a special fabric from France that was more comfortable and lasted a long time. This fabric was called the denim.

     I know that everybody have prepared his own creative project. And now you have a good opportunity to present your ideas, tell us some words about them and take part in making of our exhibition «THE FAIR OF IDEAS». Let’s begin! What do you want to present? Oh, it’s very nice! (Beautiful work! Fantastic! Looking good! Super! Good! Creative job! I like it very much!).

     Let’s look to our exhibition!  It’s really wonderful! And I think you take some creative ideas for your future work.

    And now we try to make together something interesting for you like a bracelet from jeans fabric with beads.  But at first we have to remember requirements to safe work with different textile and fibred materials by scissors and needle.

Requirements  to safe work  with different textile and fibred materials                                                                                               by scissors, needle

1. It is impossible to lay out instruments on a table. It follows to keep instruments in the special boxes, packages, supports, adaptations.

2. After the use of instruments turn them to the place of storage.

3. Working only with scissors that have dull (rounded) ends.

4. Passing scissors follows closed by rings forward.

5. It follows to take scissors by three fingers: large, indicatory and middle. In rings insert large and middle fingers, and hold an instrument indicatory from below. The insertion of index and large fingers is shut out in one.

6. It is impossible to lay the fingers (right) of left arm on the line of cut. It follows to watch, that fingers did not get under a blade.

7. It is impossible to abandon scissors open.

8. Cutting a fabric follows  on a table.

9. It is impossible to abandon a needle in fabric (good) or in a clothing.

10. Sewing pins and needles we need to hold in a special box  for needles.

11. For work with textile and fibred materials it is possible to use the needles of large and middle sizes.

12.  The forgotten needle follows necessary to find by magnet.

13.  It is impossible to take a needle to the mouth.

14. Giving a needle follows an ear forward, and pin  by a ring.

15. During the work with a needle it follows to use a thimble (metallic or plastic) that answers the size of finger. You must put it on the second finger of right (or left) arm.

16. It is impossible to place the fingers of arm opposite the puncture of fabric.

17. The sewing threads, a chalk, a thimble follows  keep in the special small boxes, and shreds of fabric  in a file.

18. It follows to take a filament for work not longer than distance from the fingers of hand to the elbow.

19. It is impossible to bite off a filament by teeth.

20. In case of injuring it is necessary quickly to report to the teacher.

      Do not forget these rules during the work.

      Well, let’s begin our master-class. Look at the screen, listen to your classmate and repeat the necessary operations after her. Let’s start!
