Методична розробка містить навчальні матеріали, необхідні для проведення заняття по зазначеній темі з використанням  інтерактивної методики, нетрадиційних форм і методів організації навчальної діяльності студентів.

Проблема пошуку ефективних технологій  виховання і навчання цікавила людство завжди. Не викликає сумніву той факт, що вплив на особистість студента здійснює не лише зміст навчально-виховної роботи, але й ті методичні прийоми, за допомогою яких ця робота здійснюється.
Що стосується іноземної мови та стану її викладання, варто вказати на існуюче протиріччя: з одного боку  – сформувалась потреба у фахівцях, які, крім високої професійної кваліфікації, володіють іноземною мовою; з іншого боку – маємо низьку якість викладання і знань студентів, обумовлених різними причинами: і недостатнім рівнем шкільної підготовки, і скороченням обсягу аудиторних занять, і відсутністю мотивації до навчання у студентів. За таких обставин найбільш ефективним засобом боротьби з негативними наслідками ситуації, що склалася, є сучасні технології навчання, що базуються на активних прийомах та методах організації  навчальної діяльності студентів.
Свого часу широко відомий український педагог Василь Сухомлинський сказав: «Однією з найсерйозніших хиб нашої практики є те, що навчаючи, працює переважно викладач». Видається незаперечним, що саме впровадження в практику навчально-виховної роботи інтерактивних технологій перетворює студента з об’єкта навчання в суб’єкт. Він стає активним учасником навчального процесу, що забезпечує мотивацію його навчальної діяльності, яка набуває ефективного характеру. Активні методи навчання стимулюють інтерес студентів до всього нового, сприяють виявленню  та розвитку творчих здібностей студентів, формують навики співпраці й активної діяльності. Але варто мати на увазі, що кооперативне та колективно-групове навчання, ситуативне моделювання, опрацювання  дискусійних питань мають  доповнюватись фронтальною  та індивідуальною роботою.
Групові форми навчання, порівняно з іншими організаційними формами,  мають ряд суттєвих переваг, серед яких можливість виконання за той же час  більшого обсягу роботи, підвищення ефективності засвоєння знань,  розвиток навиків навчальної діяльності, співпраці, формування особистості відповідальної, активної, творчої, здатної до співпраці і самостійного прийняття рішень.

Ряд переваг має і проектна робота. Це і активний пошук інформації, і  використання свого власного досвіду, і висловлення свого ставлення до предмету обговорення.

Метод проектів є актуальним і доцільним, адже це дуже активний вид роботи – готуючи проект, студенти збирають, обговорюють і відповідним чином оформляють  зібрану інформацію, ілюстрації, фотографії чи листівки, роблять малюнки, схеми, оформляючи зібраний матеріал за допомогою мовних засобів, необхідних для продукування висловлювань. При захисті проектів доцільне використання  таких методичних прийомів як акваріум, займи позицію, інтерв’ю, прес-конференція. Підготовка проектів, присвячених навчальному закладу, національним кухням, визначним місцям, презентації фірми та її продукції тощо зазвичай викликають жвавий інтерес у студентської молоді, а здоровий дух суперництва допомагає успішно засвоїти відповідну лексику і формувати навички практичного володіння мовою. На цю мету працюють і такі нетрадиційні форми  та методи організації навчальних занять як  брейн-ринг, вікторина, заняття-подорож, заняття-аукціон та інші, які практикуються як навчальний метод або підсумковий вид контролю.

Використання ефективних форм і методів  навчання передбачає застосування  різноманітних методів, які в кінцевому результаті сприяють  засвоєнню програмного матеріалу і стимулюють навчальну діяльність.

Підбираючи завдання для організації заняття за інтерактивною методикою, варто пам’ятати і враховувати індивідуальний підхід до студентів, високий рівень можливості досягнення студентами успіху, зважати на ступінь складності завдань і залучення до роботи кожного студента при обов’язковому схваленні успіхів та досягнень – все це зрештою зміцнює  мотивацію до навчання.

Сьогодні англійська мова є одним з факторів сприяння професійному розвитку і кар’єрному росту. Підготовка конкурентоспроможного фахівця для роботи в умовах ринкової економіки і суспільних реформ – процес складний і неоднозначний, який вимагає максимального розвитку творчих здібностей студента. Ця проблема вимагає активізації роботи і викладача, і студента – і саме її вирішенню покликана допомогти  активізація навчальної діяльності студентів.

В даній методичній розробці зроблена спроба запропонувати таку методику проведення  заняття по темі «Наш коледж», яка, враховуючи можливості і здібності студентів, сприяла б заохоченню їх  до творчої роботи над темою, формувала бажання стати активним  учасником підготовки проектів і обговорення їх та проблем, пов’язаних з коледжем і навчанням в ньому, на занятті. Зважаючи на характер теми, запропонованої для обговорення, завдання розроблялись таким чином,  щоб отримана інформація була корисною і цікавою, а студенти могли б проявити свої здібності, можливості і креативність, готуючи проекти по запропонованій темі, представляючи їх для обговорення  та приймаючи участь у дискусії.

III. Work with projects. 

Now, when we have reviewed the necessary vocabulary, you are to speak about our college and to present the projects you have worked at. I believe you have gathered interesting facts, data and information and now you will have the possibility of getting acquainted us with it.

There are two subgroups – “Historicians” who delt with the history and the past of our educational establishment and “Contemporaries” who can describe the modern stage of our college existence.
“Historicians” are the first to speak and their project is called: 
“KNOW AND REMEMBER”
St. 1. We are aware that our educational institution was founded according to the will made by the landlady Olexandra Mainova whose estate and large areas of land in Chernihiv and Moscow hubernias (regions) were dedicated to a noble goal –  Mainova dreamt of giving education to young people.
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There were many difficulties in the building process and only in 1891 (Mainova died in 1876) agricultural and handicraft school named after O. Mainova was opened. 

There were two classes there – preparatory and the first ones, and the number of pupils amounted only to 19.
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St. 2. The main task of the school was to spread knowledge in the sphere of agriculture, on the whole, and in tobacco-growing and bee-keeping  in their number. Besides, pupils were to be trained blacksmith and joiner activities to be able to make new and repair old agricultural implements and machines.
K.O. Hamalia was the best head of the school who had the experience of managing work in farming. He coped with the task of managing the school –   material basis of Mainivska  school  was strengthened and there were  good results  in educational process, too.
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St. 3. Agricultural vocational school was a new stage in the history of our educational institution. Much attention was paid to practical studies. Pupils mastered production, mutual correlation and interaction of branches and the essence of technological processes, too. They carried out plowing and sowing, milked cows and manufactured milk produce, planned crop rotation, determined seed and soil quality. They were occupied with animal feeding, learned advantages and disadvantages of different agricultural machines, planted gardens and chose  varieties of fruit trees. Pupils worked much but it did them good and promoted their educational activities.

Look at this picture.
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It was the year of 1919. And here we can see pupils of Mainivska agricultural vocational school and their teacher H. Podoba at Nosivka agricultural station.

St. 4. In 1920 our school was renamed into a technical school which was considered to be the institution of higher education. 
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         In 1930 it became Mainivsky zooveterenarian technical school – there appeared a need for specialists in animal-breeding.

 Here are some precious documents and photos of that period. Look at them and try to imagine the living style and education features of the pre-war years. Really, they were very complicated and difficult but those boys and girls were young – and they believed into future and were eager to be useful members of the society.
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St. 5. The Great Patriotic War and restoration after the war – those were very hard and serious years. But life went on, and there were good results of common activities of teachers and their pupils.
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We know much about our technical school leavers and the teachers who worked with them and for them during those hard years. And these witnesses of our history are very dear    for us.
We get acquainted with them in the museum of our college and we will keep them in mind always and everywhere – it is our history which we are to know and remember.

THE NEW STAGE – COLLEGE TODAY

St. 1. In 1964 Mainivsky technical school was united with the pedigree state farm “Druzhba” and a new type of educational institution came into being and promoted more effective practical training of specialists for livestock breeding and crop growing.
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 Old Mainivka was really a charming place.
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But new time demanded and called forth higher standards for effective training of specialists for fields and farms of Ukraine. So, the construction of a new building for the technical school began in Bobrovytsia in 1969. It was over in 1978 and the new building began to function on the first of September, 1978.
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We are thankful to our director of that period L. Yakovyshyn and his deputy 
V. Cherniakova who made their best to create excellent condi-tions for studies and way of life both for our students and their teachers. Today we have a four-storeyed building with 18 studies and 20 laboratories, a good library, a gym and a stadium, training halls. At our disposal there  are two comfortable hostels for 360 students each, a wonderful canteen and the beautiful territory  of nearly 40 hectares which  seems to be the paradise, especially in warm seasons.
St. 3. Here they train students in 6 specialities including production and processing of crop growing produce, production and processing of livestock breeding produce, accoun-ting, enterprise economics, finance and credit and management of production.
There are 3 departments at our college:  technological, economic and tuition by correspondence (in 5 specialities, with the exception of finance and credit).

Today we have the educational building for 960 students, 6 computerized class-rooms with 72 computers. We have the access to the Internet. Besides here, at the college, you can go on with your education and get the higher education (Bachelor level) at the educational and consulting office of Kyiv National University of Bioresources and Land-usage, the integral part of which  our college became in 2006.
St. 4. The students’ life is so interesting and many-sided. It is the best, unforgettable time for every young person. We should  mention that it is not only studying with its lectures, researches, mastering future professions, but it is a splendid leisure, too. Our students are members of amateur performance circles. They take part in the traditional festivals “Holosiivska Vesna” and “Sofiivski  Zori”. They participate in different  competi-tions, too, among which “Miss of the College” and “Mister of the College” are the most interesting ones.


Sports and physical training take another bright page  in students’ life. There are circles  in different sports and every year our sportsmen  take part  in college, local, regional and all-Ukrainian competitions.

St. 5. The graduates of our college work in different regions of Ukraine and have good results in their work. Every year they come back to the college to meet with the friends of their youth, their teachers, to exchange views, to retell us about their successes and plans for the future.

We are proud of our college and highly estimate the possibility to study there and get the profession we have chosen.

	At the college they train specialists in production and processing of crop growing and livestock breeding produce, economists, accountants, financiers and managers.
