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Тема: PIGS (Свині.) (грам. Infinitive constructions)

Мета:  


· Практична: активізувати та систематизувати вживання лексичних одиниць з теми, закріпити графічний образ вивчених слів, навчити студентів сприймати інформацію на слух, активізувати навички читання, формувати навички усного монологічного та діалогічного мовлення, поглибити лексичні знання студентів, навчити студентів виражати англійською мовою свої думки та переконання щодо свиней та їх розведення, закріпити пройдений матеріал. 

· Розвиваюча: розвивати мовленнєві здібності студентів через мовну здогадку, розвивати готовність до участі в іншомовному спілкуванні, розвивати творчі здібності та пізнавальний інтерес студентів в умовах гри, розвивати навички читання, перекладу, монологічного мовлення, розвивати інтелект студентів, їх логічне мислення, кмітливість, мовленнєву реакцію і мовну здогадку, слухову та зорову пам'ять, вміння спонтанно і логічно висловлювати свою думку, розвивати вміння аудіювати текст, ігноруючи незнайомі лексичні одиниці.

· Освітня: розширити кругозір та знання студентів про свиней та їх розведення, за рахунок інформації, здобутої за допомогою англійської мови, розширити знання студентів про цікаві факти з життя людей і тварин (свиней), збагатити їх словниковий запас та лінгвістичний матеріал, навчити робити висновки та узагальнення. 

· Виховна: виховувати почуття національної гідності та патріотичної свідомості, виховувати толерантність та повагу до співрозмовників під час роботи в групах, прагнення вдосконалювати себе, досягнути успіху у майбутній професії, виховувати культуру спілкування, доброзичливість, уважне ставлення до думки співрозмовника, посилювати інтерес до навчання, сприяти прагненням студентів поглибити свої знання про тварин.

The words pig, hog and swine are all generic terms without regard to gender, size or breed. A male pig is called a boar. A female pig is called a gilt if she hasn't had piglets yet and a sow if she has. Some people like to keep pigs as pets. Pigs pick up tricks faster than dogs. Piglets learn their names by two weeks of age and respond when called.
Pigs are very social animals. They enjoy close contact and will lie close together when resting. A sow can give birth to 7 - 12 piglets, about twice a year. A piglet, weighs about 1.5 kilograms at birth and will double its weight in just 7 days. Pigs keep their toilets far from their living or eating area. Even piglets only a few hours old will leave the nest to relieve themselves. Domestic pigs are rarely aggressive. The only exceptions are sows with a young litter and boars if provoked.  Pigs are much more tolerant of cold than heat. They have no sweat glands, so they can't sweat. They roll around in the mud to cool their skin. The layer of dried mud protects their skin from the sun. If available, pigs, who are great swimmers, prefer water to mud. Pigs can have both straight and curly tails.
Pigs have a powerful but sensitive snout which  is a highly developed sense organ and is an important tool for finding food in the ground. Pigs also have a great field of vision, because their eyes are on the sides of their heads. A mature pig has 44 teeth. Relative to their body size, pigs have small lungs but can run a 7 minute mile.


Wild pigs are often hunted in the wild. Wild pigs that have been  introduced  into new areas can be a threat  to the local ecosystem. Pigs can pass on a variety of diseases to humans.
