Subject: “Shops and Shopping. The order of adjectives in a sentence.”
Objectives: 
· to revise and reinforce vocabulary connected with shops and shop departments;
· to learn and practice new words, phrases and word combinations of Everyday English on the basis of the topic “Shops and Shopping”;

· to present and reinforce grammar “Order of Adjectives” on the basis of exercises;
· to improve students’ communicative skills;

· to develop students’ reading and listening habits for specific information;

· to train creative habits on the basis of  writing tasks;

· to practice cooperation in groups and pairs; 
· to widen the students’ outlook;

The equipment: a slide presentation “Shops and Shopping”, a course book “Blockbuster 3” by Jenny Dooley-Virginia Evans ( Module 5), a Blockbuster DVD-ROM, a Blockbuster CD, a computer, a projector, handouts and visual objects for the sports shop and a list of recommended vocabulary. 
Lesson Procedure
Step I. Warm up 3 min
1. Greeting
1. Defining the theme and the aim of the lesson.
a) Slide 3. [9]. Students express their opinions about sayings and read out their favourite one. 

“If shopping doesn’t make you happy, then you’re in the wrong shop.”

“I like shopping for things on line, because when they arrive, it’s like a present from me, to me.”

“I’ve been shopping for all my life and still have nothing to wear.”
b) Students guess the theme of the lesson and together with a teacher define the aims they are going to reach in the course of the lesson.
Step II. Icebreaker 5min
2. Brainstorm. Teamwork. Each team writes on the sheet of paper as many shops as they can remember, creating a street with shops. The list is fulfilled with new words during the lesson and students have a clear picture of different kinds of shops until the end of the lesson.

Step III. The presentation of new words, listening and speaking. 15 min.
1. Students watch a cartoon (Blockbuster DVD-ROM new words Ex. 5), about shops and get acquainted with new vocabulary then discuss the things they can buy there. 
2. Students are presented to the vocabulary connected with shop departments. Slide4 [4, p.64]. 
3. Training dialogical speech. In a chain order students, pass a ball and advise each other where they can buy different things, following the pattern Slide 5
A: Could you tell me where I can find the toasters?

B: Of course – they’re in the Electrical Goods department.

B: Could you tell me where I can find a pair of shoes?

C: Of course – they’re in the footwear department.

Step IV. Listening for specific information Blockbuster Ex. 2 p. 62 CD2 (12) 5 min.
1. Pre-listening stage. Students read the prompts.

2. Listening stage. Students listen to the dialogue and mark the correct answers.

3. Post reading stage. Students check and discuss their answers.
Step V. Reading and listening. 16 min
1. Pre-reading stage. Students read the sentences taken from the dialogue. They have to decide where the dialogue takes place and who says each sentence: the customer or the shop assistant? Slide 6[4]
3. Reading. 
Students read and fill in the missing sentences. Two of the sentences are unnecessary. Slide 7 [4 p.63]
3. Post-reading stage.  

a) Students listen and check their dialogues. Blockbuster CD2 line 14
b) Students look for phrases/verbs (Slide 8) [4 p.63] in the dialogue which mean:

1 Can I see it?

2 That’s fine.

3 Of course.

4 Do you need any help?

5 be the right size

6 go well together

7 It makes you look attractive.
Step VI. Training Grammar. Order of adjectives. 15 min
1. Grammar presentation. (Slide 9) When describing things we usually use two or three adjectives. If we use more than three adjectives it can sound unnatural. There are opinion adjectives and fact adjectives. Opinion adjectives such as smart, bad, etc. show what person thinks of somebody or something. Fact adjectives such as short, big, old, etc give us factual information about age, size, colour, origin, material, etc. Opinion adjectives go before fact adjectives e.g. a beautiful young women. When there are two or more fact adjectives in the sentence, they usually go in the following order.

4. Students fulfill a multimedia exercise. Blockbuster DVD-ROM. Module 5 Grammar Ex.1 p.
StepVII. Writing and Speaking. Training Everyday English. Dialogical speech. 15 min
1. Students look at the Slide 11[4 p.63]. and get acquainted with expressions which are used at the till while buying things.
2 Students compose and role-play the dialogues at the Sports shop using everyday English phrases.  
A: I’ll take these black leather boxing gloves, please.

B: How would you like to pay?

A: Can I pay by credit card?

B: Certainly. That’s 100$. Could you sign here please?

A: Of course.

B: Thank you very much your receipt’s in the bag. 
Additional activity
