Money Matters
LESSON PLAN
This lesson is aimed at pre-intermediate students 

The lesson aims to: 

· raise students’ awareness of verbs which collocate with ‘money’ and give them practice of using them. 

· promote learner autonomy by encouraging the deduction of meaning of unknown lexis from context. 

· to facilitate oral speech skills by eliciting personal experience and knowledge; 
· to increase students’ speaking and writing skills; 
· to foster students’ cognitive and creative abilities; 
· to discuss money problems expressing personal attitude to the subject by preparing own presentations; 
·  to encourage students to further research Finance to broaden their minds. 
Procedure
1 Warming up. Students make some speculations about the picture (they guess the topic of the class “Money”, you may give them some hints by asking some questions on the items in the picture).
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2 Give the students the pictures. Tell them that you are going to read a short description of two brothers, and that all the pictures are somehow connected to the description. Ask them in pairs to predict what they are going to hear about. Elicit ideas.
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3 Read the text about John and his brother to the students and afterwards ask them to tell each other what the actual story was about. 
Text

John works in a shoe factory and earns £10,000 a year. His brother Paul is a business man in London and makes £60,000 a year. John saves nearly all of his wages and only spends a little on food, but Paul wastes all his money on gambling. 

They inherited £20,000 each from their grandfather 14 years ago and John invested his share in Nokia. Paul lost all his money at a casino. 

He often borrows money from John, but never pays him back so now he owes him a fortune. John is really lucky and he found £1,000 on the ground next to a cashpoint machine last week, when he was withdrawing some money. He invited Paul to his house to celebrate, but when he was there, John saw him stealing money from his wallet. John decided never to lend Paul money again.
4 Nominate stdents to tell the class about the significance of the pictures. E.g. “Who do you think the man in the first picture is?” “Why is there a picture of a casino?” 
5 Read the story to the students again and this time ask them to note down the verbs that are used in the text that collocate with ‘money’. E.g. spend, save. Tell them that there are 15 verbs. 
6 Ask them to compare their findings with a partner. 
 Tip: They will probably not have been able to get all of the verbs after one listening. 
7 Read the story one more time and ask students to check the verbs that they had heard and try to listen for more. 
8 Ask them to compare answers again. 
9 Elicit verbs from students and reveal them on an overhead transparency with the past simple and past participle forms. Drill the pronunciation of the verbs, but don’t get into the meaning of unknown vocabulary.

Tip: Tell them that they are going to try to discover the meanings for themselves in the next activity. (You can give them their own copy if you like) 
10 Give the students a copy of the story and the matching exercise. Ask the students to work individually and try to match the verbs with their definitions using the story as a context from which to deduce meaning.

Tip: Ask concept questions to check understanding. E.g. “If I waste money on new shoes, do I really need the shoes?” “If you borrow money from somebody, is it yours or do you have to give it back?”
12 Give out gap-fill exercise, which students complete in pairs. Check as a class.

13 Divide the class into groups of 3-4 students. 

You can either 
Give them the questions (worksheet 6) as prompts for discussion. Cut them up beforehand and ask them to look at one question at a time. Encourage students to ask further questions and not just give yes/no answers. 

Or 
You could stick the individual questions on the walls around the classroom and ask the students to take it in turns to go up to a question, memorise it, come back to their group and dictate it to them. (Running dictation) Once all the questions have been written down, they can discuss their answers. 
 Discussion questions 
1) Have you ever lost any money? 

2) How much money would you like to earn a year? 

3) Which company would you like to invest in now? 

4) Have you ever borrowed money and not paid it back? 

5) Is there anyone you don’t like lending money to? 

6) Have you ever found any money? Did you keep it? 

7) What did you last waste money on? 

8) Do you owe anybody money now? 

9) When did you last withdraw money from the bank? 

10) Has anybody ever stolen money from you? 

14 If you have time, you can have some class feedback: Students tell the class what the most interesting answers were in each group. 

15 Wrap up. Home asignment. Prepare a two-minute presentation on the history of money.
