 A very important teacher is a  preschool teacher. He or she is the person who can first teach young children things which will be necessary in their future lives.

The primary function of a preschool teacher is to teach young children basic skills that will help to develop their vocabulary, social interactions, music, art and dance appreciation, and to teach math, science and technology fundamentals to prepare them for regular school.

Preschool teachers teach children to recognize colours and shapes, numbers and letters. They read them books and tell stories, teach them songs and poems. But preschool teachers don't only teach children, they bring them up, develop their intellect, form their characters and attitude to other people.

Working with young children requires a lot of qualities. Preschool teachers must be friendly and  kind as well as experienced  and strict. They must know proper teaching methods and be able to discover children's abilities. They must know how to spark the children's interest, feed their natural curiosity and encourage them to learn. Preschool teachers must have a true love for children and their advancement, and serve as a friend, a guide and an educator.

Teaching small children can be exhausting as children have a lot of energy and enthusiasm. So preschool teachers must be patient, energetic and creative.

Future teachers should remember that teaching is a noble and complicated job that demands a lot of inner and outer efforts.

Woman’s work?
ToddlerWorld Nursery was delighted to employ a trainee – twenty-two-year-old Jonathan Brown – as their first male nursery schoolteacher. He was also the only man who applied for the job, but, insists Margery Bowman, head teacher of ToddlerWorld, by far the best applicant. ‘Both boys and girls will benefit from experience of having a male role model in the nursery’, says mother of two, Marjory.
Jonathan has always been interested in childcare. His own mother is a childminder and his father is a teacher. ‘I’ve always helped Mum with looking after all the children’, he says. ‘I’m used to changing nappies, feeding babies, reading stories and playing with Lego’.
But Jonathan is a rare male in a female world. Only 2% of nursery teachers are men and this hasn’t changed for ten years.  Roger Olsen of the National Nursery Trust said, ‘Men are often viewed with anxiety and suspicion in a children’s environment. Or they are expected to do things the way women would do them. But men bring different things into childcare and this has to be recognised’. Jonathan agrees. He is a qualified under-7s football coach, and plans to introduce football lessons to the nursery for boys and girls.

‘Actually, most of them are pretty cool about it now,’ he says, ’though they do make jokes about nappies. And I’ve found that girls are actually quite impressed – so that’s good!’

Successful preschool teachers are patient and enthusiastic; they’re also sensitive to individual student needs and cultural backgrounds and are willing to go the extra mile to be a good role model.
A preschool teacher’s duties are varied, but can include keeping records of each child’s progress, serving nutritious meals and snacks, and teaching good personal hygiene. Outside of the classroom, they often meet with parents to discuss each child’s progress. 

Being a preschool or kindergarten teacher can be quite challenging. Dealing with a classroom of small children demands a great deal of energy and enthusiasm. 
However, helping today’s young people develop and gain new skills that they’ll use throughout the rest of their lives makes a career in teaching a very fulfilling experience.
