·  The “Earth song” music video was made shot on four continents, all of which are in some form of distress created by men and his technology. Locations include:
The Amazon Rainforest:

A large part of this forest, as sing in this video no longer exists. It was destined totally destroyed within a week of this video shoot. The people featured here are native to the region and are not professional actors.

Croatia

The scenes were shot in the war zone with residents of the area.

Tanzania

This footage includes Masai in their own village. No animals were harmed in any way during the making of this music video. Shock footage of the actual inhumane treatment of animals was acquired from documents archives. It should be noted that while filming was in progress an Africa elephant (not pictured in the video) was killed by poachers within miles of the shoot.

New York

The forest fire scenes were created on a six acre outdoor set in a corn field in Warwick, New York. The shooting of the footage occurred within the same week as thousands of acres of forest on Long Island and New Jersey were destroyed due to arson.

· What is the Most Polluted City?

Mexico City, Mexico, has very high levels of sulfur dioxide, carbon monoxide and other poisonous gases. 

· 
What is the Most Chemically Polluted Town?

The Russian town of Dzerzhinsk is home to dozens of factories that produce chlorine, pesti​cides and chemical weapons. Greenpeace has declared Dzerzhinsk the site of the worst chemical pollution in Russia and its lake the most poisonous in the world. Average life expectancy in the town is just 42 for men and 47 for women.

· Where are the Lowest Ozone Levels?

The world's lowest ozone levels within the ozone layer were recorded in October 1993 over the South Pole, Antarctica.

· Where was the Worst Nuclear Reactor Disaster?

The world's worst ever-nuclear reactor disaster took place at Chernobyl No. 4 in the USSR (now Ukraine) in April 1986. Contamination was experienced over an area of 10,900 sq miles and about 1,7 million people were exposed to varying amounts of radiation.

· Where was the Most Acidic Rain?

It was recorded over the Great Lakes in the USA and Canada in 1982.

· Where is Most Paper Recycled?

In Germany, between 70 and 80 % of paper and cardboard is recycled after use.

· Where is the Most Organically Farmed Land?

10 % of the land in Austria is farmed organically.

· Where is the Highest Solar Energy Use?

In relation to its population, Switzerland uses more solar energy than any other country in the world. It is followed by Germany and Japan.

· Where is the Highest Glass Recycling Rate?

Switzerland leads the world in recycling glass, with an estimated 91 % of all glass products sold in the country being recycled after use. It is closely followed by Austria and Netherlands, which recycle over 80 % of all disposable glass.

· Where is the Biggest Landscape Restoration Project?
The current $8 billion project to restore as much as possible of the Everglades wetlands, Florida, USA, is the biggest ecological restoration project in history. The Everglades are the largest remaining subtropical wilderness in the USA.
· What world national parks do you know?

You've heard of people recycling everything from printer paper to your old jeans, but you can recycle nearly everything in your life. If it can't be reused, then it most likely can be recycled instead. 
· Car batteries and tires? Yes, those can be recycled. 
· Can you recycle your old roof shingles? Yes! 
· How about your shower curtain? Yes again! 
You have to know:
Recycling 1 ton of paper saves 17 trees, 2 barrels of oil (enough to run the average car for 1,260 miles), 4,100 kilowatts of energy (enough power for the average home for 6 months), 3.2 cubic yards of landfill space, and 60 pounds of air pollution.
