ТЕМА: Все про продукти. 
ПІДТЕМА: Покупки продуктів та приготування їжі.

ЗАДАЧІ: Контроль монологічного та діалогічного мовлення, аудіювання тексту «Продукти». Вивчаюче читання тексту про національні кухні різних країн*.
ПРАКТИЧНА МЕТА: проконтролювати вміння складати діалоги та розповіді за заданою ситуацією. Автоматизувати вміння вживати лексичні одиниці у фразових та надфразових єдностях. Активізувати вживання граматичної структури there is/are та займенників some/any. Вчити сприймати текст на слух, виділяючи специфічну інформацію. Вчити вивчаючого читання тексту*.

РОЗВИВАЮЧА МЕТА: розвивати мовну реакцію, уяву, довготривалу та короткотривалу пам’ять, вміння логічно, послідовно викладати думки іноземною мовою; розвивати слухову та короткотривалу пам’ять слуховий контроль, культуру читання.

ОСВІТНЯ МЕТА: розширювати діапазон знань учнів у галузі кулінарії та в області особливостей національних кухонь.

ВИХОВНА МЕТА: виховувати старанність, наполегливість у навчанні.

ОБЛАДНАННЯ: список слів-продуктів, список категорій продуктів, список виразів (подобається/не подобається), аудіозапис тексту «Продукти», демонстраційні стенди, тексти для читання*, рецепти блюд, контрольна картка для перевірки розуміння аудіювання, тематичний ілюстративний матеріал.

ХІД УРОКУ

І. ОГЛОШЕННЯ ТЕМИ, МЕТИ:

T.: Today we’ll speak about food. We “go shopping” for food, even “cook” something but first I want you to remember that the fourth Thursday of November is a very special day in America.
