1 To enrich pupils' knowledge in vocabulary, and to develop their habits and skills in using it in various exercises.

2 To develop pupils' language skills in hearing, reading, speaking dialogue and in writing.

3 To develop pupils' attention, memory and initiative.

4 To develop habits the automation in pronunciation of new words.

Procedure

1 Warming up activity
T: I'm glad to see you, friends. I like to play games very much. Listen to me and try to guess words which begin with a letter e. g. B. We will play Miss Bell's bag. I write the letter B on the board. The first team names an item for that letter scores a point and another for putting it in a correct sentence, e. g. In her bag Miss Bell has a banana.

Pronunciation drill

Material: A Rhyme. Children stand up.

Up, down, up, down, 1, 2, 3. Up, down, up, down, 1, 2, 3. Left arm, up, down. Right arm, up, down. Left arm, up, down. Right arm, up, down. Up, down, up, down, 1, 2, 3. Up, down, up, down, 1, 2, 3.

(The work is done in chorus and individually).

Teaching Vocabulary
a)
Presentation of new words, words-combination. Written representation of
words on the blackboard:

China, America, Egypt, England, Australia, city, come, from, Ukraine, Ukrainian, Chinese, American, Arabic, English, France, French.

b)
Assimilation of the Vocabulary.

1)
Pronunciation drill.

T: Listen to the words. Pronounce them in unison by imitating the pronunciation of the teacher, then individually and after that in unison again (Ex. 1, p. 56 - 57).

2)
Label the pictures, posters, word cards and hang political map.

T: Look at the pictures on the blackboard. Tell I come from and name the different countries. Then show the countries on the political map and name them. Work individually. Every pupil goes to the map and show the countries on the map and our own country.

3) Write down the new words into your vocabularies.

4) Read aloud the words of Ex. 2, p. 56 and make up sentences with them. Write them down into your exercise-books.

5)
Work in pairs (Ex. 2, p. 56). Make up dialogues. Some pairs of pupils go to
the blackboard and tell the dialogues.

4 Listening-reading practice
1) Listen to tape 41. Write the right letter in your textbooks. Listen two times if it needs.

2) Listen to tape 41. Read the text. Translate it. (Ex. 1, p. 56 - 57). Work individually.

5 Lesson summary
T: Have you learnt anything new for you at the lesson? Do you remember new words well? Let's remember them together. First we'll work in pairs and then in groups. Close your books and work in pairs. List orally all the words you can remember on the topic "Where do they come from?". After two minutes I will combine pairs into groups of four to compare and combine your lists. Then you'll have a competition between groups (which group can remember the most?).
