Хід уроку
1.INTRODUCTION (1 MIN)
Dear boys and girls! Today you will meet really wonderful creatures who live in a large and unusual town called English Grammar. You may ask me where this town is situated. It is far, far away from here in the middle of the Kingdom of His Majesty English Language. So you understand it is rather difficult to find the way to this Kingdom. I consider only magic can help us. First of all, we have to find a very special thing hidden in our classroom.
II. WARMING-UP (4 MIN)
Let's play "Treasure Hunt". It's time to choose two brave treasure hunters.

IV. LISTENING (4 MIN)
Dear children! Listen to the story which happened in Modal Lane on a fine spring day.

GRAMMAR TALE
5 respectable gentlemen Mr Must, Mr Can, Mr Could, Mr May and Mr Should live in Modal Lane. They are very different. Mr Must is tall and strict, he is proud of himself and likes to give orders:
· You must do it at once!
· You must not forget grammar rules! Englishmen like to give their houses some names, and Mr Must's house is called Obligation. Mr Can is young, sporty and strong. He likes to help people and to say what they can or can't do:
· He can swim like a fish.
· She can sing like a bird.
· I can't speak Italian.
Mr Can lives in a modern house called Ability.
Mr Could is Mr Can's brother, but he is much older. This gentleman is  short, round and kind. He likes to sit in his armchair and think of the past: I could jump like a kangaroo. But I couldn't dance well.
Sometimes he and the magic word.Please help people to ask for permission in a very polite way:-Could I have your pencil for a minute, please? Mr Could lives in an old house of great charm called Past Abilities. Mr May is gentle, merry and energetic. He opens any doors with his politeness: May I come in?
He lives in a nice house called Permission. Mr Should is very polite too and likes to help people by giving them advice:
-You should do morning exercises every day. You should eat fruit and vegetables. The name of his comfortable house is Advice.
All Modal Verbs like spring, and on a fine May afternoon Mr May invites his neighbors to have a cup of tea in his beautiful garden. The party goes well and Mr May does his best to please his guests, but that day Mr Must is in a very bad mood. At last he says:-I look at you and don't understand why people need you! Can, you are a boaster, you repeat time and again: "I can do this! I can do that!" You, Could, think only of the past, you are weak and old. May and Should, nowadays nobody needs your polite fuss! I am strong, all people do what I say! You are dull and boring, I am ashamed of such neighbors!
And Mr Must leaves the party with his nose up in the air.
Never mind! The weather is warm and fine, let's go to the seaside for a week or two. Maybe, our neighbor will understand his mistake and all will be well again.
So they pack their bags and go to the seaside. One by one all the inhabitants of the town get to know about the spoiled party and don't want to speak to Mr Must. And he stays all alone!

VII. SPEAKING (2 MIN)

 In Town
As you see, the town of English Grammar is quite unusual, but the road rules are the same as in our town. Look, there are some road signs and traffic lights in our magic box. Tell your friend what she should do or shouldn't do if she sees this or that sign. Of course, our friends Modal Verbs will be very helpful.
Teacher shows some road signs and traffic lights.Pupil work in pairs.
I can see a stop sign. You must stop.
It is a no-turn left sign. You shouldn't turn left.
It is a no-tum right sign. You can't turn right.
There is a no-entry sign. You can't go straight on.
It is a no-parking sign. You shouldn't park here.
Oh! The traffic light is red. You must stop.
Look! The traffic light is yellow. You should wait.
Oh, the traffic light is green. You can go.
XIII. ROLE-PLAY (4 MIN)
Can You Tell Me the Way?
Many people go to visit different cities or towns and often find themselves in a difficult situation because they don't know how to get to a post office, a supermarket, a museum or a gallery. As a rule, they ask passersby or policemen for help. Imagine, you are a policeman who helps a tourist to find his/her way in your town. Don't forget to use modal verbs.Three groups of pupils make up dialogues and act them.
Example:
Tourist: Excuse me, sir.
Policeman: Yes? Can I help you?
Tourist: I want to go to the post office. Can you 
tell me the way, please?
Policeman: Turn right. Take the first turning on 
the left and go straight on.
Tourist: Is it far away?
Policeman: No, it's just round the corner. You can't
 miss it.
IX. SUMMING-UP (2MIN)
Dear children! You have worked well today. You have visited just a small part of the large town of English Grammar and learned about the adventures of Modal Verbs. You will meet them again and they will help you to speak English better.
