Тема: Домогосподарювання. (Householding)

   Цілі: 

Практичні: організувати говоріння учнів у монологічній та діалогічній формах; організувати виконання граматичної вправи для автоматизації навичок вживання Present Perfect Continuous; практикувати учнів у зв*язних монологічних висловлюваннях; продовжувати навчати працювати в парах та групах; формувати навички аудіювання.

Освітні: розширювати загальний світогляд школярів шляхом ознайомлення з технологією приготування окремих страв.

Розвиваючі: формувати комунікативну й інформаційну компетенції учнів: вміння отримувати, обробляти та використовувати інформацію з різних джерел; розвивати уміння планувати мовленнєву поведінку, навички роботи в групі, сприяти розвитку мислення, пам’яті та уваги школярів. 

Виховні: підвищувати прагнення до вивчення англійської мови, до творчого втілення ідей, формувати кулінарні здібності та розуміння необхідності виконувати хатні обов’язки.

Тип уроку: комбінований, нетрадиційний – з елементами кулінарного шоу.
  Обладнання: телевізор, DVD програвач, відеоматеріали: уривок навчального відео “Dinner for two”, пісня “Helping hands”, реклама “Samsung”; роздруківки правил безпеки, назв електричних та не електричних приладів, схема “Present Perfect Continuous”, вікторина “Are you a chocoholic?”; інгредієнти для приготування бутерброду, чаю, коктейлю; пилосос, мікрохвильова піч, блендер, електричний чайник, тостер.

Greetings:  Good morning children! I’m glad to see you. Sit down please. Are you ready for the lesson? Let’s start our work. How are you, Stas? T→P1→P2→P3……
Aim: Well, today we’ll continue speaking about our home duties. We’ve going to watch the videos, listen to the advertisements about different household machines and of course we show how we can cook some dishes.
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Warming-up Yesterday I had a very hard day. I had a lot of homework. I cooked, I washed the dishes, cleaned the rooms, went shopping and ironed. I was very tired but nobody helped me. Usually my daughter helps me but yesterday she wasn’t at home. And what about you?

· What do you like doing?

· Have you got any household machines?

· Do you use household machines at home?

Check on homework: As we know we can use many household machines. We have lots of things at home which help us to do the work better, easier. Some machines need electricity to operate and some do not. Let’s name electrical goods and non-electrical goods. P1, P2, P3 ….   Let’s classify them:

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T: You have said that you used some of this household goods and now call the trends which have you got at home ( Atlant, Samsung, LG…….. )

T: And now I propose you to watch a little advertisement of one very famous trend of electric household machines. Watch and guess the name of this trend.
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T: Well and now we’ll listen to your advertisements. I know you have worked hard at home to prepare them. 
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Speaking T: Well, thanks for your interesting and useful information about household goods. All your advertisements about using these devices will be useful for all of us. And now let’s watch the funny video about one young man.

T: Tell me, why don’t we have to hurry up, when we cook? What can happening? ( There can be funny or terrible situations in the kitchen; the dishes can be bad or badly cooked). Can you cook yourselves? What can you cook?

T: Let’s show how you can cook cocktail, toasts, tea. But first let’s remember the rules of using the electrical devices safety.

· Don’t touch your electric devices when your hands are wet.

· Don’t leave any of them to switch on.

· Don’t go out while you are cooking.

· Don’t forget to switch off the electric devices after the cooking.

· And of course, wash your hands before you start cooking.

T: Well and now let’s start. Today Liera, Aliona and Serhii make a glass of cocktail; Stas, Max and Liz make the toasts; Alina and Inna make a cup of tea. And today we have one special guest. This is a young lady. She is Julia. Today she is a person who will taste all your dishes and tell us how you are good at cooking.
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T: Well, let’s start to make a glass of cocktail. (додаток 1)
T: Thank you, take your place. Julia, what about this glass of cocktail?

G: Mmmm.. what’s tasty! I like milk and ice-cream. Do you know that milkshakes are very useful for our health. In the 19th  and early 20th centuries, milkshakes were often reserved for ill members of the family. The cocktails, especially milk cocktails are very good for us. And this cocktail umbrella is very nice. I like it. This umbrella helps me to imagine the tropical paradises.

T: Well thanks for your good words about our cocktail and its decoration. Next let’s start to cook some toasts. Please the second group start to make your toasts. (додаток2)
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T:  Thank you, take your place. And we’ll cook today a cup of tea too. The third group shows us how they can make a cup of tea. (додаток3)
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T:   Thank you, take your place. Julia, can you tell us about the toasts and a cup of tea.

G: Mmm…. What a good smell of hot toasts! They are soft and crunchy! They are very tasty! I taste this cup of tea. It’s fantastic. By the way, for a healthy alternative, we can add honey instead of sugar. Besides, do you know which tea, they call an “English tea”? Yes, a very strong tea with milk is an “English tea”. Many famous English teas brands’ names are the surname of the families that make the mixture of tea. What a nice colour! It’s bright. It smells like fruit. It’s fruity. Thank you for this cup of tea and toasts and of course a glass of cocktail. You are the best cooks! Oh, I’m sorry! It’s a pity, but I must hurry up. I have spent my free time excellently however I must go to the conference. Thanks and good bye!

Rest time: T: What about having a rest time. Let’s a little relax. (відео-пісня)

Grammar:T: We’ve had a little rest and now let’s brush up our grammar. Tell me, what tense we use when we want to ask or say how long the action has been happening. Yes, you are right. Do you remember how we form Present Perfect Continuous tense. All right! And now open your pupil’s books at page 66. Let’s read the task of the exercise 1. Open your exercise-books, write down the date. And do this exercise in writing. Give me your copy-books.

Surveying: T: And now we have some minutes. Let’s have a talk about your favourite dish. Have you got Inna your favourite dish? And what about you Stas? Serhii? Liza? Well I have my favourite dish too. It’s chocolate. I love chocolate! I eat it every day. Usually I have chocolate biscuits and chocolate milk or a chocolate bar. And what about you? Let’s do a little survey “ Are you a chocoholic?” I’ll give you only 2 minutes. You have to answer the questions “yes” and then we find out which member of your form is the biggest chocoholic. These are the questions, you’ll work in groups. How many “yes” answers have you got? You see that Liza is the biggest chocoholic. Liza especially for you I’ve prepared a small bar of chocolate.

If you want to make a cup of tea you should:

· Take an electric kettle and some water;

· Pour some water into the kettle; 

· Boil these water;

· Take a teapot; 

· Put some tea into the teapot;

· Pour boiled water into the teapot;

· Wait 1 or 2 minutes;

Pour some tea into a tea cup;

· Add some sugar.

And your tea is ready!

Enjoy your tea!

If you want to make a toast you should:

· Take some slices of white bread;

· Put them into the toaster;

· Wait for 1 or 2 minutes;

· Slice a cucumber, cheese and sausage;

· Spread some butter on the toast;

· Put sliced sausage, cheese and cucumber on a toast;

· Add parsley.

The toast is ready!
