 Objectives:   -  to brainstorm for film types;

-  to present new vocabulary;

-  to consolidate new vocabulary through role play;

-  to involve students into reading, writing, listening and communicative  
   activities;

-  to develop students’ thinking, memory, imagination, attention and 
   creativeness;

-  to discuss the problem.

Procedure.

1. Introduction.
