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Objectives:


1.  To develop pupils' habits in pronunciation of new words.


2.  To develop pupils' language skills in hearing, reading, speaking (both monologue and dialogue) and in writing.

3.  To develop language activity.


4.  To develop pupils' outlook.

5.  To develop pupils' attention, memory and initiative.


Aids:

· Visual materials "Countries" (7 pictures);

· posters;

· textbook;

· flash cards;

· word cards;

· political map;
· tapes of music of different countries.
Lesson Structure:

1. Warming up activity.
2. Pronunciation drill.

3. Communicative Practice.

4. Lesson summary.

5. Homework.

Procedure

1.  Warming up activity
T: Hello, everybody! I'm glad to see you, my friends. I like to play games very much. Let's play a word game. I write a letter on the blackboard, e. g. D. Let's think of a word beginning with "d". Elicit, e. g. doll. I write it down and point to the last letter. Let's think of a word beginning with "l". Elicit, e. g. leg. I write it down and continue until I'll have eight words on the blackboard. Let's make eight sentences with these words. Children work in groups or in pairs.
2.  Pronunciation drill
Material: A Rhyme. Children stand up.

Left arm, left arm.

Up down, up down.

Right arm, right arm.

Up down, up down.

Left leg, left leg.

Up down, up down.

Right leg, right leg.

Up down, up down.

Girls on the left.

Boys on the right.

We're on the left.

We're on the right.

Pull, pull, pull, pull, Pull!

(The work is done in chorus).

3.  Communicative Practice
a) T: Listen to tape 41 (Ex. 1, p. 56 – 57) and look in your books. You have to refresh your memories. Follow the text. Say the speech bubbles, choose one of these characters. Pupils speak about the boys and girls from different countries in turn. In this time we listen to national music. (Pupils wear national clothes and have the symbols of Ukraine, Chine, America, Egypt, England, Australia, France). Show me the countries at the political map and their capitals. Thank you.
b) Let's work in pairs. Ask and answer the questions: Who speaks English? What does Li speak?  What do you speak? Where does Todd live?
Write down your answers in your exercise-books. Some pupils go to the blackboard and write some answers.

c) Children, let's play in pairs. (Children have cards which I have copied). They put the cards face down on the table at random. One player turns over a card and says, for example. He comes from America, or she speaks Arabic. He / she turns over another card hoping to find the matching boy or girl (She comes from America or He speaks Arabic). If he / she is not successful, the cards are turned face down again. The other player then tries to find a matching pair. When someone find a pair, they keep it. Players must make a sentence every time they turn over a card. The winner is a player with most pairs of cards at the end.
4.  Lesson summary
T: Have you learnt anything new for you at the lesson? Do you remember new words: countries and languages well? Tell me please what ending has the verb in the third person in singular? Let's remember it. (Repeat the verbs in unison She lives, She comes).
5.  Homework – Ex. 2, p. 56 (in writing); Workbook Ex. 1, 2, p. 63 (in writing).
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
