Цілі:

практична: узагальнити та закріпити лексико-граматичний матеріал (Passive Voice, Present Perfect); тренувати учнів в аудіюванні та читанні; формувати навички діалогічного та монологічного мовлення у парній та груповій роботі; практикувати учнів в письмі;
розвивальна: розвивати мовну здогадку та мовленнєву реакцію учнів, вміння характеризувати літературних героїв; довготривалу та оперативну пам'ять; стимулювати логічне мислення, уяву; розширювати загальний світогляд;

виховна: виховувати любов до літератури як культурної спадщини та джерела знань; прагнення до пізнання нового, незвіданого, толерантність до чужої думки під час проведення дискусії; повагу до дружби, вчити цінувати справжні людські цінності.
Обладнання: магнітофон, тематичні постери, плакати, виставка книг, портрети зарубіжних письменників, вислови відомих людей, роздавальний матеріал, презентації, підстановочні таблиці, мікро діалоги, «золоті правила» та прислів’я про книги.
