3. Аудiювання тексту та опис осенi. Now I’d like you to listen to music and to look at these pictures.

What have they in common? How are they connected? What association do they recall?

Right, they are about autumn. What can you say about this season?

       It is autumn. September, October and November are autumn months. At the beginning of autumn the weather is usually fine. It is cool in the morning but it is usually warm in the daytime. The sky is blue. We can see web everywhere. This period of autumn is called “Indian summer”. 

       By the way, do you know the origin of this expression? So listen.

      The expression “Indian summer” has been used for more than two centuries. You know that the American continent was discovered by Christopher Columbus and populated by the Europeans from different countries: Germany, France, Britain. The native Americans – Indians resisted this colonization. They waited for the weather to become sunny and mild and then Indian raiding parties attacked colonists. At those times Indian summer referred to a January thaw: the snow melted, and it was very difficult for the colonists to track Indians to their winter camps. That’s why summer-like weather in the late autumn and mid winter was called an Indian Summer. Nowadays in our region we refer it to September and October and we like this period of time very much.

      Answer my questions: How many centuries has this expression been used?

On what continent did it originate? 

Who were the Colonists?

Who were the native Americans?

Did they live in peace?

When did Indians make their attacks on the Colonists?

Was it in summer? When was it?
