1.  INTRODUCTION

Teacher: Are all present? May I begin? O.K.

Today is a beautiful weather, isn’t it? P.7. For me Beauty is a harmony in everything: in thoughts, in feelings, in love.

Teacher. So many people –so many thoughts. But tell me please, can you remind any examples from literature, connected with our today’s theme? We have examined the whole school program & found many books on this topic. Our teacher of World literature will help us.

    You have learnt this novel at your lessons of World literature. So, I wish you to review some facts about the author of this novel.

Pupil.  (presentation)
 Oscar Wilde ( 1854- 1900)
He was born in Dublin in Ireland. He went to university at Trinity College Dublin& Oxford and then moved to London.

      As a young man, Wilde was brilliant & excentric, with his long hair & extravagant clothes. He began writing poetry,but his most famous works are plaus, especially comedies like “Lady Windermer’s Fan”(1892)  and “The Importance of being Earnest” (1895) or the more serious one- “Salome” (1894).

     Like his conversation, his plays were full of quick humour. But his career was stopped by a scandal. He was sent into prison for homosexuality. When he came out of a prison, he moved to Paris and died a broken man.

     “The portrait of  Dorian Grey” is his only novel, but it is a brilliant one about moral decadence.
  Teacher.

So, you see,what an unusual personality used to be O. Wilde. But I think, all talented people must differ from us, ordinary people. 
Well, now let’s come back to our novel. Look at this picture. This is the main character of the story. Do you remember his name? Of course, Dorian Grey. Let’s revise some facts from the book.

( Sequence of tenses).

· Are you ready? Let’s check up your tasks. Name the letters. O.K.

· And now look at the blackboard & correct the mistakes, if  any were done. Thank you, Pavlo. Your mark will be….

· So you see, that for our “beautiful Dorian” the only one important thing has left in his life -_his beauty. Yes, he stayed handsome for a long time,but is he really happy about it? I don’t think so. For some people beauty is the gift, for others- it’s a test. Because beauty without morality is nothing. It could only destroy human’s soul, hurt other people, their feelings and even kill them (like Basil). What for was Dorian’s beauty, when he always lived frightened that someone discovers his secret. Maybe, he understood it himself  at the end of his life &  wanted to break up that charming circle. He wanted to destroy the portrait, which destroyed his soul, but … mysteriously  killed himself.

He fell in love with himself, admired his own beauty so much, that he didn’t want to divide it with other people. That’s why the God punished him and turned him into a flower, so that the other people could enjoy his beauty as well.
Or, another story-myth about Pigmalion. He created a very beautiful statue, named Galatea, and fell in love with it. But he didn’t want  the cold statue, he needed someone alive: a real person with real feelings. And the God helped him & made the statue alive.

So,you can see that the God helps people if they are worth of it.    

Though we can’t tell it about our  Dorian. He used to be a bad boy & was punished for all his sins.
So, I wish you to be beautiful in everything. As Chekhov said:” Everything must be beautiful in a person: a soul, a body, eyes and even thoughts.”
