Хід уроку

I.1.Привітання.

Good afternoon boys and girls. I’m glad to see you.

      I have brought something interesting for you in this box. What do you think is it? You

may ask me only general questions.
         P1: Is this a toy?
         P2: Is it big?
         P3: Is this a book?
         P4: Is this a picture (postcard)?
         T: Yes, you are write. It is a postcard.

T: Do you know what song it is? It’s the traditional English Christmas song “Jingle Bells”.

is “New Year’s and Christmas traditions”. 

T: Your home task was to prepare postcards.

      Not all English people celebrate New Year. Those who do celebrate it on the 31 th of December. A lot of people go to Trafalgar Square to see the Christmas tree.         Pantomimes are plays before Christmas, usually for children. They are based on fairy tales, such as Cinderella or Aladdin, and mix comedy, song and dance.

        Christmas Day is observed on the 25th of December. On Christmas Eve everything is in rush. People get ready to see the holiday. They decorate their homes, arrange Christmas cards on shelves and tables and hang a bunch of mistletoe under which the boys kiss girls. They are busy cooking  a turkey and baking Christmas pudding. Children wake up early to find a stocking full of small presents on their bed. Other presents, opened when everyone is together, are arranged around the Christmas tree.

       Boxing Day, on the 26th of  December, is the day when people visit their friends, go for a drive long walks or just spent it in front of the TV recovering from Christmas Day.

       In Scotland  and the North of  England people go first footing on New Year’s morning. They call at friend’s houses, trying to be the first person through the door after midnight. To symbolize good luck, the visitor carries a piece of coal and a glass of water. The luckiest type of first footer is a tall, dark man.

Engl. pupil: I know that Christmas in England and Ukraine doesn’t coincide?
· We celebrate Christmas on the 7th of January.
Engl. pupil: What is the usual meal for this holiday?
· The meal is traditionally meatless, and milk – free. The most well known dishes are

“holubtsi”, “varenyky”, “kutia”.

Engl. pupil: What is “kutia” made of?
· It is a dish of honey, poppy seeds and wheat kernels boiled in pure rainwater.

Engl. pupil: What is the main feature of Christmas?
· It’s caroling. Listen to one of them. Let’s sing:Учні співають.Do you like it?
P1: But our time is up. Thank you. Good-bye.

Christmas.
