Procedure

I. Introduction
T: Good morning boys and girls! Nice to see you!

Pupils answer the questions

III. Warm –up

T: Listening to you, I might think that you like summer! And tell me please, why do you like it?

Students a re asked to create an association bush connected with the word “ Summer”

Sample

· games

· sun

· friends

· holidays

· travelling

Students may cry out the words and the teacher writes them at the board.

T: Thank you very much! And now let’s start our summer party!

Children are dressed up, they’ve got funny summer costumes. They are divided into two teams.

IV. Main part.

T: The first task! Look at the screen and guess, What word is hidden there.

1.Rebus


2. Dialogues
Two members from each team go to the blackboard and receive the task. They must make up the dialogues. The first pupil receives dialogue “ Meeting”, the second – “  Friends”.
Pupils are given 5 minutes to make up the dialogues.

3. “ Sit down”. Game
4 children run around 3 chairs, when the teacher says “ Sit” the must sit on the chair. Who is the last one, adds out, and the teacher take one chair away. Wins the last one!

4. Riddles

Teacher reads the riddles, children guess.

5. Listening. Guess the song and show it!
