I. Introduction. Greeting and the Theme.  
T: Dear friends! I’m very glad to see you. First of all I would like you to greet our guests and tell them some kind words.

T: Everybody knows that we’ve sung in Latin the international anthem of the students. But the first and very important step to be a student for every person is, of course, to get school education. Nowadays, as you know, many Ukrainian school leavers prefer to get education abroad. And I think it’s high time to speak about schooling abroad and find out the differences (or peculiarities ) and similarities of our and their school systems.That is why the theme of our lesson is “School Education in Great Britain, the USA and Ukraine” and
 the motto is “The fate of our nation depends on the education of youth.” (Aristotle)
During the lesson I’d like you to think about the answers to these questions:

T: Let’s start to speak about education in Great Britain. My pupils have prepared the information and some presentations which are devoted to our lesson.
    -----( the presentation about the system of education in Great Britain )---------

P1:  You know, friends, the system of education in Great Britain is rather complicated and differs greatly from our system of education. First of all the pupils in all schools of Great Britain have classes in the morning and after dinner. But they do not have classes on Saturday. In the morning they have classes in main subjects such as Mathematics, History, English, French, Biology, Technology and others. In the afternoon they have classes of Physical Education, Art, Music.
P2: The classes in English schools start at 8.30. The classes start from registration where pupils have to be marked of their presence at school. After this all pupils together with the teachers have assembly. At the assembly the principal of the school puts different kinds of tasks for classes and gives recommendation for the pupils or tells about the plans for the coming day. At 9.00 the classes start.
P3: English schoolchildren study a lot of subjects at their schools. But the subjects differ greatly in different types of schools. So there are private and state schools in Great Britain. In state schools they study all subjects which are necessary for receiving the secondary education. The second foreign language in most of English schools is French. Latin is learnt as well because it is considered to be the main language from which English and French were developed. Such subject as Technology includes learning of Information and computer Classes. Art includes learning of Music, Culture, different art schools and artists. English students have also sex education in their time table.
P4: Learning at English schools starts from the age of 3-5 ( pre – school education ). 47% of small children attend private schools of pre –school education and 20% start school at the age of 5. After getting pre-school education English children have the first standard test which determines what type of school should be chosen for the child for further learning. At the age of 11-16 English schoolchildren go to the secondary school.
P5: Secondary schools in Great Britain are subdivided into independent, comprehensive, middle, grammar and secondary modern schools. After finishing primary schools, which are subdivided into independent and state primary schools, the English schoolchildren have the second standard test. After the getting secondary education English schoolchildren receive the certificate of a secondary education after passing the third standard test. At the age of 16-18 English young people can go to the 6-th form college for further education.
T: Dear friends!

You have just listened to the information about the system of education in Great Britain. Now you may ask different questions all the members of the class and maybe to get to know more about schools and education in Great Britain.

P1: How do you think, is it too difficult for small children to have the standard test at the age of 5-11?
P2: What similar subjects with Ukrainian schoolchildren do English schoolchildren study?

P3: What is the Eleven Plus examination?

It is an examination for children who are 11 years old or a little older (eleven plus some months) in English and Arithmetic. There is also intelligence testing. Each boy or girl was given a printed test paper: 100 questions and 5 answers to each question. The time was limited. All the examinations were in a written form.
P4: Is it too difficult for the English schoolchildren to stay at school the whole day?

P5: Are they punished for not doing their home task?

-Yes, they are. 

P1: They are. Schools usually use a range of punishments for breaking school rules.

1. Lines is the practice of making a student write something. Originally they write some phrase a certain number of times.
2. Detention is the practice of making a student study at a time when they usually do not study. It may be during the school day, after the school day, or on €a non-school day ( normally Saturday). It can last from a few minutes to an hour or more.
3. Report. Students who do not work hard could be reported (often weekly) to parents and | or tutors.
4. Suspension is the procedure of taking a student from normal classes. Long ago the student was sent home, but nowadays in school suspension is practiced, when the student is separated from their class but still taught in the school. It may last from one day to several weeks.
5. Expulsion is not letting a student come to school for some time. This is the most serious punishment. It may last from one day to a year.

6. Other punishments may include a warning, loss of privileges, additional homework, confiscation (taking away the things that are not allowed at school), chores, being positioned at the front of the class and standing in the corner.
P5: Are there schools for boys only and for girls only?
----Yes, there are.

T: And now let’s listen to the information about Ukrainian schools
My pupils have prepared interesting information about the system of education in Ukraine.

P1:  I would like to tell you that the system of education in Ukraine has greatly changed since the time of independence of Ukraine. A lot of new educational establishments have appeared in regional cities and in the capital of our country. Many of them are private where the students have to pay a lot of many for the learning. Most of the high educational establishments have the names of Universities instead of old Institutes. The students have to pay for the learning at these educational establishments but there are departments which are free of charge for some students.
P2: The system of secondary education in Ukraine undergoes changes. Today we have a twelve mark system of appraisal of the student’s knowledge. Different Ukrainian secondary schools have new system of teaching for their students. But in general the system remains the same. We have classes from morning till afternoon, in most of the schools there are classes on Saturday.
The buildings of schools in most provincial towns and villages are old and need repair.

P3: If you have a look at our school building it is not so new, but I am sure you have enjoyed our repairing on the ground floor.

   ---------( text from our textbook “Schooling in Ukraine” )
T: As you see the information about education in Ukraine was taken from different sources and it is rather new and interesting. So you may ask some questions about education in Ukraine.
P1: Is the twelve-mark system of appraisal of the student’s knowledge effective?

--Yes, it is.

P2: Is it possible to have 10-15 pupils in Ukrainian state school in the nearest future?

--- Of course.  Look at us! There are only 8 pupils in our class.

P3: Are Ukrainian schools provided enough with textbooks and modern equipment?

----It is difficult to answer correctly. From the one hand, we have got some textbooks, but from the other hand they are too difficult to the average student.
P4: Can a school-leaver from a Ukrainian school enter any high educational establishment abroad?
--All depends how much many he or she has got.

T: Thank you for your answers and listen the report about education in the USA

P1: The USA is a far away country and we have already learnt many things about it. Now we want to give you some information about education in the USA.
P2: There are many private schools in the USA today, it is very expensive to study at. There are many expensive schools, Beverly Hill, for example. The students’ body consists of people of different nationalities who came to live in the USA from different countries of the world. They came to this country with their parents with poor knowledge of English. So first of all they had to do their best for learning the language. The schools are financed by the state but mostly they are financed from municipal budgets. Most of the schools are well equipped €and have all necessary for teaching the students.
The education in the USA starts from the nursery school – kindergarten. Mostly of these educational establishments are private. The classes at American school are called grades. So after getting the elementary education the American children go to study to the junior high school where they study to the fifth grade. After that they go to study to a middle or secondary school where they study to the ninth grade. The further education depends on many aspects: student’s ability, desires, money, etc. So after the ninth grade the American students may choose 4 year High School.
P3: There are many common features between the schools of Ukraine, Great Britain, the USA. The student at all schools study at the Humanities and Science. They come to school, do their homework, go in for sports, play different national games. They are controlled by their parents and teachers. In the USA the system of appraisal of the student’s knowledge is quite different from the Ukrainian one. This system is called the rating system. The main task for the American student is to be in the list of the first tens from the grade on the level of knowledge in all subjects     he/ she studies. There are four levels of educational achievements at American school: A.B.C.D
where level A is considered to be the highest and level D- the lowest.

P4. Testing at all levels and in all types of educational establishment has already become traditional. It makes possible to check the level of knowledge for a short period of the time. TOEFL TEST in English is well known all over the world. The American students have the possibilities for going in for sport, so there are different sport teams almost at school and colleges of the country. There was an interesting investigation about the level of knowledge of American and Ukrainian student. The experts came to the conclusion that the level of knowledge of Ukrainian students in all subjects is higher but the American students are better in practical usage of their knowledge in real life. To my mind our student study a lot of subjects which develop their intellect but these subjects do not give them practical advice.

P:  American students, by nature, are louder than Ukrainians so their teachers often spend more time on discipline.

P: Another big difference between Ukrainian and American schools is the concept of “failing”. Unlike Ukrainians if an American student makes F (60% or below) in a class he or she must repeat the class.
P: In comparison with the USA in Ukraine there is a class formed out of a certain amount of students and they often study together during all the school years. But in the USA every time you come to class with different people.

P: In contrast to Ukraine American students are given the possibility of having all the selected subjects the same every day during the whole year.
