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Lesson in the 6th B form

Topic: Geographical position of Ukraine

Aim: to revise the topical vocabulary, to train the usage of Passive Voice, to practice in reading the text to get the detailed information, to develop speaking skills; to develop all kinds of memory, attention, language guess, to cultivate the feeling of being proud of the native country.

Type of the lesson: combined.

Objects: HO1 “Quiz”, HO2 “Fill in the gaps”, HO3 “Situations”, a map of Ukraine, a table “Passive Voice”

Structure

I. Organization moment

1. Greeting

2. Announcing the topic and aim of the lesson.

T: Today we’re going to have an unusual lesson. Have you got any ideas what kind of lesson it will be?

(Pupils’ answers)

We’ll have a show. Listen to the music and guess what is the name of our show? Maybe you have seen this show on TV?

Right. It’s called “I Love Ukraine”. You’re going to learn about Ukraine, its geographical position, climate, population by playing as the proverb says “All work and no play makes Jack a dull boy”.

Before a start of our show let’s join into groups and choose a captain (pupils choose the colourful hearts).

 3. Phonetic drill.

T: Speaking about Ukraine we should remember that it’s our home. So, what proverbs do you know about our Motherland as our home?

││ There is no place like home. (Motherland, northern southern)

││ He, who loves not his land, can love nothing. ( thin, thick, everything, anthem) 

Well done. You’ve got your points.

4. Warm up. 

T: You know, you can show your love to your country in different ways: 1 – you should study well, 2 – you should know about your country as much as possible to popularize its culture, traditions, achievements among the different people if you go to other countries.

By the way, what do know about Ukraine from the lessons of Ukrainian literature or History? 

Start your sentence with the structure “As far as I know,….”

Now let’s do a quiz to find out how good you know about your country.

T: Imagine you’ll have a test about Ukraine on Geography tomorrow. You’re nervous. Beg your friend to ask you questions about it to check your knowledge.
