Objectives: practicing the use of tag questions,
 teach students to make an offer and suggestion,

developing speaking habits.
The procedure of the lesson.

 T. Today we are going to make a lot of dialogues and practice different conversational patters. What these patterns mean I want you  to guess.

I.Warm up activity.

On the board  there are  letters in different colours. The students have to make two words using these letters.

 

T. You see the letters on the board. Can you make two words using these letters.

Answer: offer  suggestion

T. Today we are going to remember how to make OFFERS and SUGGESTIONS and how to respond them.

II. Revision of the conversational patterns:

The tables with the words is on the board;

1. Sts. read the offers and suggestions and give the response.

2. Sts. are shown the pictures and they have to make an offer or suggestion on the situation. 

The student, who gives the respond, chooses the card with + (to agree) or – (to  refuse).
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e.g.  1. - Shall we go to the cinema?
          - I’m sorry but I cannot. I have my Music lesson.
        2 -How about  swimming?
          -That’s a good idea.
III. Tag questions (revision)

1. T. In dialogues we often use tag questions when we want to check if something is true, or when we think the person we are talking to will agree with us.

            Will you finish the questions? And agree with the idea.


Sts. In pairs finish the questions and give “yes” answer.
