The beginning of the lesson

1.Organizational  moment;
Teacher’s  greetings.

- Hello, dear children.- I’m happy to greet you at our English lesson.

Now, children, look at this nice meadow.What flowers can you see? (snowdrops- first spring flowers). Go to the board, choose one flower, read a word and make up a sentence about spring. Well done. Really spring is a marvelous season.It is loved by children and grown-ups.

2. Warming-up –let’s begin our lesson.   I want you to start from the poem: What grammar material is used in this poem?

If I were a pirate,
I would welcome you aboard 

I would show you my pirate hat

And my shiny metal sword.

Try to imagine what you would be if you were a pirate.( If I were a pirate  I would *attack and sink the ships*  sit on the beach   and look at the sea.*be the happiest person in the world *fight with my enemy with swords *find an island and enjoy myself there *steal cargoes  and treasure *be fearless fighter *hide my treasure chest in the secret place *search for other pirates’ treasure   *sail all round the world)
  Great! You have brilliant imagination.

  Teacher: What do you know about pirates?  What part of the world was a paradise for pirates in the 16-17 centuries? Why? (attacked, sank, stole) What did they have in their chests?  What famous pirates do you know? Do you like films about pirates?  Do you have nightmares about them?

What is the topic of our lesson? Right you are. Today we are going to speak about brave pirates   and their treasure.
The main part of the lesson
1. Are you ready for unforgettable adventure of a lifetime? Then we are all aboard and full steam is  ahead. We are looking for buried treasure.
