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My  Room

Objectives: 

· To focus pupils’ attention on words  and  word combinations on the topic; encourage them to guess meaning of new words using pictures, from the context;

· To develop pupils’ listening and reading skills;

· To review grammar material (the prepositions of place) and apply the knowledge by doing grammar exercises.

               Procedure
I. Introductory part.
1. Greeting.

2. Explaining the aim of the lesson.

T: The topic of our lesson is “ My room”(slide 1). We’ll revise the word on the topic you have already known and we’ll learn the new ones. We’ll read texts on the topic, watch a video and of course, we’ll play a bit.

II. Main part of the lesson.
1. Phonetic drills.

T: We start our lesson with improving your  phonetic skills. Listen for the difference in pronunciation between live, leave and like. Now listen, repeat each word and tick the sound you hear. (Track 16)

2. Presentation of the vocabulary.

3. Listening practice.
· T: Now listen to me and try to guess what I am speaking about. (slide 2)

When we are in a room we can look out of it. There are three of them in our classroom.  (window)

It is a piece of cloth we put on a window. (curtain)

We sit at it when we do our homework. (desk)

It is on the wall, usually above the desk. We put our books, copy-books  and sometimes small toys on it. (shelf)

It’s a kind of a big picture or a photo. We put it on the wall or on the door. (poster)

We sleep on it. (bed)

We put our clothes in it. (wardrobe)

It’s a very comfortable chair. (armchair)

We use it when it is dark in the room. (lamp)

We put it on the floor, sometimes on the wall. (carpet)

4. Reading practice.

·  Presentation of  unknown word combinations  (slide3)
T: Do you know what the following word combinations  mean? (Move to a new flat; share a room)
· T: A little boy Tom, who is only 6 years old, has moved to a new flat and he writes a letter to his grandmother. He describe his room. But he does not know the spelling of some words and he draws pictures instead of them. Let us help his grandmother read this letter. (slide 5)

5. Revising of grammar material (prepositions of place).

           T: To describe a room we need to use prepositions of place. Look 

           at the screen and read after me. (slides 5-13)

6. Watching of a video.
· T: Let us watch a short cartoon. Pay attention to the prepositions of place. (http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=kQPcKO4DlMc)
· T: You have to feel in the gaps with the prepositions from the box.(slide 14)

7. Relaxation. 

T: Are you tired? Let us have a rest. Listen to “The preposition dance” and move. (http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=9vphZwqus5E)
8. Speaking practice.
· T: Look at the screen. (slides16, 17) This room is very tidy. This room is very messy. There are some pictures of rooms on the blackboard. (Addition 2)  Is this room tidy (messy)?
· T; Choose the picture you like best of all and describe it. (Pupil’s answers).
9. Reading practice.

· T: We continue our lesson with two short texts on the topic. Listen to the first one, follow it in you books and then answer my questions. (Track 15)
Kenny’s room is usually very tidy. Kenny spends a lot of time in his room because he’s got everything he needs there. He’s got all his books on the shelves and of course, his computer. Kenny loves his computer and when he’s got some free time he always uses it. He watches DVDs on it, listens to CDs, surfs the Net and best of all, he plays computer games. His friends often visit him and they play games together.

· T: Answer my questions. Is Kenny’s room tidy or messy? (It is usually very tidy.) What has he got in his room? (He’s got his books and his computer.)  Where has he got all his books? (He’s got all his books on shelves.) What does he do with his friends? (They play computer games.)

· Listen to the second text and follow it in your books. 

Chloe shares her room with her two goldfish and her hamster. Nobody ever visits her because there’s nowhere to sit. Se wants to tidy her room but she just hasn’t got any time. Her clothes and magazines are everywhere. She’s got lots of posters of her favourite pop stars on the walls. She loves pop music.
