Мета уроку:

Практична: розвивати навички читання і слухання; тренувати учнів в монологічному, діалогічному мовленні; удосконалювати вміння логічного викладення думки, вираження своєї власної, робити висновки: удосконалювати вміння вживати Subjunctive Mood II; вивчити структуру абзаца. 
Розвиваючі: розвивати увагу, логічне мислення, світогляд учнів за рахунок інформації, здобутої за допомогою англійської мови;

Виховні: виховувати свідоме ставлення до навчання, до проблем, пов'язаних із харчуванням, вдосконалювати англійську мову, вживаючи ідіоми.

Objectives

· Practical: to train in listening and reading comprehension; to develop communicative skills, using active lexis on the topic, to work with video material, to gain pupils' experience be finding necessary materials from various sources; to study the structure of the paragraph, to develop skills of usage of Subjunctive Mood II.
· Educative: to teach pupils to work in groups and pairs, to motivate them in expressing their own opinions and views on the topic, to teach to make the conclusions.
· Social: to develop pupils' culture of eating, improve the knowledge of English and the usage of the idioms.
Resource used: hand-out materials, tests, CDs, a DVD, a computer, textbooks.

Procedure

I.
Greeting.

T. Good morning students! It's a nice day for a nice lesson today. Who is on duty? Make a report, please.

A student makes the report about the day, date, absent students, weather.

II. Warm up.

T. If we paraphrase a proverb 'Every country has its customs' and adopt it to our topic, we will have the next - 'Every country has its cuisine'. Well, how should we understand such a variant of the famous proverb?

Students' possible answers: There are particular dishes in particular countries. 

Every nationality has its likings and dislikings. 

They have different ways of cooking. 

They have different food taboos.

Countries differ one from another that is why there are specialties.

III. Proclamation of the aim of the lesson.

T. The aim of today's lesson is to sum up the results of working on the topic "National Cuisine". Today you will:

IV. Main part.

1.
T. Well, today we have some presentations prepared by your classmates. Let’s watch them and then analyze.

Students show their presentations on the topic "Restaurants".

After watching students are proposed to ask some questions, they analyze the work.

Possible students' comments: Students kept their voice deep and slow.

Students used short sentences and simple vocabulary.

Students addressed all the people in the class.

Students used visual aids.

Students didn't read from the prepared scripts.

2.
T. So you see the students have presented their restaurants with different cuisines.
Some people like it some don't. Let's watch what British teenagers like to eat and
what they don't.

•
Pre-watching activity. The students get hand-out material 1 where they can see the pictures of the young people and their statements which are mixed.

T. First, look through the task and tell me if there are any difficulties.

· Watching the video ("'Window on Britain", topic "Food", sequence 4). While watching the students match the pictures with the statements.
· After watching activity. Check the answers with the class.
3.
T. All right. You see they like different food and dishes. But as you know the
variety of them is much wider. And now to make sure in it we will work in pairs.
Here you have hand-out material 2, look through it, please....

(Make sure the students understand the task)

T. Is everything clear for you? You have to full fill the table with the information your partner has but you don't. Complete it with the names of the countries, dishes and ingredients.

The students are doing the task.

T. Are you ready? Now choose the most interesting dish and tell us what you would cook, for example, for your birthday party if you had the ingredients? 

The students speak about their choice, using Subjunctive Mood II.

4.
T. Was it difficult for you to do these exercises?
Possible students' answers: No.

Not really.

Maybe a little bit.

It was as easy as a pie. 

T. Very nice! How do we call the phrase you have just said? 

St. It was an English idiom.

T. Exactly! We have learnt many of them and now we will have a competition. Here you have the sets of idioms and their definitions (hand-out material 3). You have to match them.

Students do the task in 3 groups.

(every five pairs of the idioms are cut into pieces and mixed)

	It’s a hot potato
	there's a delicate issue and people can't agree

	Like two peas in a pod
	two people look very similar

	He's a bad egg
	we want to say that someone is bad or dishonest

	Don't put all your eggs in one basket
	It means you should never rely on only one plan - in case it goes wrong.

	He got egg on his face
	someone makes a mistake which makes him look stupid

	To be full of beans
	someone is full of energy

	I haven't got a bean
	you have no money at all

	To go bananas
	someone is very emotional and starts shouting and behaving in a crazy way

	It's a case of sour grapes
	somebody pretends not to be impressed by something because they are jealous

	A second bite of the cherry
	we try to do something a second time because we failed at first

	It's as easy as pie
	something is very easy

	Pie-eyed
	someone is very drunk

	To have a finger in many pies
	it means someone is involved in lots of different activities.

	It's not my cup of tea
	there's something we don't like very much, for example, a sport or a type of music

	I wouldn't do it for all the tea in China
	if there is something we would never do


Checking.

Т. Well done! You are so good today! Well, but it's not the end. Now choose one idiom, discuss it and one of you, the speaker, should report about it to the class.
Students do the task, then report.

5. T. Where can you find the idioms?

Possible students' answers: Speaking with the Englishmen.

Watching TV programs.
Reading books in English. 
T. Yes, you are completely right. I think it's not a secret for you what a text is and that it consists of the paragraphs. But what is a paragraph and what does it consist of? Let's read this information in our textbooks. Open them on page 67, please, and read the information carefully. 

T. What are the main ideas of the text?

Possible students' answers: A paragraph consists of 3 parts. 

They are the topic sentence, the body and the concluding sentence. 

There are 3 main types of the paragraph: narrative, descriptive and expository.

T. Let's have some practice and do exercise 4 on page 69 but read and identify the type of the second smaller paragraph.

Students read half aloud, raise their hands if they are ready.

Check the answers.

V.
Concluding part.

T. Well, now please tell me what have we done at this lesson?
