Мета уроку:

Практична: вдосконалювати навички монологічного мовлення, активізувати вживання в усному мовленні лексичного матеріалу з теми «The USA».
Освітня: ознайомити учнів з географічним положенням, історією та культурною спадщиною Сполучених Штатів Америки.

Розвиваюча: розвивати слухову та зорову пам’ять учнів, довільну та мимовільну увагу.

Виховна: виховувати повагу до культури, історії та традицій країни та її народу.

Обладнання: прапор США, карта США, проектові роботи учнів, комп’ютерна презентація з теми, ноутбук, мультимедійна установка (проектор).

Анотація

Урок проведений у нестандартній формі. Це відкритий захід в рамках проведення декади іноземної мови в спеціалізованій школі з поглибленим вивченням англійської мови, розрахований на 2 спарених уроки. Урок-презентація з предмету «Країнознавство» по темі «Сполучені Штати Америки» проводився групою учнів 11 класу для дітей з паралельних груп.

Мета уроку: зацікавити учнів у подальшому пізнанні англомовних країн, їх культури, традицій, способу життя, історичного минулого та сьогодення, поглибити їх знання з теми «США».

Вчитель та учні використали комп’ютерні технології та власні проектні роботи під час підготовки презентації, що дозволило зацікавити учнів розширити їх творчі здібності в процесі підбору матеріалів презентації. 

Добірка матеріалу саме в алфавітному порядку дала можливість не обмежуватись конкретною тематикою (географічне положення, культура і т.д.), а цікаво наочно подати різнобічну інформацію про США, спонукати учнів до подальшого поглиблення знань про цю багатонаціональну країну, її побут, історичне минуле та сучасність, тобто мотивувати їх до самоосвіти.

LESSON PLAN

I. Greeting.

Good afternoon, everybody! Welcome to our presentation. Today we are going to tell you about the United States of America. And we’d like to start with General information about this big and interesting country.
II. The main part of the lesson.

1. General information about the United States of America.

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GENERAL INFORMATION
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The USA is the fourth largest country in the world. It occupies southern part of North America and stretches from the Atlantic seaboard, across the central plains over the Rocky Mountains to the West Coast and then to the island of Hawaii. The USA contains also the Alaska. The capital of the country is Washington D.C. It was named in honour of the first President, George Washington. As the USA is a large country, the climate is different in different regions. The total area of the country is about 9,5 ml square km. The USA borders on Canada, Mexico and Russia. If you look at the map you can see lowlands and mountains. The highest mountains are the Rocky Mountains and the Sierra Nevada. The northern state of Minnesota is known as the land of 10000 lakes. The largest and the deepest are 5 Great Lakes on the border with Canada. The largest rivers are the Mississippi, the Missouri, the Rio Grand and the Columbia. The Mississippi is the world’s third river after the Nile and the Amazon. The Missouri flows 6.400 km from the north to the Gulf of Mexico, which makes it one of the world’s longest waterways. The Mississippi has been called the “Father of waters”. There are 2 great rivers of the Pacific side: the Colorado in the south, and the Columbia, which rises in Canada and drains the north.
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The people of the United States are a mixture of many different nationalities. The United States is often called a big melting pot of countries. In a melting pot, different metals are melted together make a new metal. The United States is like a melting pot for people. In the past, people from many different European countries came to the US and made one country out of many. In one city you can find people whose parents or great-grandparents came from China, Africa, Southeast Asia and many European countries. These different people brought a wonderful mixture of customs and traditions to their new land.

There are many big cities in the country. They are Washington, New York, Boston, Chicago, San Francisco, Los Angeles and Philadelphia.
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The USA is a federal republic, consisting of fifty states. Each of these states has its own government.

The president is the head of the state and the government.
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The country is rich in coal, oil, iron and minerals, which form a solid base for the development of American industry. The US economy is highly developed. In fact, the United States is the leading country in the world economy.

So, you have just listened to general information about the United States of America. And now we want to present you some interesting facts about the USA in a form of our original alphabet. These facts are connected with American’s way of life, their history and culture, their customs and traditions.

Let’s start.

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2. The USA from “A” to “Z”
(Original alphabet)
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 “A” – Alaska. Alaska is the U.S. state situated in the northwest extremity of the North American continent. Bordering the state to the east is Yukon, a Canadian territory, and the Canadian province of British Columbia, the Arctic Ocean to the north, and the Pacific Ocean to the west and south, with Russia (specifically, Chukotka Autonomous Okrug and Kamchatka Krai) further west across the Bering Strait. Alaska is the largest state in the United States by area, the 4th least populous and the least densely populated of the 50 United States. Approximately half of Alaska's 731,449 residents live within the Anchorage metropolitan area. Alaska's economy is dominated by the oil, natural gas, and fishing industries, resources which it has in abundance. Tourism is also a significant part of the economy.

The name "Alaska" had been introduced in the Russian colonial period, when it was used to refer to the peninsula. It was derived from an Aleut idiom, which figuratively refers to the mainland of Alaska. Literally, it means object to which the action of the sea is directed. It is also known as the "Great land".
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 “B” – Bald Eagle. The state symbol of the country is the BALD-HEADED EAGLE with its wings spread in a white background. The first Americans chose the eagle as the emblem to symbolize their power. The bald eagle actually isn’t really bald at all but white-headed. This bird lives only in the USA and Canada.

The bald eagle is the national bird of the United States of America. The founders of the United States were fond of comparing their new republic with the Roman Republic, in which eagle imagery (usually involving the golden eagle) was prominent. On June 20, 1782, the Continental Congress adopted the still-current design for the Great Seal of the United States including a bald eagle grasping 13 arrows and a 13-leaf olive branch with its talons.
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 “C” – Capitol. The  Capitol is the most important and famous building in the USA. The Unitet States Capitol atop Capitol Hill at the eastern end of the National Mall in Washington, D.C., is the seat of the United States Congress, the legislative branch of the U.S. federal government, completed in the year 1800. Though not at the geographic center of the Federal District, the Capitol is the origin point at which the District's four quadrants meet, and around which the city was laid out.

Like the principal buildings of the executive and judicial branches, the Capitol is built in a distinctive neoclassical style and has a white exterior. Though both its east and west elevations are formally referred to as fronts, only the east front was intended for the reception of visitors and dignitaries.

In 2014 the appearance of the Capitol dome was altered by the scaffolding erected for the Dome Restoration Project, which is scheduled to be completed by early 2017.
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 “D” - Death Valley. Death Valley is a desert valley located in Eastern California's Mojave Desert, the lowest, driest, and hottest area in North America.

Located near the border of California and Nevada, in the Great Basin, east of the Sierra Nevada mountains, Death Valley constitutes much of Death Valley National Park and is the principal feature of the Mojave and Colorado Deserts Biosphere Reserve. It is located mostly in Inyo County, California. It runs from north to south between the Amargosa Range on the east and the Panamint Range on the west; the Sylvania Mountains and the Owlshead Mountains form its northern and southern boundaries, respectively. It has an area of about 3,000 sq mi (7,800 km2). The highest point in Death Valley itself is Telescope Peak in the Panamint Range, which has an elevation of 11,043 feet (3,366 m). Death Valley has a subtropical, hot desert climate, with long, extremely hot to scorching summers and short, warm winters as well as little rainfall.
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 “E” – Erie. Lake Erie is the fourth largest lake (by surface area) of the five Great Lakes in North America, and the tenth largest globally or twelfth largest globally if measured in terms of surface area. It is the southernmost, shallowest, and smallest by volume of the Great Lakes and therefore also has the shortest average water residence time. Lake Erie's northern shore is bounded by the Canadian province of Ontario, with US states of Ohio, Pennsylvania and New York on its the southern and easternmost shores and Michigan on the west. The lake was named by the Erie tribe of Native Americans who lived along its southern shore. That Iroquoian tribe called it "Erige" ("cat") because of its unpredictable and sometimes violently dangerous nature. It is a matter of conjecture whether the Lake was named after the tribe, or if the tribe was called "Erie" because of its proximity to the Lake.
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 “F” – Flag. The American Flag is known as THE STARS AND STRIPES. It consists of 50 stars which represent 50 states. Thirteen red and white horizontal stripes (seven red and five white) stand for the original thirteen States which were united in 1776. Red stands for courage, white for purity  and blue for justice. The first flag was called The Grand Union Flag. It symbolized the flag of Great Britain with the thirteen stripes. It showed that the first states were British colonies. After the War of Independence all thirteen states became free and the flag changed. The British flag in the corner was replaced by stars. Every time a new state entered the Union, a star was added.

So now today’s flag shows the thirteen stripes for the original number of states in 1776 plus the 50 states which represents today’s total. You can see the American Flag in the offices, in the streets and squares in small towns and large cities. Americans are very proud of their flag.
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 “G” - Great Lakes. The Great Lakes (sometimes, Laurentian Great Lakes) or the Great Lakes of North America are a series of interconnected freshwater lakes located in northeastern North America, on the Canada–United States border, which connect to the Atlantic Ocean through the Saint Lawrence River. Consisting of Lakes Superior, Michigan, Huron (or Michigan–Huron), Erie, and Ontario, they form the largest group of freshwater lakes on Earth, containing 21% of the world's surface fresh water by volume. The total surface is 94,250 square miles (244,106 km2), and the total volume (measured at the low water datum) is 5,439 cubic miles (22,671 km3). Due to their sea-like characteristics: rolling waves, sustained winds, strong currents, great depths, and distant horizons, the five Great Lakes have also long been referred to as inland seas. Lake Superior is the largest continental lake in the world by area, and Lake Michigan is the largest lake that is entirely within one country.

 They say that these lakes have half of the world’s fresh water.
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 “H” – Hawaii. Hawaii is the 50th and most recent U.S. state to join the United States. Hawaii is the 8th-smallest, the 11th-least populous, but the 13th-most densely populated of the 50 U.S. states. Hawaii's ocean coastline is about 750 miles (1,210 km) long, which is fourth in the United States after those of Alaska, Florida and California.

Hawaii is a chain of twenty islands, only seven of which are inhabited. The mountainous islands were formed by volcanic activity and there are still a number of active volcanoes.

Hawaii is the only U.S. state not located in the Americas and the only state with an Asian plurality. It and Arizona are the only two states that do not observe daylight saving time, and Hawaii and Alaska are the only two states that are not in the contiguous United States.
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 “I” – Indians. More than 12 thousand years ago the first American Indians came to Alaska from Asia. In small groups they crossed a land bridge where Bering Strait now lies. This slow migration went on for 4000 years. From Alaska the Indians traveled to the south. Some of tribes stayed in North America, while others kept on moving to Central and South America. The migrants belonged to different tribes and groups of different civilization. Now there are about 200 separate Indian languages in North America.

Indian Americans (also known as Indo Americans) are Americans of Indian ancestry and comprise about 2.81 million people, alone or 3.18 million, combined with one or more races, about 1% of the U.S. population, the country's third largest self-reported Asian ancestry group after Chinese Americans and Filipino Americans, according to American Community Survey of 2010 data. The U.S. Census Bureau uses the term Asian Indian to avoid confusion with the indigenous peoples of the Americas commonly referred to as American Indians.
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 “J” – Jackson. Andrew Jackson (March 15, 1767 – June 8, 1845) was the seventh President of the United States (1829–1837). He was born into a recently immigrated Scots-Irish farming family of relatively modest means, near the end of the colonial era. During the American Revolutionary War Jackson, whose family supported the revolutionary cause, acted as a courier. He was captured, at age 13, and mistreated by his British captors. He later became a lawyer, and in 1796 he was in Nashville and helped found the state of Tennessee. He was elected to the U.S. House of Representatives, and then to the U. S. Senate. In 1801, Jackson was appointed colonel in the Tennessee militia, which became his political as well as military base. Jackson owned hundreds of slaves who worked on the Hermitage plantation which he acquired in 1804. Jackson gained national fame through his role in the War of 1812, where he won decisive victories over the Indians and then over the main British invasion army at the Battle of New Orleans. Jackson's army was sent to Florida where, without orders, he deposed the small Spanish garrison. This led directly to the treaty which formally transferred Florida from Spain to the United States.

Nominated for president in 1824, Jackson narrowly lost to John Quincy Adams. Jackson's supporters then founded what became the Democratic Party. Nominated again in 1828, Jackson became the 7th President of the USA in 1829.

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 “K” – Kentucky. Kentucky, officially the Commonwealth of Kentucky, is a state located in the east south-central region of the United States. Kentucky is one of four U.S. states constituted as a commonwealth (the others being Virginia, Pennsylvania, and Massachusetts). Originally a part of Virginia, in 1792 Kentucky became the 15th state to join the Union. Kentucky is the 37th most extensive and the 26th most populous of the 50 United States.

Kentucky is known as the "Bluegrass State", a nickname based on the bluegrass found in many of its pastures because of the fertile soil. One of the major regions in Kentucky is the Bluegrass Region in central Kentucky which houses two of its major cities, Louisville and Lexington. It is a land with diverse environments and abundant resources, including the world's longest cave system, Mammoth Cave National Park, the greatest length of navigable waterways and streams in the contiguous United States, and the two largest man-made lakes east of the Mississippi River.

Kentucky is known for horse racing, bourbon distilleries, automobile manufacturing, tobacco, bluegrass music, college basketball, and Kentucky Fried Chicken.
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 “L” - Lincoln Memorial. The Lincoln Memorial is an American national monument built to honour the 16th President of the United States, Abraham Lincoln. It is located on the National Mall in Washington, D.C., across from the Washington Monument. The architect was Henry Bacon, the sculptor of the primary statue – Abraham Lincoln, 1920 – was Daniel Chester French, and the painter of the interior murals was Jules Guerin. Dedicated in 1922, it is one of several monuments built to honor an American president.

The building is in the form of a Greek Doric temple and contains a large seated sculpture of Abraham Lincoln and inscriptions of two well-known speeches by Lincoln, The Gettysburg Address and his Second Inaugural Address. It has 36 columns. The memorial has been the site of many famous speeches, including Martin Luther King's "I Have a Dream" speech, delivered on August 28, 1963, during the rally at the end of the March on Washington for Jobs and Freedom.
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 “M” – Mississippi. The Mississippi River is the chief river of the largest drainage system in North America. Flowing entirely in the United States (though its drainage basin reaches into Canada), it rises in northern Minnesota and meanders slowly southwards for 2,340 miles (3,770 km) to the Mississippi River Delta at the Gulf of Mexico. With its many tributaries, the Mississippi's watershed drains all or parts of 31 U.S. states and 2 Canadian provinces between the Rocky and Appalachian Mountains. The Mississippi ranks as the fourth longest and tenth largest river in the world. The river either borders or passes through the states of Minnesota, Wisconsin, Iowa, Illinois, Missouri, Kentucky, Tennessee, Arkansas, Mississippi, and Louisiana.

Formed from thick layers of this river's silt deposits, the Mississippi River Valley is one of the most fertile agricultural regions of the country, which resulted in the river's storied steamboat era. During the American Civil War, the Mississippi's capture by Union forces marked a turning point towards victory because of the river's importance as a route of trade and travel, not least to the Confederacy. Because of substantial growth of cities and the larger ships and barges that supplanted riverboats, the decades following the 1900s saw the construction of massive engineering works such as levees, locks and dams, often built in combination.
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 “N” - New York. New York – referred to as New York City or the City of New York to distinguish it from the State of New York, of which it is a part – is the most populous city in the United States and the center of the New York metropolitan area, the premier gateway for legal immigration to the United States and one of the most populous urban agglomerations in the world. A global power city, New York exerts a significant impact upon commerce, finance, media, art, fashion, research, technology, education, and entertainment. Home to the headquarters of the United Nations, New York is an important center for international diplomacy and has been described as the cultural and financial capital of the world.

On one of the world's largest natural harbors, New York City consists of five boroughs, each of which is a county of New York State. The five boroughs – Brooklyn, Queens, Manhattan, the Bronx, and Staten Island – were consolidated into a single city in 1898.[20] With a census-estimated 2013 population of 8,405,837 distributed over a land area of just 305 square miles (790 km2), New York is the most densely populated major city in the United States. As many as 800 languages are spoken in New York, making it the most linguistically diverse city in the world.
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 “O” – Ontario. Lake Ontario. Lake Ontario is one of the five Great Lakes of North America. It is bounded on the north and southwest by the Canadian province of Ontario, and on the south and east by the American state of New York. Ontario, Canada's most populous province, was named for the lake. In the Wyandot (Huron) language, ontar?o means “Lake of Shining Waters”. It is the last in the Great Lakes chain and serves as the outlet to the Atlantic Ocean via the St. Lawrence River. Lake Ontario is also the only one of the five Great Lakes not to share a shoreline with the US state of Michigan.
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 “P” - Potomac River. The Potomac River is located along the mid-Atlantic coast of the United States and flows into the Chesapeake Bay. The river (main stem and North Branch) is approximately 405 miles (652 km) long, with a drainage area of about 14,700 square miles (38,000 km?). In terms of area, this makes the Potomac River the fourth largest river along the Atlantic coast of the United States and the 21st largest in the United States. Over 5 million people live within the Potomac watershed.

The river forms part of the borders between Maryland and Washington, D.C., on the left descending bank and West Virginia and Virginia on the river's right descending bank.

The capital of the USA Washington D.C. is situated on the Potomac River.

 “Q” – Quinnehtukqut. – The name “Connecticut” comes from the Mohegan Indian word “Quinnehtukqut” meaning “Long River Place” or “Beside the Long Tidal River”.

Connecticut is the southernmost state in the northeastern region of the United States known as New England. It is bordered by Rhode Island to the east, Massachusetts to the north, New York to the west, and Long Island Sound to the south. Its capital city is Hartford. The state is named after the Connecticut River, a major U.S. river that approximately bisects the state. The word is derived from various anglicized spellings of an Algonquian word for "long tidal river."

Connecticut is the third smallest state by area, the 29th most populous, and the fourth most densely populated of the 50 United States.
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 “R” - Rushmore. The Mount Rushmore National Memorial is a sculpture carved into the granite face of Mount Rushmore near Keystone, South Dakota, in the United States. Sculpted by Danish-American Gutzon Borglum and his son, Lincoln Borglum, Mount Rushmore features 60-foot (18 m) sculptures of the heads of four United States presidents: George Washington (1732–1799), Thomas Jefferson (1743–1826), Theodore Roosevelt (1858–1919), and Abraham Lincoln (1809–1865).[2] The entire memorial covers 1,278.45 acres (5.17 km2) and is 5,725 feet (1,745 m) above sea level.

Mount Rushmore has become an iconic symbol of presidential greatness and has appeared in works of fiction, and has been discussed or depicted in other popular works. It attracts over two million people annually.
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 “S” - Statue of Liberty. The Statue of Liberty is a colossal neoclassical sculpture on Liberty Island in the middle of New York Harbor, in Manhattan, New York City. The statue, designed by Fr?d?ric Auguste Bartholdi, a French sculptor and dedicated on October 28, 1886, was a gift to the United States from the people of France. The statue is of a robed female figure representing Libertas, the Roman goddess of freedom, who bears a torch and a tabula ansata (a tablet evoking the law) upon which is inscribed the date of the American Declaration of Independence, July 4, 1776. A broken chain lies at her feet. The statue is an icon of freedom and of the United States: a welcoming signal to immigrants arriving from abroad.
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 “T” - Thanksgiving Day. Thanksgiving Day is a national holiday celebrated primarily in the United States and Canada as a day of giving thanks for the blessing of the harvest and of the preceding year. It is celebrated on the fourth Thursday of November in the United States and on the second Monday of October in Canada. Several other places around the world observe similar celebrations. Thanksgiving has its historical roots in religious and cultural traditions, and has long been celebrated in a secular manner as well.

Prayers of thanks and special thanksgiving ceremonies are common among almost all religions after harvests and at other times.

 When English colonists came to the New World on board the “Mayflower” in November 1620 the Native Americans met them friendly and helped them. When spring came people began to plant corn and maize. In autumn the harvest was very rich and people made a holiday. Indians brought some wild turkeys as a present. People thanked God for the harvest. Since that day Americans celebrate this day as a holiday called “Thanksgiving Day”.

The Thanksgiving Day decorations follow a traditional pattern: there are always ears of Indian corn, apples, oranges, chestnuts, walnuts, dried leaves, berries, and a lot of bunches of flowers. The core of Thanksgiving dinner is the traditional roast turkey and pumpkin pie. 
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 “U” - Uncle Sam. Uncle Sam is a well-known patriotic symbol in the United States, usually associated with a cartoon figure having long white hair and chin whiskers and dressed in a swallow-tailed coat, vest, tall hat, and striped trousers. His appearance is derived from two earlier symbolic figures in American folklore - Brother Jonathan and Yankee Doodle.

The origin of the term Uncle Sam, though disputed, is usually associated with a businessman from Troy, N.Y., Samuel Wilson, known affectionately as “Uncle Sam” Wilson. The barrels of beef that he supplied the army during the War of 1812 were stamped “U.S.” to indicate government property. This identification is said to have led to the widespread use of the nickname Uncle Sam for the United States and a resolution passed by Congress in 1961 recognized Wilson as the namesake of the national symbol.

Uncle Sam (initials U.S.) is a common national personification of the American government.
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 “V” - Vietnam Veterans Memorial. The Vietnam Veterans Memorial is a national memorial in Washington, D.C. It honors U.S. service members of the U.S. armed forces who fought in the Vietnam War, service members who died in service in Vietnam/South East Asia, and those service members who were unaccounted for (Missing In Action) during the War.

Its construction and related issues have been the source of controversies, some of which have resulted in additions to the memorial complex. The memorial currently consists of three separate parts: the Three Soldiers statue, the Vietnam Women's Memorial, and the Vietnam Veterans Memorial Wall, which is the best-known part of the memorial.
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 “W” - Washington D.C. and White House. Washington D.C. is the capital of the USA. Washington D.C. is on the left bank of the Potomac River. The city was named after the first president George Washington.

Washington, D.C., formally the District of Columbia and commonly referred to as Washington, "the District", or simply D.C., is the capital of the United States. The signing of the Residence Act on July 16, 1790, approved the creation of a capital district located along the Potomac River on the country's East Coast. The U.S. Constitution provided for a federal district under the exclusive jurisdiction of the Congress and the District is therefore not a part of any U.S. state.

Washington, D.C., had an estimated population of 646,449 in 2013, the 23rd most populous city in the United States. The Washington metropolitan area, of which the District is a part, has a population of 5.8 million, the seventh-largest metropolitan statistical area in the country.

Washington, D.C., is a great place to walk around. Tens of thousands schoolchildren go there every year.

Washington, D.C., is known for its historical monuments and important building, including the Capitol, the White House, the Supreme Court, the Library of Congress, the National Gallery of Art, the Washington Monument, the Lincoln Memorial.

The White House is an important part of the capital of the USA. It is the place where the president and his family live and work. The White House has 132 rooms! You can visit and see only 54 rooms where ex-presidents (former presidents) lived and worked.

The White House is America’s oldest federal building. George Washington, the first US president, helped lay the building’s first stone in 1792 John Adams, the second president of the United States, was the first president to live in the White House.
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 “X” – Xmas. Have you ever seen the term Xmas? It is very often used in the USA and sometimes in Canada. Unfortunately people use this term instead of Christmas and they usually say Marry Xmas in place of Marry Christmas.

So often around Christmas time, many people begin lamenting the fact that the true meaning of Christmas has been lost. Only to be replaced by an ultra materialistic culture. As proof of this, many people point to the term X-mas being used so frequently in place of Christmas. A lot of people are quite offended at the use of the term X-mas and see it as an attack on our Christian holiday.
But some supporters of this term justify themselves saying that it’s just an abbreviation. They want people to think of it as someone abbreviating the Greek word for Christmas  (Χριστούγεννα) to X-mas.

The majority of Christians want to “keep Christ in Christmas”. So, they continue to say “Marry Christmas”.
 “Y” - Yellowstone National Park. Yellowstone National Park is a national park located primarily in the U.S. state of Wyoming, although it also extends into Montana and Idaho. It was established by the U.S. Congress and signed into law by President Ulysses S. Grant on March 1, 1872. Yellowstone, widely held to be the first national park in the world, is known for its wildlife and its many geothermal features, especially Old Faithful Geyser, one of the most popular features in the park.

Hundreds of species of mammals, birds, fish and reptiles have been documented, including several that are either endangered or threatened. The vast forests and grasslands also include unique species of plants. Yellowstone Park is the largest and most famous megafauna location in the Continental United States. Grizzly bears, wolves, and free-ranging herds of bison and elk live in the park. 


 “Z” – Zoo Atlanta. Zoo Atlanta was founded in 1889, when businessman George V. Gress purchased a bankrupt traveling circus and donated the animals to the city of Atlanta. Zoo Atlanta, located in Grant Park, houses over 1300 animals representing more than 220 species. Home to the nation’s largest collections of gorillas and orangutans, the Zoo is also one of only four zoos in the U.S. currently housing giant pandas. The Georgia Aquarium is one of the largest aquariums in the world and to date has attracted more than 6 million visitors and has over 220 employees and 1000 volunteers.
