4. Розвивальна: розвивати інтелектуальну, емоційну та мотиваційну сферу особистості учня.

Хід уроку

І. Greeting
ІІ. Warm-up (The teacher plays ”The shape of my heart” by Sting on the piano)

T: What is the name of the song?

     Who is the singer?

     Do you know any other songs by Sting?

     What film is this song from?

     Have you seen the film?

     What’s your opinion of the song?

(The students answer the questions)

T: So as you may guess the topic of our lesson today is “Music in films”.

III. The main part.

Speaking (pair work. The students discuss the following sentences and try to guess if they are true of false using set expressions such as 

In my opinion

In my view

I reckon

I guess 

I agree

I disagree

T: Now you’ll see some facts from Sting’s biography. Your task is to find out if the information is true or false.

Facts about Sting

· Sting was a schoolteacher for 3 years. During this time, he played in bands nights and weekends. (True)
· His real name is Gordon Sumner. He got the name Sting form an insect because he liked sciences at school. (False. He got the name Sting from a black and yellow striped sweater he wore that made him look like a bumble bee.)

· He has a star on the Hollywood Walk of Fame.(True)
· He has 6 children: 2 with his first wife, Frances Tomelty, 4 with his current wife, Trudie Styler.(True)
· In high school, he was a champion boxer. (False. He was a sprinter)
· During his three years as a school teacher, several girls had crushes on Sting. (True)

T:

 So I will teach you some vocabulary about cards.

There are 52 cards in a pack.

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    The spades
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The names of the cards are rather easy:

The Ace

The King

The Queen

The Joker

The Ten

The Nine 

and so on.

Before playing cards we shuffle them.
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After that we deal the cards.

Reading and listening

Pre-reading activity

T: As you know the “Shape of my heart” is the soundtrack to the film “Leon: the professional”. Now you are going to read the text about the film. Before it we will learn some new vocabulary. (The teacher explains new vocabulary using definitions)

Mob - the Mafia or a similar criminal organization
Corrupt - evil or morally depraved
Assassin - a person who murders an important person for political or religious reasons
Apprentice - a person who is learning a trade from a skilled employer, having agreed to work for a fixed period at low wages
Review - a critical appraisal of a book, play, film
Striking - attracting attention by reason of being unusual, extreme, or prominent
Villain - a character whose evil actions or motives are important to the plot. 
Reading and Listening Activity

Students read or listen to the text (The audio can be downloaded from here

L?on: The Professional is a 1994 English-language French thriller film written and directed by Luc Besson. It stars Jean Reno as the mob hitman and Gary Oldman as corrupt DEA agent Stansfield. It also stars a young Natalie Portman, in her feature film debut, as Mathilda, a 12-year-old girl who is taken in by the hitman after her family is murdered by assassins. The movie follows the developing and at times strange relationship between Leon and Mathilda. L?on does his best to look after Mathilda and keep her out of trouble but is unsuccessful as she starts learning the tools of the assassin trade and becomes his apprentice. The movie is a stylish and engrossing thriller with some fantastic action scenes.

L?on: The Professional received favourable reviews from critics. Mark Salisbury of Empire magazine awarded the film a full five stars. He said: "Oozing style, wit and confidence from every sprocket, and offering a dizzyingly, fresh perspective on the Big Apple that only Besson could bring, this is, in a word, wonderful". Mark Deming at Allmovie.com awarded the film four stars out of five, saying it was "as visually stylish as it is graphically violent", featuring "a strong performance from Jean Reno, a striking debut by Natalie Portman, and a love-it-or-hate-it, over-the-top turn by Gary Oldman". The character Stansfield has been named by multiple publications as one of cinema's greatest villains.

Grammar Practice (modal verbs of probability)

Modal verbs of probability are used to express an opinion of the speaker based on information that the speaker has. 

We use 'might' or 'may' to express an opinion that you think has a good possibility of being true.

We use 'could' to express a possibility which is one of many. This form is not as strong as 'might' or 'may'. It is just one of a number of possibilities.
