Procedure of the lesson

1. Greeting:
    T: Good afternoon dear pupils, I’m glad to see you today.

Good afternoon dear guests.

    Ps: Good afternoon teacher. Poem “I awoke this morning”
I awoke this morning, ate my breakfast early,

I dressed by myself and to school I hurry

School, school, here I am today,

Now I am ready to read, to sing and play.

2. Warming-up:
T: Today we have very interesting and unusual lesson. And the topic of our lesson is……oh, it’s a secret for now. I want you to guess the topic.

Look at the blackboard, you can see a puzzle. Your task is to complete it and guess the topic. (The puzzle is the picture of Queen Elizabeth II)
Children complete the puzzle and name the topic of the lesson. Next they try to get to know some information about the Queen. They should match questions and answers.

Dividing into groups

The Queen is not a late-night person, so she usually go to bed at 11 o’clock.
