	Objectives:

Procedure

I. Introduction. Warming-up

We're going to speak about something which is very desirable and we are waiting for this period for a long time. Can you guess what I am talking about? Of course, it's our holidays. Find synonyms to this lovely word (vacation, time off, day off, weekend, rest, relaxation).
Here I've got a box with the texts you've painted and illustrated (HO 1). 
Read the poem and think of the best and suitable adjectives to the noun 'holiday' (nice, brilliant, amazing, excellent, fabulous, unforgettable, dream, pleasant).
