London was founded by the Romans in 43 AD and was called Londinium. London is the capital of Great Britain. More than 9 million people live in London. London lies on both banks of the river Thames. It's the largest city in Europe and one of the largest cities in the world.
London is not only the capital of the country; it is also a big port, one of the greatest commercial centers in the world, a university city.
The most, well-known parts of London are: 

· the City, 

· the West End, 

· the East End and 

· Westminster.
The City is about one mile in area, only a few thousand people live there. The Tower of London is situated on the north bank of the river Thames. The Bank of England and the Stock Exchange are situated in the City. About half a million people work there during the day. At night it is almost deserted.
Westminster is another central and important part of London. Most governmental buildings are situated there. You can see the Westminster Abbey, one of the London’s oldest buildings.  
The West End is the richest part of London. You can find the best shops, theatres, cinemas, museums, fine parks and squares there. Its houses and streets are the finest in the capital.

The East End is the poorest part of London. There are many factories and docs in the East End. It is the “hands of London”

London is the city of contrasts.
Kostopil

Kostopil was founded in 1783 by Polish lord Poniatovski. It is an administrative, industrial and cultural centre of Kostopil district. It stands on the river Zamchysko. More than 33 thousands people live in Kostopil.

During XVII century there was a village Ostaltsi, and Polish lord Zaslavski lived there. There were 300 inhabitants in Ostaltsi. 

Today Kostopil is a modern town. There are many parks, squares, shops, restaurants, banks in it. Kostopil is also a trade centre. There is a big market on Thursdays and Sundays and 3 everyday markets.

You can find 9 secondary schools, 1 medical school and a technical college in Kostopil. 

The most well-known parts of Kostopil are

· the Centre, 

· Zaritchia, 

· Kostopil village, 

· Peremenka. 
You can see 2 squares and a monument to T. Shevchenko, a hotel and a museum in the centre of our town. There are many shops, cafés and restaurants, banks and offices there. Administrative buildings are there in the Centre.  It is a business centre of our town. 

Zaritchia and Kostopil village are private parts of our town. Many private houses and cottages are situated there.

Peremenka is an industrial centre of Kostopil. There you can find factories and plants such us “Swiss Pan”, “Rodyna”, “Som”.

Kostopil is the best town in the world because it is our native town.
