Procedure 
1. Brainstorming 
Aim: 

· to help  students make hypotheses about the lesson by activating the background  knowledge;
· to draw students’ attention to the lesson.

T: Watch a short introduction to our lesson and guess what we are going to talk about.  The expressions on the blackboard will help you to express your ideas.
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S1: I think, we are going to talk about means of travelling.
T: Mmm, in some way…
S2: To my mind, we are going to talk about music.

T: Well… not exactly. 

S3: We are going to talk about fashion. 
T: Yes, but not about the fashion as it is.  
S4: We are going to talk about food.
T: OK, I will help you (another  prompt).

Here you can see two words. Will you read them, please.
S1: a pioneer.

S2: a millionaire.

And now I would like you to give your own definition to the words “A Pioneer” and “A Millionaire”.

S1: In my understanding, a pioneer is a person who is the first in something.

T: Well, it’s true. 

S2: A millionaire is a very rich person who has at least one million dollars.

T: Excellent! How clever you are! And now read the definitions giving by Cambridge Learner’s Dictionary (definitions  are written on the blackboard or on the paper). 
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S3: I know, we are going to talk about people who made their contribution into the development of fashion industry, food industry, etc.)
T: Great! So, the topic of our lesson is “Pioneers Turned Millionaires”.

While preparing for the lesson I came across a quotation. Will you read it, please N.

N: “… the world is so rich, simply throbbing with rich treasures, beautiful souls and interesting people”.

T: Translate it, please.

T: Isn’t it beautiful? Let it be the quotation of the lesson and the motto I offer you is the saying which belongs to one of the people we are going to talk about. Will you read it, M:

Henry Steinway made pianos in Germany and the United States. He was the founder of the piano company “Steinway and Sons”. 


His childhood was marked          . At the age of 15, he was an orphan and thrown on his own resources.


In 1822 he began to work as a carpenter,  and  later he became an helper to an organ maker.  He soon discovered his love for music and        .  He started making the guitars and then graduated  to the pianos.  In 1835 he made his first square piano which he presented to his bride Juliane at their wedding.         .


The unstable political climate in Germany made Steinway leave the country.        


Later in New York he anglicized his name to Henry Steinway upon advice from his friends,         .  


Steinway and his sons worked  established the own piano company under the name  of Steinway & Sons in 1853. 


The over strung scale in a square piano earned the Steinway  Piano  First  Prize  at the New York Industrial Fair in 1855.


The Steinways have  done  more  to advance the durability, action and tone-quality of their instruments         . 


Steinway, the famous piano maker and  the piano company founder died in New York City on February 1871.

Levi Strauss was born in Bavaria, Germany. At the age of 18 Strauss, his mother and two sisters sailed for the United States to join his brothers.


In 1853 the California gold rush was in full swing and everyday items were in a short supply.


Levi Strauss, a 24-year-old German immigrant left New York for San Francisco with a small supply of dry goods with the intention to open a branch of his brother’s New York  dry food business.


The canvas (a strong fabric) he had for tents and wagon covers were made into waist overalls.


Miners liked the pants and overalls very much.


However his San Francisco fortune came not from gold, but from a small copper rivet (a metal pin) and a patent that would soon  bring him fortunes.


Levi Strauss and  Jacob Davis, an immigrant from Latvia co-patented   the  process of putting rivets in pants for strength.  On May 20, 1873 they received U.S. Patent No.139.121. 


This date is considered to official birthday of ‘blue jeans’.


The red tab (label) attached to the back pocket from the left side was created in 1936 as a means of identifying Levi’s jeans at a distance.
