- Today we’ll have an excursion about London. We’ll visit the most famous sights of the city.

I’ll give you the map of London. Here I marked the sights we shall visit. 
There is the table on the blackboard. Your task is to match the beginning of the sentence with its ending.

What sight shall we visit the first? (- The Tower of London)

The Tower of London

If you want to get some glimpses of London, you’d better start sightseeing with the Tower of London. It is one of the oldest buildings of the city. It is more than 900 years old. Many centuries ago it was a fortress, a royal palace and then a prison. Now it is museum of arms. For many visitors the principal attraction is the Crown Jewels. The symbol of Tower is the ravens which live there. People keep them and look after them very well as they believe that London will be rich while ravens live there. 

The Tower Bridge

Within London there are 34 bridges over the Thames.

Tower Bridge is the most famous of them. It was built in 1894. It opens and ships go up and down the river Thames.

(On the picture you can see how it opens.)

St Paul’s Cathedral

St Paul’s Cathedral is one of the greatest English Churches. It was designed by Sir Christopher Wren and built for 35 years after the Great Fire, which destroyed the previous cathedral.  St Paul’s Cathedral has the second largest dome in the world. Lord Nelson and the Duke of Wellington are buried there and the major state occasions take place there. The inside of the Cathedral is very beautiful. You can climb 263 steps to the Whispering Gallery, which runs round the dome. It is called this because if someone whispers close to the wall on one side, a person with an ear close to the wall on the other side can hear what is said. Then, if you climb another 118 steps, you will be able to stand outside the dome and look over London.
Trafalgar Square

Trafalgar Square is the central square in the city. Some people say it is the most beautiful place in London. There are two beautiful fountains in the square.  The Square is a good place for people to meet. At Christmas time there is a Christmas tree which is sent to Britain from Norway every year. In the middle of the Square stands the Nelson’s Column - monument to Admiral Nelson who defeated the French at the Battle of Trafalgar in 1805.  

Behind Nelson’s Column there is the National Gallery, where you can see a fine collection of European paintings. 

The Houses of Parliament

Close by Westminster Abbey on the riverside stands the magnificent Palace of Westminster, generally known as the Houses of Parliament. It is the seat of the British government. In one of its towers there is famous clock Big Ben. The clock has four faces and a very big loud bell. The bell weights 13 tons.

Westminster Abbey

Westminster Abbey is one of the most beautiful and famous churches in London. There are many monuments and statues there. It is very old. It is more than 900 hundred years old. Nearly all the kings and queens of Britain were crowned and buried there. Westminster Abbey is famous for its Poet’s Corner too    (Look at the map of   Westminster Abbey – here you can see the Poet’s Corner).    Many great writers are buried there: Charles Dickens, Rudyard Kipling.  The Abbey with its two tall towers is really very wonderful, isn’t it?

London Eye

   The London Eye is a giant wheel situated on the banks of the river Thames, in London. It is 135 metres   tall and the wheel has a diameter of 120 metres.

It is the tallest wheel in Europe and the most popular paid tourist attraction in the United Kingdom.  Each capsule weighs 10 tons and holds 25 people, who are free to walk around inside the capsule. (You can see it in the photo). The wheel rotates at 26 cm per second so that one revolution takes about 30 minutes. It does not usually stop to take on passengers because it is slow enough to allow passengers to walk on and off the moving capsules at ground level. It is, however, stopped to allow disabled or elderly passengers.                                                                                                                                                          

Buckingham Palace

Buckingham Palace is the queen’s official residence. There are 600 rooms there.  When the Queen is inside you can see the flag on the building. A lot of tourists visit this place to see famous ceremony the Changing of the Guard, which takes place every day at 11 a. m. 

Museums

London is the best place to be on a rainy days (which is quite often!), because of its museums and galleries, where you can hide yourself and spend a great time!

Natural History Museum is one of the world’s great museums with its excellent collections from ancient Egypt, Greece and Rome.

National Gallery is one of the best picture galleries of the world. It has fine collection of European painting.

Madam Tussaud’s Museum has one of the largest collections of wax models in the world. You can meet great characters of history and art, actors, film stars, pop singers, sportsmen, politicians and even cartoon heroes there. There is a special place for the Queen’s family.

Victoria and Albert Museum is very beautiful. Here you can see the models of the Trojan’s Columns.

British Museum is the world famous museum. Its collection represents the progress of civilization. 

Royal Parks 

There are many parks in London. The most famous is the Hyde Park.

(You can see some photos of this park)

(This is the general view of the park with a great lake in the middle.)

The most famous places of the Park are: Diana Memorial Fountain, Holocaust Memorial, Hyde Park Tree, Queen’s Mary’s Gardens, Speakers Corner, where people can meet and speak.
