Procedure:

Greeting. Introduction.

Aim.

T. You are right, my dear. Today we are going to speak, read, listen and write about his biography and works because the topic of our today’s lesson is “William Shakespeare is the great English writer” 
Introducing the topic

Reading. 

He was born on April 23, 1564 in the town of Stratford-on-Avon. His father was a glove-maker. His mother was a farmer's daughter. William was the eldest son in the family of eight children. In his child¬hood William went to the grammar school. He finished his studies at the age of 13 and never went to school again. 

At the age of 18 he married and had three children. Then he left for London. He began to write his poems and plays at that time.

In 1597 he bought the largest house in Stratford. There appeared a list of his plays and sonnets. 

Since 1593 he began to work for the theatre company of the Lord Chamberlain’s Servants. In 1599 the theatre company built and occupied the best known of Elizabethan theatres — the Globe. Shakespeare became the playwright to the company and was also an actor. 

His sonnets first appeared in 1609. During the last years of his life he wrote less and less. After the fire had destroyed the Globe during the performance of Henry VIII he retired to Stratford and stopped writing altogether. He died on April 23, 1616. 

The new Globe Theatre opened in London in 1997, which looks the same as the one in which Shakespeare worked. The people on the main floor stand in front of the stage, just as the people did in Shakespeare's time. There is a Shakespeare museum in Stratford-on- Avon.

Julius Caesar is a historical chronic of life and death of Roman leader Julius Caesar.

The Midsummers dream it is a play about celebration of wedding of duke Theseus of Athens and the Amazon queen Hippolyta
