Presentation lesson: The Future of Shopping.
                                     ( form 7 – B) 

Objectives: 

· to broaden pupils’ knowledge about shopping;

· to practice their speaking, reading, writing skills through various creative activities;

· to develop lexical skills in different exercises;

· to revise future “ will ” and “ won’t “ for predictions about future;

· to make the knowledge of the topic deeper;

· to develop the culture of communication in different situations.

Practical: - to develop communicative skills, using active lexis on the topic.

Educative: - to teach pupils to work in groups and pairs ( interactive forms ); to motivate them in expressing their own opinions and views on the topic.

Social: - to develop in pupils understanding of importance caring about other people. 
Equipment: text – books, computer presentations, cards for groups.
Type of the lesson:  Combined.

                                Procedure

1. The beginning of the lesson.

1.1 Greeting
     Aim

During our previous lessons we have studied a lot of different information about shopping. It is a part of our everyday life. Every person does the shopping at least once or twice a week. For many people shopping is a kind of relaxation.

Today we are going to sum up everything we have studied about shopping.

By the end of our lesson you should be able: - to understand the details of the  text for reading;

· to talk about types of shopping;

· to use “ will” or “ won’t” for predictions about future of shopping;

· to talk about your favorite type of shopping.

Warming up.

Before we start our work, let’s practice some tongue twisters.             (card 1)
2. Main part.

2.1 Vocabulary practice.( Presentation #1)
Corner shop – a small local shop;

High street shop – a city centre shop;

Online shopping – shopping on the Internet;

Shopping mall – a shopping centre.

( Pupils read the key – words and explain their meaning; during the presentation they are showed some pictures of shops and big stores; pupils are given task to practice their speaking skills describing the pictures).

2.2 Reading. ( Presentation # 2)

(Pupils are given the task to read and translate the text they see on the screen. After reading they compete several exercises. During this presentation they practice reading, translation, and speaking skills). 
2.3 Grammar Revision. ( Presentation #3)

( Pupils are showed grammar tables: “will” or “won’t” + infinitive without “to” to talk about predictions. They also have to write some exercises in their copy – books).

2.4 Group work.

All the pupils are divided into small groups  of 4 – 5 pupils each. They have to complete several tasks  based on topic “Shopping” for certain time.
First Task.

T: Imagine, you are the owner of the shop that sells some goods. Write the advert about your shop. It must be short, interesting and creative. You have 5 min.( each group is given the form to feel in; use card 2).

Second Task.
T:  This time you have to complete the mind  map. ( Use card 3). 

Third Task.

T: Now you’ll be shown the pictures with different goods. Your task is to write down the names of the shops, where you can buy those goods. Your answers must be correct in spelling. Be attentive and watch on the screen. ( Presentation #4  “ Guess the shop. ” )
After all tasks are completed the teacher decides who is the winner.
