LESSON PLAN FOR THE 7th GRADE

TOPIC: HEALTH  PROTECTION

SUBTOPIC: FAVOURITE   FOOD  AND  RESTAURANTS

AIMS:- To learn and revise vocabulary relating to food, restaurants ,tastes and textures:

· To develop reading and comprehension skills;

· To develop speaking/ discussing preferences and attitudes towards food and restaurants.

TOOLS: textbooks “Enterprise 2” by Virginia Evans and Jenny Dooley, computer, worksheets 1/2 / 3.

STAGES:

1. Warm-up: T-CL- Good afternoon students! Our topic today is Favourite food, healthy eating and restaurants. Look at the word map on the board and name types of food.
