I. Greeting
II. Introduction
Teacher (T.). Today at our lesson, we are going to speak about one of the most beloved and famous toys – the teddy bear.

The teddy bear is a soft toy in the form of a bear. Developed in the early years of the 20th century the teddy bear became an iconic children's toy, celebrated in story, song, and film. Since the creation of the first teddy bears, which sought to imitate the form of real bear cubs, "teddies" have greatly varied in form, style and material. They have become collector's items. Teddy bears are among the most popular gifts for children and are often given to adults to signify love, congratulations, or sympathy.

The popularity of teddies is so great that a retail trade of stuffed animals was $1.3 billion in 2006.
Police, fire and emergency officials found that giving a teddy bear to a child during a crisis calmed them. So there has been created the Teddy Bear programme to distribute teddy bears to police, fire, and emergency officials throughout the United States, for their use in providing teddy bears to children in emergencies.

Teddy Bear

The teddy bear is a stuffed toy bear. They usually have smooth and soft fur. Now, teddy bears come in various styles. Teddy bears are the most popular gifts for children on Valentine's Day, birthdays, Christmas and other holidays.

When Morris Michtom saw the drawings of Roosevelt and the bear cub he was inspired to create a new toy. He created a little stuffed bear cub. He put it in his shop window with a sign that read "Teddy's bear".

The toys were an immediate success. The craze for "Roosevelt Bears" was such that ladies carried them everywhere, children were photographed with them.

American educator Eaton wrote the children's book series The Roosevelt Bears. Other books with the teddy bear as their main character include Winnie-the-Pooh, Teddy Tells Time, The Jungle Book and Teddy Dressing.

The composer Bratton wrote "The Teddy Bear Two-Step" which, with the addition of Kennedy's lyrics, became the song "The Teddy Bears' Picnic".
Early teddy bears were made to look like real bears, with extended snouts and beady eyes. Today's teddy bears tend to have larger eyes and foreheads and smaller noses, baby like features that make them more attractive to buyers.

Mass-produced "plush" bears are made as toys for children. There are also companies that sell handmade collectible bears that can be bought in shops or over the Internet.

The world's first teddy bear museum was set up in Petersfield England, in 1984. There are today many teddy bear museums around the world. Teddy bear festivals have now become popular around the world, taking place in Australia, America, Canada, Great Britain, Japan and Germany.

Text 2

Bears

1. Bears are mammals. They are widespread in North America, South America, Europe, and Asia.

2. Modern bears have a large body with stocky legs, a long snout, shaggy hair, paws with five claws, and a short tail. Bear are omnivorous, with varied diets, except polar bear and the giant panda.

3. They are active for the most part of the day as well as during the night. Bears have an excellent sense of smell better than dogs. Despite heavy build and awkward gait, they can run quickly and are good climbers and swimmers. Bears are overwhelmingly solitary.

4. Bears produce a variety of vocalizations such as moaning, barking, growling, and roaring.

5. Bears have been hunted since prehistoric times for their meat and fur. Six bear species are vulnerable and endangered now.

6. The English word "bear" originated from an adjective meaning "brown" and in Old English had the meaning of both "bear" and "warrior".

7. Cubs are born toothless, blind, and bald. The cubs usually stay with their mother for two full seasons.

8. Many bears of northern regions go into "winter sleep". They normally do not wake during this period and therefore do not eat or drink. Some species, such as the polar bear, American black bear and brown bear, are dangerous to humans. All bears are physically powerful. Injuries caused by bears are rare, but are often widely reported. It is recommended to give all bears a wide berth because they are unpredictable.

9. Laws have been passed in many areas of the world to protect bears from hunters' destruction. Bears in captivity have been trained to dance, box, or ride bicycles. Bears were kept for baiting in Europe at least since the 16th century.

10. People considered the bear as the spirit of ancestors. This is why the bear was a greatly respected animal. The bear is the national animal of Finland. The Russian bear is a common national personification for Russia. In the United States, the black bear is the state animal of Louisiana, New Mexico, and West Virginia. The grizzly bear is the state animal of both Montana and California. Bears also appear in the state seals of California and Missouri. Bears appear in the arms of Bern and Berlin.

11. Bears are a popular feature of many children's stories, including fairy tale "Morozko", “Goldilocks”, “The Story of the Three Bears”, “the Jungle Book” and “Winnie the Pooh”.

12. In addition, "bears" are popular nicknames or mascots for example, for sports teams (Chicago Bears, California Golden Bears, Boston Bruins); and a bear cub called Misha was mascot of the 1980 Summer Olympics.

13.  Smokey Bear has become a part of American culture since his introduction in 1944. Known to almost all Americans, he and his message, "Only you can prevent forest fires" (wildfires), have been a symbol of preserving woodlands. Smokey wears a hat similar to one worn by U.S. Forest Service rangers. State police officers in some states wear a similar style. In slang "bear" or "Smokey" is used for the highway patrol.
