Procedure

1. Introduction
1. Greeting

T: Good afternoon, children! It is nice to see you again. Today we’ll speak about things you can’t live without but which are not very popular nowadays. So, what will we speak about? To answer this question let us play a bit. I’ll read a sentence, you’ll guess a letter. One of the pupils will write down these letters on the blackboard:

I am in a box, not in a fox.

I am in a robot, not in a rabbit.

I am in a robot, not in a rabbit.

I am in kind, not in mind.

I am in a case, not in a cake.

What am I? (Books).

T: So, during the lesson we will speak about books, its writers and its heroes.

2. Warming-up:
T: As the topic of the lesson is connected with books, please, write down several words that are connected to the word “books “.
