Students are split into two teams, brainstorm their associations and in 1 minute name them in a chain fashion. Who says the association last, that wins. Possible answers: computers, mobile phones, operations on heart, jet airplanes, atomic power stations, bombs...
T.: These are surely great modern wonders. In the last two centuries we have seen the unprecedented technical and scientific achievements. Before listening to a real story that happened to real people, let's make it clear what cloning is.

Cloning is making a copy of a plant or animal by taking a cell from it and developing it artificially. There is nothing new about this - plants were cloned in ancient Greece over 2,000 years ago, and the first cloned frog appeared in 1968. But interest in cloning grew in 1997 when Dr. Jan Wilmut and his colleagues from Edinburgh University announced the birth of the first cloned sheep, Dolly.

•DNA - the chemical in the cells of animals, humans, plants which carries genetic information
V. Listening Comprehension.

          Scientists say they are willing to try to clone a dead child. Olga Tomusiak was two weeks shy of her seventh birthday when she fell out of the window of her family's apartment. Her parents could barely speak for a week after she died. "Life is empty without her," says her mother Tanya, a computer programmer in Sydney, Australia. "Other parents we have talked to who have lost children say it will never go away." Olga's parents cremated the child before thinking of the cloning option. All that remains are their memories, some strands of hair and three baby teeth, so they have begun investigating whether the teeth could yield the nuclei to clone her one day. While it is theoretically possible to extract DNA from the teeth, scientists say it is extremely unlikely. "You can't expect the new baby to be exactly like her. We know that it is not possible," says Tanya. "We think of the clone as her twin or at least a baby who will look like her.” The parents would consider the little girl as much Olga’s baby as their own. "Anything that grows from her will remind us of her," says Tanya. Though she and her husband are young enough to have other children, for now, this is the child they want.

VII. Discussion. 
Students are split into two groups (pros and cons)

and in a chain fashion present their arguments. Two unbiased

experts are chosen to make conclusions at the end of the discussion.
CONS
· A separate organ cannot be produced, only the whole body. If a separate organ that you need could not be produced 
but only the whole body, should we kill clones to save people?
· Clones will be soulless. The soul enters the body at the moment of conception No scientists could inspire soul in a clone's body. It's God's business. If the scientists were gods, we would have great changes.
· What about the status of clones? Are they citizens of any other country? Law is silent on this matter. If they were citizens of Ukraine, what would be your reaction?
· Let's say the child would grow up to be the splitting image of its image. What impact would that have on the relationship between the father and the child looked exactly like the woman he fell in love with?
· It would be chaos. If a woman gave birth to her own clone, would the child be her daughter or her sister?
· Let's say the parents have a cloned son and then get divorced. How would the mother feel about seeing a copy of a person she hated most in the world every day? And what about the clone's feelings?
· Cloning humans should be banned before it had been attempted. Despots and dictators would cause armies of cloned fighting men to be produced to oppress the people or win wars against other nations.
· Life is a gift of love and not just one more industrial product. If scientists cloned humans, they would interfere with God's work.
· The technology of cloning is very difficult and dangerous for a surrogate mother as it can result in a baby losing. In case with animals it would be more or less acceptable, but what concerns human beings both emotional and physical health of a mother's organism would be damaged.
PROS
· If a person were incurably ill, e.g. with leukemia, 
the only source of  compatible bone marrow could be taken from an identical twin. That twin could be created artificially by cloning.
· Artificially produced human tissues and organs could be used to save people who would need them badly.
· A person could clone himself or herself while he or she is young. If a person wanted to make this process endless, that is to remain forever young, he or she would change old tissues and organs for new ones.
· Scientists could clone some rare species of flora and fauna for the future generations to see them. Even endangered or extinct species could be cloned.
· Cloning would allow gay couples to have children. It might sound strange but if we have registered gay marriages abroad, they may have their cloned children.
· A human body would be greatly improved, if cloning were successful Thus a superman with supernatural abilities could be created.
· For infertile people it would be a good chance to have babies. It's not an ethical issue, its a medical issue. Some people need this to complete the life circle that is to reproduce.
· Biologists have already genetically engineered headless frogs, so in future it would be possible to clone headless humans whose organs could be used for transplants.
After discussion the experts make conclusions on the basis of the arguments given by the two teams.
VIII. Getting  Feedback
Students are given cards with questions and answer them in a very short way.
· What did you know about cloning?
· What have you learnt about cloning at this lesson?
· What would you like to learn on this topic next time?
IX. Association Game. The first word is "cloning".
X. Summing Up.
T.: Cloning is a real miracle. You can be for it if you consider the production of vital organs that can be used for curing sick or injured people, or against it when it goes about copying armies of clones by some crazy tyrants who want to rule the world. But you cannot remain indifferent. Let's live and see and be ready to face the new scientific achievements.
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
