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Пояснювальна записка
Вибір теми уроку “Crazy Houses” обумовлений, перш за все, зацікавленістю учнів до даної теми, а також розмаїттям лексичного і граматичного матеріалу. При цьому лексика і граматика при вивченні даного розділу не викликають особливих труднощів в учнів, що також сприяє розвитку їх інтересу до вивчення англійської мови.

Дана розробка складається з двох частин. Перший урок ставить за мету – повторити  і систематизувати лексичний матеріал, а також розвивати навички говоріння, аудіювання, читання та письма з теми «Мій дім». За типом це- урок узагальнення і систематизації знань, тому доцільно проводити його в кінці вивчення теми. Другий урок – урок-проект, в ході якого учні створюють свої власні творчі роботи з теми. Урок-проект є логічним завершенням теми «Мій дім». Крім того, урок-проект сприяє розвитку творчих здібностей учнів, а також розвиває навички індивідуальної та групової роботи.

На уроках широко використовуються ігрова та комунікативна методики, а також наступні технології: 
· комунікативно-орієнтоване навчання; 

· особистісно-орієнтоване навчання;

· інформаційно-комунікаційні технології;

· здоров'я зберігаючі технології;

· диференційоване навчання;

· ігрові технології.

2. Warming-up 
1) T. Firstly, I want you to refresh your vocabulary on the topic

 “ Places in the town”.

Do you like to guess riddles? Of course, you are. What is it?
(The pupils  guess the riddles and write down the Mind-Map on the blackboard).

2) Game  “ Ghost writing”.

One of the pupils is “writing” in the air the words- types of the buildings. The pupils have to guess what the word it is.

The beginnings of proverbs are written on the blackboard, their endings are on the cards. Can you match them? ( The pupils go to the blackboard and match the proverbs).
