To follow fashion is comic! Not to follow is stupid!
Welcome to our weekly programme “Fashion Sentence” (Слайд 1)
The presenter of the today’s show is me, the fashion expert, _____________. (name)
Our appearance conveys message to everyone we come into contact with. Maybe it’s time to pay a bit more attention to it!?
Today we are going to take a look at the problem of school fashion.
Let me introduce my colleagues to you: an experienced specialist on school fashion ________ (name) and the defender ____________. (name)
A dull school uniform against bright casual clothes. A sense of belonging against a strong sense of being individual.
Before we start our discussion, please, answer the questions of our fashion survey. (Додаток 1) We will learn the results at the end of the show. (Слайд 2)

The monitor
Well, we are classmates and we get on really well, but as for her school style, I mean, her flashy shirts, extraordinary belts and accessories, leave much to be desired. In my opinion all pupils should obey the school rules. (Слайд 3) According to the President’s decree, the students at our school have to wear a green school uniform and those who are in the 7th form can replace it with a similar, smart black or dark jacket and a middle-length skirt. If every girl starts dressing like her it will turn the classroom into a fashion parade. (Слайд 3, анімація)
The fashion expert
Let’s have a look at the clothes ____________ (name) would prefer to wear at school.
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The specialist (Ретельно описує зразки одягу, які звинувачувана принесла зі свого гардеробу та критикує їх)
1. Firstly, this pair of breeches looks funny on any person, tall or short, as they shorten your body. So get rid of them! Moreover they can't be considered a school uniform.
2. What else do we have here? Oh, my god! This top is too short and old-fashioned. Besides it’s too tight. It looks like your younger sister’s t-shirt. It must cover your hips.
3. This coat will be ok at a disco-party. But it looks vulgar at school. Moreover, the imprint is rather childish.
Here is my advice: choose an outfit that matches your style, personality, shape and colouring. If something is too tight or too loose, you won’t achieve the desired effect and no matter what other qualities it has, it won’t improve your appearance and confidence.
The defender
Have the students in your school ever had problems with the administration over appearance?
The monitor
Quite often, I’d say.
Our school administration is very strict. And I agree that too short skirts, jeans or cotton things look very informal.
The fashion expert
We’ve got a short video. Let’s watch it.

The monitor
Actually she is an all-rounder.
The defender
So, as the saying goes, you shouldn’t judge a book by its cover. I don’t think it’s important for us to look smart. We are here to study! Just because you wear a uniform, this doesn’t make you more responsible.
The monitor
Undoubtedly, it’s what inside that is important. But sometimes we can get a negative reaction, simply by wearing inappropriate clothing.

The fashion expert
__________ (name), do you agree with the accusation? 
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The accused
No!
The fashion expert
Why don’t you follow the school uniform policy?
The accused
You see, it gets on my nerves having to wear the same clothes day after day. I’m sure wearing a uniform doesn’t let me express my individuality. I want to look different from the rest of the class.
The specialist
Wearing designer labels does not make you more of an individual. If anything, a school uniform encourages you to develop your own character more. Because you all have to wear the same clothes, you have to try harder to make your individual character stand out. Don’t you agree?

The accused
I believe that what I wear doesn’t really matter. I make good progress at school.
Another problem with the uniform is that it’s not very practical. It’s uncomfortable in the winter, and on warm spring days. One more thing I don’t like about the uniform is its colour. I mean the horrible green jackets.
The defender
Don’t you think it would be better if the actual uniform were different?
The accused
I think it’s a good idea to have greater choice. 
The fashion expert
Let’s listen to your classmates‘ opinion.

Зразки відповідей:
PUPIL 1
Not having a uniform means spending more money. I’d rather be wearing a uniform than casual clothes, it saves my mum a lot of cash. You can feel terrible if you can’t afford decent clothes. As for me, it annoys me to wear the same clothes at the weekend that you do during the week, especially if they are all in the wash. So, I’m for school uniform, which is better than getting your normal clothes dirty. In the morning you don’t have to spend much time on clothes to look ok. You just throw on your uniform which is nice. As you see wearing a uniform saves not only your money but time as well.
PUPIL 2
I want to add that there’s always a group who get to the new fashions and expensive labels first and expect everyone to follow them. And this often leads to jealousy or resentment. So, not having a uniform can make some students feel bad. Sometimes teenagers refuse to attend school because trendy classmates can tease and make fun of the way they look. I strongly believe that school uniform helps to improve the climate of a school, which is important for the school success.
PUPIL 3
Sorry, but I can’t agree with you. I’m against the uniform. Students in school need to learn to express themselves, and their wardrobe choices are one way of doing it. As you know, the impact we make on each other depends 55% on how we look and behave, 38% on how we speak and only 7% on what we actually say. Many children feel depressed when they lose their freedom to choose how they want to represent themselves through clothing. When we look good, we feel good, which leads to a more self-assured manner. That’s why some schoolchildren refuse to wear a boring uniform.
The specialist
Nothing of the kind. School uniform can be quite attractive and varied. Look at our models!

Model 1
I prefer wearing dresses. My mum says a girl should always look elegant. This stylish knee-length dark-blue woolen dress is very feminine. It goes well with silk and cotton blouses. Besides it is nicely decorated with a charming detail on the waist. You can hardly call my outfit dull and boring, can you?
Model 2
I’m for good outfits and smart design ideas. This mix, combined with traditional elements like colours, length and materials such as wool and silk shows the connection between traditional school uniform and modernity. The advantage of this outfit is that you can make it different by combining things. For example, the top can have long or short sleeves depending on the weather. If you put on a black jacket you will look still more formal. No doubt, this classic pencil skirt will suit every schoolgirl.
Model 3
I enjoy practicality and comfort, that’s why I choose this classic suit of marine colour. Every student will find the pockets in the suit very useful. You can put there your phone, money or cribs. You can wear it with different kinds of blouses. But it is especially interesting with a traditional Ukrainian embroidered shirt. A thin leather belt makes this suit cool. 
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The fashion expert
_________ (name), don’t you think that these girls look appropriate and at the same time attractive?
By the way, do you know how old school uniform is? This year school uniform is 460 years old. (Слайд 4) Today in this studio we have a fashion historian __________  (name) who has recently studied the origin of the school uniform. 
Nice to have you with us,  ________(name).
The fashion historian 
Nice to be here. I’m ready to answer your questions.
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1. When did the first school uniform appear?
The first school uniform appeared in England in the 16th century. Actually, in the city of London, at Christ Hospital School. (Слайд 5)
2. Did all the children have to wear the uniform?
No. Only poor children who attended charity schools wore the uniform.
3. What was the first uniform like?
It was a thick wool trench coat, a cotton shirt, breeches with knee socks. The coat and the breeches were navy blue, the shirt was white and the socks were yellow. In fact, people called the uniform “bluecoats”.
4. When did the uniform become widespread?
In the 19th century when the education for the masses started. At that time most schools in Britain had a uniform.
5. Did the school uniform change in the 19th century?
Yes, it included knitted jumpers, shorts, and a school tie was added. It is still a part of most modern uniforms.

6. Why was school uniform introduced? (Слайд 6)
In the 16th century the main reason was to distinguish the poor children who went to charity schools from other children.
But today there are some reasons for it.
Firstly, it helps focus the pupils on their studies not on the latest fashion.
Secondly, it’s a perfect way to avoid discrimination. Uniform dress-codes help the administrators keep their students safe and protected, as they reduce violence and crime in schools.
Thirdly, it unites students and gives them a feeling of “oneness”. (Слайд 7)
7. What countries except England use the school uniform?
Countries that adopted the English school uniform include Italy, Spain, Australia, New Zealand, South Africa, Argentina, Japan. (Слайд 8)
8. What about the United States?
Well, in the USA public schools in 21 states, for example California, Florida, Texas, require a school uniform, but it’s more casual than in Britain. Half of the public schools in the USA have dress codes.

The fashion historian 
It’s been a pleasure.
The fashion expert
Colour is a part of fashion. So meet our special guest, who is keen on astrology and is ready to explain your star sign style and give you a piece of advice on which clothes suit you.

So, you are a Cancer (22nd June-22nd July). (Звертається до всіх присутніх в кабінеті) Raise your hands those who were born the period from 22nd of June to 22nd of July. Your family is very important. You seem very strong and confident. But really you are soft and confident. One minute you are happy, the next minute you feel sad. You like collecting things. Your clothes should be a mixture for all your different moods. Go for strong colours like deep purple or midnight blue.
The astrologer
Is there anyone who was born in the period from 22nd of December to 20th of January? (Слайд 11)
You are serious, stubborn, practical and a good laugh! Your clothes should suite your lifestyle. Go for complete contrasts like bright yellow with dark blue. (Слайди 12-20)
For creative Aquarius(21st January-19th February)- go for outfits in one colour-for instance all blue or all green. 
For quiet Pisces ( 20th February-20th March) go for shades like leaf green and chocolate brown.
For self-confident Aries (21st March-20th April) – go for strong colours like bright red or dramatic black.
For sensible Taurus (21st April- 21st March)-go for shades like cream, beige, orange.
For mysterious Gemini (22nd May-21st June)- go for ice-cream shades like mint green or light blue.
For impulsive Leo (24th July-23rd August) – go for acid colours like bold electric blue.
For dreamy Virgo (24th August-23 September) – go for unusual shades like moss green or light grey.
For stylish Libra (24th September-23rd October) – go for bold colours like bold black and white.
For wild Scorpio (24th October-22nd November) –go for all shades of red. Thank you for the attention.
