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Хід уроку.

 After reading of the text, be ready to answer the questions from ex.2, p.32.
Reading. Text p.32.
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Post-reading. So, what is the point of body piercing?

 Ex.2, p.32: 

1) Why do some body piercers give the profession a “bad name”?

2) How can body piercing “go wrong”?

3) Is body piercing expensive?

V. Break. We should take care of our body and give it a rest. So, close your eyes for 2 minutes and listen to this wonderful music. 
VI. Підготовка до діалогічного мовлення. Робота в групах.

We’ve just read that parents don’t sometimes know that their child has his navel pierced. But, I’m sure that you love and respect your parents and you don’t want them to be shocked one day. And, by the way, in some years you will be parents. So, let’s think over the words that one day you can say to your future children.
I group – children: you want to have your nose pierced. Convince your parents that you really need it.

II group – parents: find reasons for not doing that.

III group – experts: you listen carefully to the children and to the parents and decide who is more convincing. And while 2 groups are discussing, make a list of pieces of advice to those who want to have some parts of the body pierced.

Checking.
