Chloe: Did that make any difference?
Angela: No, they just continued talking regardless. People like that shouldn’t be allowed to go to concerts.

Ted: Really? Well. I’ve got two tickets to their concert on Saturday. Would you like to go?
Bill: That would be great.

V. MONOLOGUE SPEAKING. (Project presentation)

T:  You were supposed to prepare the projects for today. So now you have to present the projects. We have two teams with two different tasks. 
The task of team 1 was to invent a new teenage band, Team 2 was supposed to present some interesting facts about the life of some musical people. Each team has to make their presentation, ask other team questions on the topic and conduct a contest. Are you ready? Let’s start.
T: So the first team is invited to start with their presentation.
Yura : Hello! My name is Yura. I like music very much. My favourite singer is Eminem. These are my friends Olesia, Vika, Aliona and Dima. Olesia is our captain. She likes pop music. Her favourite singer is Beyonce and her favourite band is “Via Gra”. This is Aliona. When she is tired, she likes to listen to music. She listens to Ukrainian and English songs. And now I would like our captain join in.
Olesia: Hello our team was expected to present a new band. But before we start I would like to tell you about my favourite band “Via Gra” .“Via Gra” was founded in 2001. At that time it consisted of 2 people. But later the cast was changed. At present the band consists of three girls. They are fantastic. 
And now Aliona will tell you about our imaginary band.
Aliona: I would like to present the band which is called “ Superstars”. They are a rock band and there are three people in it. They are Vika. Yura and Dima. Vika and Dima are twelve and Yura is thirteen. Dima plays the guitar, Yura sings and Vika dances. This band is not widely known at the moment, but we think that next year they’ll be popular. Their best song is “Music in My Life”.  
Vika: And now comes our “Question Flower”:

Aliona: I am the captain of team 2. Our task was to find out some interesting facts about musical people. So we decided to prepare a short presentation about our favourite singers and musicians. But first of all we would like to introduce ourselves. 
Marina: Hello! I am Marina. I enjoy music very much. I don’t play any musical instruments but I sing and dance modern dances quite well. My favourite singer is Shakira. She was born on February 2, 1977 in Columbia. She is a Columbian singer, songwriter, and record produser. Her single “ Whenever, Wherever” became the best-selling singer of 2002. Her official song for the 2010 FIFA World Cup , “Waka Waka” became the biggest-selling World Cup songs of all time. Since 2013, Shakira has served as a coach on the American version of The Voice. Shakira has won many awards, including five MTV Video Music Awards and two Grammy Awards. 
Oksana: My name is Oksana. I attend musical school and play the piano. I like classical music. That’s why I would like to tell you about Mozart. Wolfgang Mozart was one of the most amazing musicians who ever lived. At the age of only 5 years he was playing concerts by himself on the harpsichord – an instrument that is something like a piano.  Wolfgang’s father, Leopold Mozart, was also a musician and composer. He took his talented young son to many cities in Europe and arranged for him to play for kings and nobles. Mozart soon began to write music as well as he played it. By the time he was eight, orchestras were playing his compositions. He spent the rest of his life playing and composing music. Mozart had many  disappointments and never earned a very good living. He died in 1791, when he was only 35 years old. 
Sergiy: My name is Sergiy and I would like to tell you about my favourite singer Vitaliy Kozlovskyi. He has very nice voice and appearance. I like his songs because they are abour love and feelings. 
Andriy: My name is Andriy. I prefer to dance break dance. I also like a mixture of pop and classical music and that’s why I would like to tell you about Vanessa Mae. She looks like a supermodel. When she plays in public she moves like a pop star. She has got a 16-th century Guadigini violin which costs over 200.000, but she can play the electric violin, too. Her dance version of Bach’s “Toccata” and “ Fugue” were her first hits. Vanessa Mae Nicholson is the fresh face of classical music. But the lovers of traditional classical music don’t like her versions of Bach. It’s not so easy to create new sounds as Vanessa Mae does. She believes that “classical” musicians don’t need to wear formal clothes, that’s why she sometimes wears boots and shorts for concerts. Vanessa Mae’s idol is Paganini, the eighteenth century Italian violinist. They have the same birthday. She also listens to Tina Turner and Whitney Huston.

Reggae music
Reggae music comes from Jamaica in the Caribbean. It is called “the music of the poor”, because the songs are about problems people have. The main instrument is the electrical bass. Musicians also play the piano, drums and the guitar. Some famous reggae bands are Bob Marley and The Waiters, UB 40 and The Maytals.
Country music
Country music is from America. It is something called the bluegrass, honky-tonk or mountin music. Each song tells a story about modern life, love and feelings. Musicians play the banjo, and sometimes the violin or harmonica. Famous country singers are Patsy Cline, Dolly Parton and Willie Nelson.
Celtic music
Celtic music is a traditional music of Celtic people: that is, people from Scotland, Ireland, Wales, Cornwall and parts of France and Spain. It can be either slow, to listen to, or fast, to dance to. The songs tell us sad or funny stories. Some have no words at all. In Celtic music you can hear violins, drums, harps and guitars. Two famous Celtic bands are Clannad and The Chieftains.
